mons. Imperial Wizard of the Knights
of the Ku Klux Klnn.

In connection with the official de-
cree. Col. Simmons, in a aeparate
statement calls the attention of the
Klansmen to the fact that In some
quarters the guilt for posting notices
on cotton gins and. In some Instances,
threatening owners who do not close
them, is being laid on the Ku Klux
Klan because the men who commit
these acts wear maska or robes
aomewhat resembling the official re-
galia of the Klan. In thla regard hesay:

"For two reasons it la especially
Important that membera of the Ku
Klux Klan do all In their power to
assist officers of the law to sup-
press the operations of these "night
riders.' In the first place, they are
guilty of criminal violation of law
and if allowed to continue these Is
no limit to the extent which this
power of Intimidation under cover of
darkness may be used. The Knighta
of the Ku Klux Klan are tworn to
uphold the law under any and all
circumstances and it la especially
necessary at thla critical time that
every law-abidi- citizen discharge
this duty without fear or favor.

"In the second place, toe operation
of these 'night riders' are bringing
odium upon the Ku Klux Klan be-
cause in some Instances their crim-
inal conduct ia being laid at the door
of members of thla organization.
There is. of course, no excuse for
thia outrageous slander other than
the fact that these "night riders'
clothe themselves In garments some-
what resembling the' official regalia
of the Knights of the Ku Klux Klan.
the exclusive right to the use of
which haa been legally bestowed upon
this organization.

"However .since these gin posters
and gin burners are being confused
in the tninda of some persona with
members of thia organization it be--j

hooves every member to be particul-
arly vigilant in exposing them to j

moving on its way. He had a busy
corTg-r-

. and wa a mighty busy man
at tnat time of the day.

Thursday morning he reached up
for his cap. lifted it slightly and
brushed away some perspiration with
his handkerchief. They were crowding
him.

Suddenly he stopped, held up his
hand, and brought four lines of traf-flc- e

to a halt. He left his post walk-
ed over to the curb and grasped by
the arm an old blind Negro who waa
standing there helplessly, waiting for
some kindly hand that might chance
to pilot him on hla cautious way.

The officer put hla arm around the
old Negro, led him carefully and as
gently as If he had been conducting
a lady of the blood across a danger-ou- a

thoroughfare, placed him aafely
on the opposite curb and patted him
on the back. The old man's sightless
eyes blinked back his silent thanks
and Mr. Taylor returned to his post
of duty.

No one cheered the act of kind-
ness, because . they were hurrying
on their way. and It as the busy
hour. And the officer exepected no
word of commendation, since It's all
In the 'line of duty" and cornea In
the day's work- - And folks have learn-
ed to take for granted acts of cour-
tesy and kindnesa from men like
Officer Taylor.

Teach Thrift in Norfolk Pub

lic Schools.

Norfolk. Va.. Nov.11. The school
board of Norfolk. Va., Is so success-
fully promoting thrift among the chil-
dren of that city as to attract at-
tention In other states, north and
south. The simplicity of their methods
and the results apeak for themselves.

In the sixteen school weeks since
the plan was Introduced 4,122 white
children 29 per cent of the total
white enrollment, deposited $18,744.
an average per child of $4 50. or 28
centa per week. During the aame
time J. 18 Colored children, C4 per
cent of the total enrollment deposit-
ed $7,827, an average per child of
IJ.4. or 1 centa per week.

The percentage of Colored as com-
pared with white savers ia striking,
as is a comparison of the amounts
withdrawn by each. White children
drew out over half their savings, the
Colored onea only a sixth of theirs:
so that the formere excess of $11,000
fell to $2,500 excess at the end of the
term. The white children doubtless
have a wider range of wants; but
the figures may also indicate more
Interest and oversight from Colored
than from the white parents, and
more home teaching of thrift to re-
inforce the efforts of the school.

The, banks of Norfolk endorsed the
work by giving 11.000 for material
with which to atart It During va-

cation they have had a weekly Chll-dren- 'a

Day. when any child, white or
black, may come to the banka and
deposit any sum from five cents up.
The banka believe that they are thus
serving both their own and the com-
munity's present and future Inter-
ests.

Cleveland, Ohio, Nov. 11. In the
midst of the joy over the election of
Senator Warren G. Harding there is
gloom here and In Columbus over the
defeat of all our candidates for the
legislature. Out of six candidates in
the atate, only one was elected, Hen-
ry Hlgglns of Cincinnati, Ohio.

