"The New Era for Women."

"There was a time." snld AndrewTerrell, "when the controlling poiver
of the country lay in the hands of thecapitalists. These capitalists used theInborlng man as a tool to advancetheir personal attainments. As a re-
sult of this selfish motive the con-
trolling power gradually slipped to theworking people and during the past
war the laboring people held the dom-
inating power of this country. Today
the laboring people have come to thepoint where there Is no reirurd for
the other fellow and, as a result, thecontrolling power is gradually being
taken from them, The man or group
of people who fosters personal ad-
vancement and has no regard for therights ard privileges of the other fel-
low cannot hold very long the con-
trolling power of any people.

"A survey of the conditions of our
people of the Southland and In the
cities of the North shows us that our
race needs leaders men and women
who will, lose sight of self and work
for ' the interest of mankind. A suc-
cessful life is not measured by wealthor material things, but it is measuredby the unselfish service that is ren-
dered to humanity. During tho war we
had over three hundred thousand men
of our race who were willing to give
their lives for the cause of humanity.
Kor a while we saw the Ideal for
which these men were glad to live
and to die, but since the war has en-
ded and men have returned to their
different vocations, and the world is
getting back on a normal basis, it
seems as If the world, has gone back
to the old principle of 'every man for
himself and every nation for itself.'
As we read the dally papers we see
the results of this principle. The so-
cial unrest that we have in the coun-
try is due, in a large measure, to self
Interest.

"Tho world must realize that there
is something much finer In life than
mere personal gain and pleasure. It

"The Great War proved a blessing
in bringing to light the 'new' women
of higher efficiency and power.
