One of the
features of the program mapped out
for him by his hodt was n mecting at
which he spoke to the Colored people

of Atlanta.

This mesting was held In the Filrst
Congregational Church. Gov. Hugh
M. Doraey ‘rruldrd and the cream of
the Colored population were out In
abundance. Spellman Beminary and
Moorehouse College provided a musi-
cal program “that delighted the dis-
tinguished guest and the audilors as
well'" Among other thinga Mr. Col-
Hdge said:

“IL ¢ome from the Commonwealth of
Muossachusetts where there wre many
people Interested in your welfare,
who have ocontributed money with-
out end to the upbuilding of those
Institutions that you are interested
in, In order that you might profit by
the very best that they have, They
have ment among you Loo, teachers,
who have undertalen to help and In-
struet you In all that Is best on this
#lde of paradise; and perhaps you owe
to the Commonwoealtl of Massac-
hupelt and its citizens sométhing of &
debt of gratitude.
