The text of tho bill Is as follows:

3Vo Drawing; of Color Line

"Section 1. Pe It enacted, etc , that
nil persons within the jurisdiction of
this state shall be entitled to the full
and equal accommodations, advantages
and privileges of any place of public
accommodation, entertainment, educa-
tion or amusement, subject only to
the conditions and limitations estab-
lished by law and applicable alike to
all persons. No person being the own-
er, lessee, proprietor, manager, super-
intendent, agent or employe of any
such place shall directly or Indirectly
refuse, withhold from or deny to any
person any of the accommodations, ad-
vantages or privileges thereof, or di-

rectly or Indirectly publish, circulate,
Issue or display, post or mall any
written or printed communicate , no-

tice or advertisement to the effect
that any of the accommodations, ad-

vantages and privileges of any such
place shall be refused, withheld from
or denied to any person on account of
race, creed or color, or that the

or custom thereat of any per-
son belonging to or purporting tp be
of nny particular race, creed or col-
or Is unwelcome, objectionable or not
acceptable desired or sollcted.

"Section 2. The production of any
w.rltten or printed communication, no-

tice or advertisement purporting to re-

late to nny such place, and to be
made by any person being the owner,
lessee, proprietor, superintendent or
mannger thereof, shall be prima facie
evidence In any civil or criminal act-tlo- n

that the same was authorized by
such person. Nothing herein contain-
ed shall bo construed to prohibit the
mailing of a private communication
In writing sent In response to specific
written Inquiry.

Thepetitions di I not refer specially to any
bathhouse, but were couched In gen-
eral terms.

The petition signed by tho 190 citi-
zens opposes the granting of permis-
sion to b lild a structure, "because
same would constitute a menace to
the seawall and boulevard, and prop-
erty outside the seawnll. and ould
he destructive of the protective princi-
ple upon which the seawall was built.''

The second petition prays that per-
mission to erect a bathhouse outside
the seawall be refused to enyone with-
out sufficient "guaranties that no
damage will result to the seawall and
properties lying north of It by reason
of such stri cture, or that tho danger
be reduced to a minimum." It also
prays that the bathhouse proposed for
Negroes at Thirty-sevent- h be construc-
ted only of concrete reinforced piers,
