The second, which Is even stranger,
Is an account of a person closely re-

sembling Napoleon In appearance and
gesture who visited Napoleon's moth-
er in Rome about the very hour of the
day when he died In St. Helena. The
8tranper spoke of Napoleon to her as
if he had just quitted him, and added:
"At this moment he Is delivered from
his sufferings; he Is happy."

Napoleon's mother nt once spoke to
those about her of this visitor, who
was seen by three other persons hi her
palace, and search was made In Itome
for anyone resembling him, without re-

sult. She herself was convinced that
it was the wraith of Napoleon. There
was nothing terrifying In the vision If
it was a vision but on the contrary. It
produced In her a kind of ecstasy. She
declared that the mysterious person
"was like Napoleon In voice, figure
and speech."

Tin" medie-
val home certainly left much to be de-

deed, is the starting point of our own
present system.

The truth Is, flint in the face of the
showy effect of the knight's retinue, of
his feasts and banquets and the richly
adorned apparel of the lords anil la-

dies; despite the spacious halls and
colossal edifices, we are constrained
to believe that life In the homes of
those days was nothing less than de-

plorable.
Apparently there Is ample reason

for belief that the home In Its arrange-
ment was barely habitable and that its
ornamental furniture was not espe-
cially artistic.

It tends to take away much of the
studied romance of those times when
we consider Unit in the halls of the
Anglo-Saxon- s and other Germanic
tribes the people oftentimes slept upon
the same benches where they previ-
ously had eaten. In eoltl weather the.y
gathered around a fire kindled upon a
hearth In the middle of the baronial
hall, where for want of u chimney the
smoke tilled the room until it Dually
escaped through accidental holes in the
roof or through open doors and win-

dows. Exchange.

TIMEPIECE BUILT TO LAST

Masterpiece of Colonial Clockmaker
Is Treasured as an Heirloom by

California Family,

Like many a California resident, a
very rare example of the skill of the
colonial clockninkers made two jour-
neys to the .Pacific coast before Its
residence was permanently estab-
lished.

Constructed by Snmtiet Terry In
Connecticut In 178-1- , the clock Is one
of the two earliest specimens of his
work. Its mate is to be found In a

Massachusetts collection.
In 1814 the peregrinations of the ven-

erable timepiece commenced when It
was taken from Connecticut to Ohio,
there to remain until 1S70, when It
was taken to California. There It re-

mained for but two years, orrty to
start Its Journeylngs once more to
seek a New England home. One year
ago It was taken again to San Fran-
cisco by a member of the same fam-

ily In whose possession It has always
been.

The clock Is Inclosed In a heavy
mahogany case of simple design, with
a front Inset of brilliantly colored
glass In nn elaborate landscape de-

sign. The mechanism of the time-

piece Is made entirely of wood.
As the predominant note of a dis-

tinctly Interesting hallway, the clock
forms the nucleus of a collection of
colonial heirlooms that are more than
passably Interesting. Exchange.

First Medical College.

The first medical college In the
western part of the United States was
Rush Medical college, founded In Chi-

cago in 18H7 by Dr. Daniel Uralnard,
who was bora In Whitesborough, N.
Y., 10!) years ago, May 15, 1S1L'. Kush
college commemorates the name of
Dr. Benjamin Kush, who was born
near Phlladeli h.u, of Quaker parent-
age, In 1745, according to the Indian-
apolis News. Doctor Rush served as
an apprentice to n Philadelphia phy-

sician for six years and then com-

pleted his medical education in Edin-
burgh, London and Paris. He was a
signer of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence, one of the founders of the
first American antlslavery society and
the greatest physician of his day. Dur-
ing the yellow fever scourge In Phila-
delphia, In 170.1, he visited more than
100 patients dally.
