Charleston, S. C, Aug. 31. Charles-

ton, the "Historic City by the Sea,"
which for years could be numbered
among the few southern cities wu re
mo colored iind white people lived
and moved in harmony and "brotherly
love," but now, duevlargely to the
heavy influx pf whites from other
sections of the" Btate, is rapidly en-
veloping itself in race prejudice. .'

The most recent outward sign is
the action which was started on Sun-
day, August 13th to prohibit Negro
residents from enjoying the cool bree-
zes, fresh from the sea. while strol-
ling on the historic battery. The "Bat
tery'' has been famous since the days
of the Revolutionary War when this
historic site with its guns yet remain-
ing, was used to shell the no less fa-
mous Fort Sumpter. The buttery untie
the supervision of the Park commis-
sioners of the city and maintained
by police funds has for years been a
haven for large crowds of visitors,
who, seeking shelter from the swel-erin- g

sun, have found refuge and
comfort by sitting or strolling
around the battery. The recen order
which was enforced by a city police-
man could not be traced on Sunday,
but efforts are being made to trace
the source and have the same rescind-
ed. ,

The "Battery is one of the public
places of the city and no visitor con-

siders be has seen Charleston with-
out visiting this historic site. Char-
leston boasts of several parks but the
b. ttery is the only place Negroes are,
or have been, permitted to ftesuent
without molestation and the segrega-
tion order can expect much opposi-
tion from the Negro population of the
city.
