ceive due consideration without resumption
of diplomatic intercourse with the Govern-
ment of Nicaragua, o

Further than this, the documents com-
municated show that, while the iuteruce-
unic transit by the way of Nicaragua is
cut off, disturbances st {’unama have veecur-
red to obstruct, temporarily at least, that
by the way of New Grenads, involving
the sacrifice of the lives aud property ol
citizens of the United States. A specinl
commissioner has been despatchod to Pa.
namna to investigate the facts of this occus-
rence, with & view particulru!y to the re
dress of purties aggrieved. But mersures
of anothier class will be demunded fur the
future security of interoceanic colmunica-
tion by this as by the other routes of the
Isthmus,

It would be difficult to suggest a single
object of interest, external or internal, more
important to the United States than the
maintenance of the communication, by land
and sen, between the Atlautic and Pacitic
States and Territories of the Union, It is a
muterial element of the national iategrity
and sovereignty.

I have adopted such precautionary mens-
ures and have taken such action for the
purpose of affurding security to the several
trausit routes of Central America, and to
the persons and property of citizens of the
United Btates connected with or using the
same, as are within my constitutional pow-
er and existing circumstances have seemed
to demand. Should these measures prove
inadequate to the object, that fuct will be
communicated to Congress, with such re-
commendations as the exigency of the case
may indicate.

On Twesday of kst week Mr. Bamner, of Mas-
sohuectis, delivered a speveh in the Seaste on
Kansne matters, characerizcd by the eorrespon-
dent of the Charleston News ae presenting s scene
of “debate which for sarcasm, invective, vulgurity,
ridicule and nbuse exceeded every thing that has
ever been scted belore in that way in thut body,”
It also embraced libels upon Judge Batler, who
was abeent, and South Carolina of the most men-
dacious charueter, ealling forth rebukes from Scna-
tors Evans, Cuse; Douglos, and Muson—Gen. Ciise
pronouncing it the most un- American and unpat-
riotic speech he had evér heard on the floor of the
Senate, and the latter obaritably concluding that
its suthor was mon compoe mentis,

As Sonator Batler was absent from  Wash-
lngton when this wantonly dsailed in twofold de-
gree, Hon. P. 8. Brooks, from the Edgefield Dis-
triet, ook redress into his hande, On Thursday,
therefore, hie sought an interview with the infamous
libeller and seoundrel, and what took place may be
learned by the following from the Washington
Star of Friday:

“Yesterday, afler he had sought Mr.
Sumuer elsewhere without finding him,
Mr. Brooks went to the Senate Chambher—.
the Senate baving adjourned; and Mr. S
baing there, Mr. Brooks sat near Mr. Sum-
ner until A few ladies, who were on the
floor, had retirad. He then went up to
Hr‘.! 8., who was at lLis desk writing, and
said:

‘I have read your speech carefully, and
with as much disposition to do you justice
as [ could command; and I have deliber-
ately comato the conclusion that you were
guilty of a gross libel upon my State, and
of a wanton insult to my absent and grey.
haired relation, Judge Butler; and I feel
myself under obligations to inflict on you
a punishment for this libel and insult.!

“Mr. Sumner ‘hereupon essayed to rise
from his seat, as though 10 resist what Mr,
Brooks had said, when he (Mr. Brocks)
struck Mr. 8. with rapid and repeated
Llows nbout the head with a gutia percha
cane, and continued his blows, in spite of
Mr. Bumner's efforts to ward them off und
seize the cane, until Mr, 8, fell. As Mr.
Brooks was suspending his blows—-which
he did the instant Mr. Sumner foll—Mr.
Crittende:n eame up and interposed, saying,
‘Don't kill,! &e. Mr. Brooks thereapon
left the spot, and remained with his fiiends
in the Senate Chamber until Mr. Sumner's
friends, several of whom were present—Mr.
Morgan, of New York, and Mr Foster, of
Connecticat, smong them—lifting him up,
bore him into one of the ante-rooms of the
Senate,”

The same ascount substantially is repeated in the
Baltimore Bun, but with the ohargze that Col-
Brooks evntinued the Llows while Sumner was
down, and that the latter called for help withont
aracting assistance until his aseailant had desisted
from flagellation.

A second despateh in the Sun says:

“Some «ye-witnesses say Mr. Brooks
struck Senator Sumuver as many as twenty
times over his head. Senator Sumner was
sitting in an arm chair when tiie assanit
wan made upon him. Ie had no oppor
tunity to defend himself. Tlere nre vari-
ous opinions on the tubject, and quite con-
tradictory.  Many were applanding the
aet, whilst others were denouncing it as
cowardly attempt to beat down freedom of
speech.  The affuir will, undoubtadly,
cnuse great debate in the Senate to mor
row,

“Mr. Drooks was arrestad shortly afler
the affair. o compluint having been made
against him on oath of William Y. Lender,
and was brought before Justice Hollings-
head, and held to bail in $800 to answer.

“Mr. Sumner has two severe but not dun
gerons wounds on tha head.  Brooks' eane
was shattered in mwany pieces, demonstra.
ting the viulence of the assanlt.

“When the attack wis made there were
probably fifteen or (wenty persons present,
illr.'luding Messrn,  Crittenden,  Foster,
Toombs, Fitzpatrick, Murray, Morgan and
other members of Congress, Governor Gor-
man, together with several officers of (he
Senate and strangers.  The attack was so
sudden and unexpected that Mr. Sumner
had no opportunity to place Limselfin &
defensive attitude.

“The first blow stunned him, and the
stick, which was of gutta perchia, was bro.
ken into many pieces Ly the time the ns-
sault was terminated. Messrs. Crittenden,
Toombs, Murray and others, interfered as
soon as they could, and probably prevent
ed further damage. Great excitement
exists here to-night in consequence of the
affnir,

“Sumner sank unconscious to the floor,
where lie lay till raised by his fiienda. 1lis
head was bathed in blood, and his physi-
cians say he has the severest flesh wounds
they ever saw on & man’s liead, and deny
his friends admission to Lim to night.”
