It is known to many of our readers thata duel
was fought near Charleston, on Mouday, 29th uit.,
between Edward Magrath and W. R. Taber, jr.,
one of the editors of the Charleston Mereury. My,
Taber fell at the third fire, the ball taking effvet
in his forehead. 1lo survived but an hour.
