Perhaps slowness of belicf is well in ag-
riculturists. Tt is not n speculative profession—
that characteristic belongs to merchants, whose ven-
tures necessarily develop it. The husbandman
eannot afford to fritter away the productive energies
of his soil, and his own Isbors, upon untried and
perhups worthiless plants.  These are left to the
model farmer, whose capital is not invested with
a design to make money or even a living, IHav-
ing amassed a fortune in mereantile pursuits, he
thinks hiealth and enjoymont are best sccured by
removing to a small extent of lund within easy
reach of large cities, and spending the remainder
of his days am'd the greea mendows and free winds
of the country. Ile can there embellish his houses
and grounds to tete—Al Lis stock yurds with fan-
ey breeds—and indulge experiment to his heart’s
content,  Ile thus renders n real service to agricul
ture, however little he may be doing for himself.
Everything really valuable is made known, while
the worthless is discarded, and the public guarded
against its altempt dueti

Many of just such farmers have tried the sugar
cutie, ana 1ATE Seeh very specessful o its culture.
But experiments hive gone mueh beyond them.
Our own planters-—men of substunce and large
landed estates, who delight not in new notions un-
less they promise large pecuniary results—have so
far prosecuted their experience with this plaut ns
to be fully satisfied that it is destined to become one
of our moat important crops.  This year many of
them will plant largely of it, and establsh its value
beyond question,

We lhave wrged wpon our district farmera a
general trinl of the Chinesas sugar cane, and we are
glad to know thal many have procurcd seed for
teinl. W e hope each one will give the crop a fair
chance, so that future operations shall be free from
all doubt. Ifit prove as good and productive ns
eluimed, molusses will no longer rule so high in
our mountain eountry, neither will onr wagons be
compelled to haul from the disant depots such
heavy and treacherous freight. [t may be difficult
at first to grind out the cane and express all its
Juices, bu' this will soon be got over.
everywhere, and necessity will perfeet inventions,
cheap and efficient, lor these purposes. Lot every
fa- mee plant seed-—no matter how little,  If noth-
ing more is done, enough will be attained the first
year by secaring a supply of cheap seed for another
The price is too Ligh just now, and will
come down il every farmer will follow this plan.
