newspaper discussion is more diffieult of explication
than banking. It is a sclence apart from the du-
tiew of editors, and, indeed, from the ordinary
hobitades of even merchants,

variavt and moliform. Uniil recent years the ope-
rationz of banks were comprehenaibls o obdinery

ing notes for circulation, discounting business pa-
per, and some of the larger insiitutions, located in
commercinl centres, dealt in exchange. Under this
chart of dutics bauking was deemid a necessity,
from the absence of sufficient speale to constitute a
cireulating medium for n people. o the
progress ui enlerprise, however, the banks were not
slow in discuvering the resultant advantages of their
mmociated wenlth, and became discontented with
the small proiiis realized. Money is never satisfied
with ite incrcase, if we may be permitted to per-
sonifly. Not content with loaning three hundred
th F ] .01 on . J L. ﬂ iu d m
hundred thousand—making interest on imnginary
or fiztitious means; not content with banking on
deposits, and compounding on interest paid on dis
counts—ingenuity taxed itsell to deviee wuys of
money-making more speedy and profitable. With-
out fo'lowing the various stages of development,
briefly the system issued in what is now denomina-
ted “domestie cachange,” under which, we are
eredibly infurined, banks may nnd do realize a_pro-
fit of from 12 10 24 per oval. per anonum. Now,
perhaps the public would have uo special ground of
complaint at such enorious profits if banks wounld
only fulfil the end for which they were created; but
this they by no meaus do. We have never known
a bank elarteral for which the plea was not enter:
¢d that the wants of the commnunity required addi-
tiona! facilitiea for borrowing money—and yet for
ten years ovr vbscry. lion justifics us in saying, that
with each new bank these fucilities grew less, and
terms more string:nl,

At the present lime we have a banking eapital in
South Carolina, in round numbers, of §15,000,000
—£12,000,000 of which is in Charleston and $5,-
000,000 in the Districts outside. Looking over the
“Comparative View”' for Augost, embracing the
returns of all the banke, ns required by liw, we find
that while all the bLaunks, in Charleston, have o
regalar discount line of §7,870,570.13, the uine pri-
vate conntry banks, excloding the two branches
of the Bank of the State at Columibia and Camden,
liave $1,932,8G8.03, on a capital of 3,700,000,
And if we exclude the Commercial Bank of Co-
lumbia, which is one of the old-fushioned banks,
and nlwnys did a fair and legitimate banking
business, uatil foreed into the exchange system by

! the new banks, we shall reduce the item of notes

disevunte on personal security by the eight remain.
ing banks to $1,282.250 98. And these were the
banke which urged their ¢harters on the plea that
the people wanted more acconimodations!

Look we now at the “domestic exchansa™ fen-
ture of the banks. All the banks of the Stais, in
this sivgle item, agaregute $10,535,422.60 —and the
eight new banks out of Charleston have issucd
£1,896,416.60 of it. But it must be borne in mind
that this is at most but the business uf sixty duya

and to realize the extent of this feature of banking
you must multiply the ten millions and upwards by
siz—giving the enormous nggregate of $65.212,535..-
66. Nor is thisall. The law requires each of the
baoks to make up statements of their liabilities acd
amscis for the Complroller General. These he ar-
ranges and poblishes monthly, At first it was sup-
posed that the requisitions of this law would kcep
the eye of the pablic upon them, and make their
business an open book. But not so. Two bank
Presidenis and their cashiers can blind the whole
Legislature—certainly hall the nerchants of the
State—and no disparagement te cither class. The
banks were ready for this statement, however, and
so arranged their business that these expositions
should embrace periods when their discounts on
“personnl security’ was largest and the “domestic
exchange" line shortest. 8o that outside of the
banks no one knows the amount of domestic ex-
change *'sold"" ad iaterim! At one time it was be-
lieved that large eapital was essential to a large and
profitable banking business. Modern financiering
has exploded that theory. [n proof, look at the
Bank of the State, with a capital of $3,104,000—its
domestic exchange is but $324,322.34; while the
Bauk of Newberry, with acapital of only £3\0,000,
has “wold" domestic exchange to the value of $828,-
163.49, and has outin ordinary business paper dut
$24,438.55. No wonder that banks push agencies
all ever the country, and seatter their bills in the
shape of domestic exchange, when on n basis of
$300,000 they can maintain a business, in loans and
cireulaticn, five or six times the amounnt of their
enpital!

But pomsibly we may be answered that the busi-
ness is not so profitable after all, and thut we don 1
understand banking. The former wouid be nutrue,
while we freely ndmit that we know little about the
intricacies ol our subject, and coly iook ut it as plain
men.  But if one xo unfamiliar with the scicuce can
raise o many well-lounded objections to the opera-
tion of the system, whit an oppressive and burden-
some scheme would it not be made out by one ca-
pable of penctrating all it mysterics and ramifica

tions! Take, fur example, the Bank of Newborry,
as one of the most successiul of the banks char-
tered in 1852, That bank hes been but about four
years in existenoe, and yet it shows a net profit on
hand of $104,883.96, after paying dividends of from
8 10 10 per ecent. since six months from its institu-
tion.  And here we may be permitted to say, that
we have no ill will towards the Bank of Newberry,
aud make no war upon it individually. It has been
mare svcoessfully managed by ite accomplished
President, and fuornishes broader contrast for our
opposition lo the present system of bauking

Benider, home discounts will retorn the eirculition
upon & bank within a week or two, through other
banks, and drain specie or its cquivalent; doinestic
exchange will keep it out for from 90 1o 120 days—
pechaps longer, and that is one grand ohject with
all banke—preferring it shoull never retorn, In
our judgment, the only way (o arrest the evil is 1o
amend the elnrters, by prohibiting the banks from
having agencies beyond the Biate—indeed, no agen-
view sbhould be tol rated. And if 8 bank uses its
funds outside of the Blate at u'l, ita charter should
be furfeit.  Danke are chartered for the bencfit of
the people-=not for the exelusive pdvantage of the
steckholders, ns now understiod; and whenover
they fail 10 subscirve surme gineral publie inteiest, it
in the duty of the Legislature 10 end their existence.

Alter electing a new Profeasr, he wun withdrawn
by hin fricds 1o give plave 1o the former inecombent.
