‘We perosive that the constituents of Hon. W.
D. Porter, Benator from Bt. Philip’s and St.
Michael's, desive to know what are his present
seutiments on the repeal of the laws imposing
restrictions upon the teking of excessive hire for
the mse of moneg. . e snswors that when this re-
pedling scheme was first broached he took the
ground that restrictions upon excessive interest
were wise and wholesome ; but finally yielded
his judgment, and went for the removal of all
restrictions upon negotinble paper (not that of
bauks) maturing in and under ninety days. He
also moved Jwent for gr 1 repeal, and
relonse from penalty and forfeiture. He nvows
his object at present is fot to discuss the mea-
sure, but rather to explain his own position. He
SOy !

“My object is not at present to disonss mea-
sures, but simply to explain my own position. 1
have been regarded by muany as an uncompro-
mising opponent of any ohange in theso laws,
while my real desire has been to fucilitate the
change, but to initiste it in such a manner as to,
provide ngainst confusion or recoil. An in-
slaniancous and towl repeal, at any fixed point
of time, whether present or future, would in

opinion, inflame the minds of money dealers
:lﬁln the expectation of extravagant rates, and
subject debtors to the exorbitant demands of
their creditors, before money from abromd had
time to flow in to theivrelief. A foreclosure of
bond and mortgage, or a high rate of interest
for & long period of time, would be the alter-'|
native presented to many a poor borrower.

In more direct resp 'xue to your in gnto-
ry, Lmay say that lam willing to vote forahy bill
which will*pravide a reasonable barrier agninst
the misohief 1 have suggested. The following
scheme of a bill would meet my eordial support,
and has alrendy obtained the sanction of many
of the wagmest friends of repeal:

1. All penalties and forfeitures for usury to
be repealed.

2. In theabscnce of any agreement, seven
per cent. Lo be the rate of interest.

3. A conventional rate of interest, not exceod-
ing 12 or 14 por cent,, to be allowed upon spe-
cial agreemont, from the first day of Januury,
1861.

4. The banks to receive only their present
rates accurding to charter.

5. From and nfter tho first day of January,
1862, the only remaining restriction, nbove 12
or 14 per cent., to be removed.

This scheme, it seems to me, will protect the
preople agninst exorbitant rates ®or the coming
year, and, at the same time, give them n fair
opportunity of testing the experiment of invi-
ting eapital from abroad without too much risk,
If the expericnce of the year be favorable, the
act will, of itself, remove the only remaining
restriction, and accomplieh the total repeal; but
if it be unfuvornble, the Legislature will have
an opportunity of interposing before the last
restraint is set loose. With a bank eapital of
ten or twelve millions, and n conventional rate
of interest ranging as high as 14 per cent.,
there certainly ought to be no complaint of a
want of accommodation for a year. And if #o
great a change in our monetary affairs ean be
sugcessfully accomplished within that period
of time. it will eertainly have been done not
only well, but quickly.”

Let restrietions be removed
in whole or in part, and banks will loan just
envugh money to private parties to keep down
clamor—while the bulk of discounts will be
used surveptitionsly by brokers nud others, at
exorbitant rates, insuch way astocvade the pen-
alty of the law.
