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Wonders of the 011 Regions.

A remarkable phenomena appeared in
the oil regions at Vithole City, ’ennsylva-
nia.

All the wells in the neighborhood
were immediately pumped dry, when the
pree’ous liqoid began to flow in each, which
was earried away in bottles, buckets, and
all sorts of articles, by the people. The
first well “struck™ belongs to a Mrs. Riek-
ets, a widow woman, who has heretofore
carned her living by washing. Ttisat the
depth of sixteen feet, and was only pump
ed at intervals, but the oil eame frecly in
answer to the pumping, and would £ill a
barrel in ten minutes. It was not worked
more on aecount of a difficulty in getting
barrels to put the oil in. Mrs. Rickets
was offered at first one thousand dollars for
it, and then two thousand dollars, until at
lust a gentleman sceured the refusal at
g§5000.  Meanwhile the well, which is on
fire, can be seen at a great distance, the
flames rising 60 feet high, and the erack-
ling of it ean be distinetly heard a mile off.
At times it Lurns fiercer than usual, break
ing and roaring aud threatening to burst
the earth and engzulf all within its reach,
and forming a scene beautifully grand and
sublime. The ground around the well for
nearly 500 fect, in every direction, has
been thoroughly baked by the heat, aud at
a little distunee the trees are budding, and
some have actualiy put forth leaves. In
some ploees the grass has srown two inclics
high, foreibly reminding one of summer
on a emall scale.  The well is owned by
parties in Bochester, New Yok, and was
struck sone fonr weoks ago. It commen-
ced flowing oil and water, with a very
strong turee of gas, and so continued until
the lire.
