It is probable that
they will be awarded on the basis of
one truck to every 25 miles of roads
under construction. 45 of these trucks
have already been received, and will be
immediately distributed among the
counties whose present need for trucks
is greatest.

He also
deals extensively in second-han- d books.
His arrest followed a night's stay in the
"Home for the Poor," by a female op-

erative of the Raleigh vice bureau, who
afterward asserted that Smith tried to
kiss her, and told stories of various
other girls who had lodged there,
stressing the safety of the place as far
as the law was concerned.
