RAIL ROAD PROPERTY -
FOR PLAY GROUNDS

Norfolk Seuthern Agrees to Lease Penn-
sylvania Ave. Site to the
City .

Elizabeth City kiddies are going to
have a playground. The Norfolk South-
ern Railroad Co. hag agreed to lease the
unnsed part of their yards on Penns,:.'l-
vania avenue for the purpose. The Eliz-
abetli City Chamber. of Commerce will
undertake to secure.funds to equip the
grounds for play purposes and to com-
ply with the rail road company’'s terms.

The Norfolk Southern will not agree
to a long time lease on the property, but
it is generally understood that company
will have no use for the grounds for
several years to come and the contem-
plated arrangement releases them from
certain taxes and guarantees them cer-
tain improvements, making the arrange-
ment mutually profitable. The terms
upon which the city may use the proper-
ty for play ground purposes are defined
by Morris S. Hawkins, assistant to the
president of the road, in a letter to Sec-
retary L. D. Case of the Chamber of
Commerce this week. Here are the
terms:-

1. That the city will construct a
fence on the south side of this property
of such height and character of construc-
tion as will prevent those using this
property from going over into our rail-
road yard.

2, That the ecity will reimburse the
company for all taxes of whatsoever
kind paid on the property leased during
the term of the lease.

3. That such improvements as are
necessary to be made in the drainage at
the east end of this property will be]
made by the city at its expense.

4., That the company will not be re-
quested to participate in the expense of
the econstruction of the granolithic side-
walk along the front of this property,
which we understand it is your purpose
to comstruet in the event the property
is leased to the city for playground pur-
poses,

3, That«the term of lease will be one
year, and continue thereafter from month
to month until sixty (60) days notice is
given by either party to the other.

fi. With the present high cost of la-
bor and material the expense of taking
up and relaying the two tracks which
you suggested that we move will be much
greater than we originally estimated,
and as I understand from your commit-
tee that the funds you have available
for this arrangement are very limited,
it is probable that the cost will be more
than you will find it convenient to pro-
vide money for. I regret that the com-
pany cannot properly assume this ex-
pense. We suggest therefore, that in-
=stead of slifting these two tracks as
was originally proposed they remain as
they now are. and that you use the pro-
perty north of these two tracks after
allowing proper clearance between the
fenee to be erected and the track which
extends to the vicinity of Burgess street.
