How many are
there who have all along pressed patriotism aud
duty to God out of the way, tRat they might
gratify their lust for gain, f& position and
place? While thin is so both among high
and low, what cau we hope for?

Yet our exigencies, if nothingl?e, may cure
us. When God's go'oduet.3 fails to-le- ad men to
repentance, lie does not spare His clmstening
rod. These exigencies, when they become the
more stringent, may after all force us to fall
into the hands of God. Shall they lead us by
any possible means, dare we in the face of
God, iu the face of a gaping world now looking
ou with intense concern, in the face of posterity,
to throw ourselves into the arms of our unre-

lenting wieniy ? Can wo. hope for generosity