The defeated candidates are Capt.
William R. Green, for the senate;
Harry E. Davis and Samuel E. Woods
for the house, Cleveland; Rev. G. L.
Davis and Attorney Hughes of Co-

lumbus.
It Is the opinion of some that the

white women concentrated against
these candidates because the race Is-

sue had been put forward by the
democrats. The Democrats, through
the official Democratic state commit-
tee called for the voters to knife the
candidates, because, they claimed,
their election would mean social
equality.

If there was fear that the
Beaty civil rights bill would be In-

In public places a crime, there seems
to be little hope for those who do
not care for the bill to be intro-
duced. The legislature Is overwhel-
mingly Republican, and the Colored
voters of the state have sufficient
Influence, and determination, to have
the bill paased, it is declared.

CAST BALLOT

Claimed Georgia Election

Laws Did Not Make Voting

of Women Possible.

Atlanta, Ga Nov. 11. Effort of
Negro women to vote and the fact
that about seventy-fiv- e of them did
actually cast their ballots at the 6th
Ward polling; place were the outstand-
ing features- - of election day In At-
lanta.

The Sixth ward polling- - place was
the only one In the city where wom-
en, white or black, were allowed to
vote. The ballots cast by the Negro
women will be thrown out.

The situation threatened to cause
serious complications for a time, Vut
quick action by Ordinary Thomas H.
Jeffries in issuing a peremptory or-
der to Dr. J. C. Peck, Republican man-
ager at the polling place, prevented
further difficulty and no more women
were allowed to cast their ballots.
Dr. Peck waa Informed that he would
be summarily removed If he did not
carry out the terms of his oath,
which provided that no person should
be allowed to vote unless his name
appeared on the registration list fur-
nished the election managers. Dr.
Peck demurred, but finally agreed to
observe the terms of his oath.

The clerks had placed a distin-
guished mark on each ballot cast by
a Negro woman and when the vote
Is counted Tuesday night these bal-
lots cast by a Negro woman and
when , the vote is counted Tuesday
night theae ballots will be thrown
nut aa void.

During the day many Negro women
presented themselves at the 6th Ward
polls, accompanied by Negro men who
had evidently been followed up by a
well-defin- plan to round up the
Negro women of the city and vote
them regardless of whether they were
registered.

It was this legal provision
that Ordinary Jeffries Insisted upon
In Issuing his instructions to elec-
tion managers.

The clouds or secrecy that have

been obscuring the searchlight of
publicity as regarda the conduct of
United States marines In Hayti and
San Domingo appear to be dissolving
The letter written by Major-Oe-

Georrve Harnett a year ugo, calling
for a full and complete Investigation
haa focussed public attention upon
matters and conditlona In the Black
Republic; and once the probe Is prop-
erly Inserted and kept at work re-

velations of a startling nature are
Inevitable.

The writer In a lengthy article pre-
pared for The New York Herald, and
which appeared under date of Sept
14, 1919, aald:

"Some day the hlatory of the Unit-
ed States' occupation of Haytt and
San Domingo will be written. The
names of the American boys who have
fallen victims to the bullets of knives
or machetes of the natives will be
made known. The almost unbeliev-
able hardships suffered by our men
will be described; and then we will
ask ourselves: 'What was It all about

In that article certain charges were
made.

Sues Jeweler to Recover His-

toric Trinket of President
Taylor.

Baltimore, Md., Nov. 11. A mo-
saic brooch, which belonged originally
to Zachary Taylor, twelth President
of the United States, waa the basis
of a suit tried before Judge Gorter
In part 2 of city court Judge Gorter
said that the case was one of the
most interesting ever heard by him.

According to the testimony, the
brooch was bought by President Tay-
lor In Germany and was given Tay-
lor in Germany and was given by him
to hla daughter. Mrs. Betty Tay-
lor Dandrldge, of Winchester, Va. Mrs.
Dandrldge gave It a female slave
named Burns, who passed it on to
her daughter, Violet Burns, who has
been employed for years In the fami-
ly of James L. Shipley, Jr., 118 West
Lafayette avenue.

The brooch was not shown In
court, but It was described as a very
handsome piece, representing two
sheaves of wheat When bought by
President Taylor these sheaves were
bound together by a representation
of the German s. During
the world War the patriotism of Miss
Burns caused her to have the Ger-
man coat-of-ar- covered by a gold
plate, bearing three stars In honor
of her three brothers in the United
fltatea Army.

Some months ago Miss Burns decid-
ed to have earrings made of the
brooch. For this purpose she took the
brooch to Abraham Rlmson, a jewel-
er on Pennsylvania avenue. When
Miss Burns went to get the earrings
she waa told that the brooch had
probably been stolen, as it could not
be found.

Not getting her property back, Hiss
Burns sued Rlmson in people's court,
where she obtained judgment for
$12.00 Rlmson appealed the case to
city court. Judge Gorter, who tried
the appeal, not only affirmed the
judgment of the people's court in the
woman's favor, but also decided that
unless the brooch was returned Rlm-
son should pay her $100, its estimated
value.

A feature of the trial waa that
while Miss Burns was represented by
Chas. R. Webber, a white lawyer.
Rlmson, a white man, had a Colored
attorney. ,

Veaa-eanc- Far Hla BiHf,
In the article referred to above by

the writer, he was quoted as follows
in hla description of one "trick he
turned":

"I had a buddy, of whom I thought
the world. We went through the
rough stuff in Haytt we went
through hell! We worked together
all the time after . the orders came to
'cleanup.' We slept together and wa
rnme Ia think the vnrlH of anh
ether. - ' - " "

"During the raid we maoe a lot
of our fellows were bumped off. Then
and there my buddy and I made an
agreement that If either of us was
'sent west' the survivor would not
rest until full and complete revenge
had been taken.

"And what made me so craxy after
my friend had been picked off by a
skulking assassin at Port au Prince
was the fact that we had gone
through so much and had come
through alive. But an 'amlgo' hiding
behind the walls of an abode shack
rot Tommlo, and then well, I didn't
care wnai oecame ot me:

"That night I picked up' a few tum-
blers of rum and after thinking the
mntter over decided I was going to
start a little war of my own. You
know how they do down In these
countries; how they plaster on the
talcum powder until It Is almost an
Inch thick and then start on theirnightly parades around the town
square or plaza. Sometimes there is
a band concert and sometimes there
Isn't. But. concert or no, the natives
keep milling; and milling and mill-
ing. -

"The moon wasn't shllnlng thatnight," continued this Jack the Aven
ger, "so I was in luck.

Charge Negro Candidates

Raised Color Question in

Campaign.

Boston,- Mass., Nov. 11. The "color
Issue" has been Injected Into the con-
test for House ot' Representatives
from the 13th Suffolk district, ac-
cording to a statement made last
night by Dr. Andrew B. Lattimore
and Matthew W. Bullock, Republican
candidates. They are fighting Tim-
othy J. Driscoll and Frank J. Burke,
Democrats, and candidates for re-

election.
Lattimore and Bullock are Negroes

and assert that they have conducted
a clean campaign, but that their op-
ponents, having been "soundly beaten
on the real Issues," have appealed to
the voters of ward 12 to defeat the
two Rpubllcans on the ground thatthey are Negroes. The Republicans
exhibit cards distributed by Buriesand Driscoll, exhorting the voters to
"re-ele- ct two white representatives,"
and quote extracts from a recent
speech by Burke in which he violent-
ly attacked Negroes. Ward 13 Is one
of the Boston districts which may
swing j, from Democratic to Republi-
can thla year, due to the greater reg-
istration of Republican women.

Quote Candidate Walsh.
The statement by Lattimore and

Bullock follows: t
"Our opponents, soundly beaten oa

the issues of the campaign, have fal-
len back on the old race Issue forsupport They forget that this Is
New England of the 20th century, and
that Boston is the last place in thecountry that one should expect such
an appeal. This appeal is almost too
cowardly to be dignified by an an-
swer, but we invite the attention of
our opponents to a" speech by their
own candidate for Governor John J.
Walsh, a few days ago, in which he
said:

,' 'Race prejudice and religions In-

tolerance ar. ever to be deplored,
even In our private relations. When
these horrible demons are encouraged
to run amuck In a political cnmpalgn,
those who think they benefit by such
a foul betrayal of the very spirit of
American lift ought to be burled be-

neath the waves of public censure.'"
The statement Is accompanied by a

circular letter in which the candida-
cies of Lattimore and Bullock are
endorsed by I.teut.-Oo- v. Cox, Chair-
man lfall of the Republican stste
committee, and bv Chairman Ilormel
of the city committee.
