WOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

"Mr. Craik {aid, he was eqaally furprifed and afto"

-ithed with his celleague at the decifion which had
jult taken place.

It was conceived by mentlemen
who oppofed this report, that it contained fome fe-
erct poilon—fome dangerous principles which did

-nat appear upon the face of 1tz they referred to

the {pecch of the Prefident and to the memorial of
the commiffipners, and charged the report with in-
tending to carry into effe&® the molt extenfive plan
there contemplated. For his own part, Mr. C.
faid, he was free vo cenfefs, he fhould have been
.ready to have fhewn the wifdom and policy of cita

blithin® a national univerfity. It had been faid
that the Prefident had taken the opportunity of
tecommending this meafiire, as it was the laft time
he would have to addrefs them «-This recommenda-
tien, Mr. C. faid, was anether proof, in his opi-
nion, of the wifdem of that man. But, added
he, neither the fpeech of the Prefident, ner the
memorial of the commiffioners after tfie report. He
thought the commiffioners {cemed to have-antici-
pated the objetions which would be made to a na-
tiondl univerfity. They had had the fame ideas
which he entertained of the eligibility _of fuch an
inftitution ; but, forefecing that the plan would be
objefted to, they relinquithed that idea, and requeft
only an incarporation for the purpofe of recciving
donations. They did net, he faid, call upon this
houfe to put their hand in the public treafury on
their account.” He thought the commiffioners were
entitled te fome credit for this forefight. They
called merely for an aé&, which no ather power
could grant them (as had beea fhewn by his col-
league Mr+ Sprigg) to enable them to receive what
might be given to them for this isfticution—to re-
fufe which was an a& of the higheft injurlics, fince
it was a requeft which they would bave had no dif-
ficulty in obtaining fromthe fate government,before
the ceflion of the territory of the United States.

| Troly lamentable, ke faid, would be the fituation

of the people of that diftri&, if they were 1o be
thus treated. :

Nothing could be more extraordinary, Mr. C,
faid, than the de@rine afferted by gentlemen who
oppofed this meafure, viz. that if the houfe en-
tered at all into the bufinefs, they would be oblig-
ed to go through with-it.  As well migh:“it be
faid, when Congrefs removes to that diftri&, if
they are applied to for a law te build a bridge, or
make a road, they will bind themfelves te go thro’
with the expence.  The two cafes, he faid, were
perfe&ly fimilar : and if the people who were fet-
tled there could not receive the privileges to which
other citizens were eatitled they might be looked
upon as outcafls of fociety.

The obje&ions of gentlemen, Mr. C. faid, did
not go.fo much againft the expediency of the mea-
{ure, and the conveniency of the people who afk
for the inllitution, as again@t the danger of legif
latiag at all in this bufinefs- He would again fay,
he was furprifed to hear the oppofition come fom
the quarter whence it did come 5 for he would fay,
there was a great want of public feminarics in that
country. Was there any man, he alked, who took
a view on the fouth fide of the Potomac, and con-
fidered the probable increafe of populatien ‘which
was likely to take place there, who would not fay
that fuch an inflitution was a defirable objed ?
Or that would fay that the period of that pepula-
tion eught to be waited for before fuch an inftitu-
tion was fet about ? It was his opinion that fuch
objeéls thould grow up with the growth of a fet-
tlemeat, and firengthen with its firength, Tho’
fuch a feminary could not be efablithed now. as
might be ellablifhed fifty years hence, fhould they
refule the power to perfons to receive donatiens
for the eveétion of fuch an one as they could find
refources to complete ?  If there were fliong claims
for this inverpofition, they kad nothing to do with
the funds which were to carry the fcleme into ef-
fe@. It was well knewn there was a fund in the
hands of the Prefident of the United States, which
he wifhed te have employed in fomething of this
kind, and he wondered gentlemen from that quar-
ter thould be eppoled te its having an opportunity
of being employed in this dilti18.

If gentlemen did wot wifh the growth and im-
provement of the diftri€t which they have taken
under their dire€tion, and would fay fo, he fhould
not be at a lofs to account for their condu@. If
they were determined to fhew the people of this
difiriét, that they were deaicd ‘common juftice,
every man would avoid this {pet, as enjoying fewer
privileges than any other.

He hoped, therefore; that when it was feen that
the report did not contain mere tham appearcd on
the face of #t, nor than would be granted to asy
other part of the union, that the eppofitios which
had been raifed againft it would be withdrawn, He
hoped the fubje& would be permitted, therefore, to
lie over for further confideration.

It was moved that the bufinels fhould lie cver
until the fecond Monday in January.

Mr. Sprigg wifhed the report te be re-commit-
ted.

Mr. Coit was againft a poftponement—The fub-
je€t, he faid, had-undergone confiderable: difcuffi.
on, and he doubted 'not the houfe was as ripe for
a decifion then as they would be hereafter. To
poitpene was to protraét the difpatch of bufinefs,
and confumed double and treble the timeithat wauld
otherwife be occupied on any fubje&.

Mr. Harper hoped the poftponement would take
place, becaufe’ it-would give geotlemen an oppor-
tunity of putting the bufine(s into fuch a form as
to be more acceptable to the houfe. gSipce the
principal objection made to the report was ?oundcd
on an apprehenfion that the houfe would be impli-
cated in future expenfe by agreeing te it, if fome
method of introducing the fuhjeét could be hit up.
on, which ‘could obyiate that obje¢tion, it was de-
firable it fhould be done. He therefore wifhed
gentlemen to have time to do this.

Mr Nicholas thought it unneceffary to poflpone
the bufine(s. The obje@ion in his mind did vot
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arife from any implied promife, but from the in-.

i

. {afan&ion te the proceeding ; and then confiftency
 of condu&, dignity of government, and other con-

ftant that houfe gavc the avthority aﬂ::f‘l for,' he
believed they fhould be confidered as having given

fiderations, would eblige them to fuppert the in-
ftitution. Any determination .now made to the
centrary, he ' faid, would avail nothing. If .lhc
bufinefs was entered upon at all, it would epd in a
natienal univerfity. - Y

Mr. Nicholas denied that he had any intention
of difregarding the withes of the people of that
diftri&, If an opinion of that fort went f?r(h,
the gentleman (Mr. Craik) muft attribute it to
himfelf. When he was up yefterday, he had faid,
that when'the people of that diftriét wanted a pub-
lic feminary, he would be ready to aford them eve-
ry aflitance.  Bat, faid he, your officers, and they
alone, are the proje€ters of this: bufinefs. Men
who went there to execute public bufinefs. Was
refufing their requeft, then, refufing the requeft of
the people of that diftri¢t ? He thought wot. He
thought ‘it had ‘beenwell, therefore, if thefe ex-
preffions had been fpared. He never either made
or felt them.

Mr, Nicholas afked with what view donrations
would be giveu to this inftitution ?—Weuld it be
for a feminary of learning for a diftrict of country
ten miles fquare 2 He belicved not 3 but that every
denation made to thisinftitution, would be mad; te
it ag a natienal univerfity. 1f geotlemen \'i:wcd'u
in auy other light, they were dcctiving'(he public.
He hoped, therefore, they fhould negative the pre-
{eat queftion, and difagree to the report of the fe-
le&® committee,

Mr. Breng faid, he was at a lofs to know how
gentlemen could raife the objedtions which they had
made to the report in queltion. He was fur? tlet:y
could not-arife from the report itfelf. This did
not recognifc the univerfity as a national uniYcrﬁty.
The matter appeared to him to be fimply this, that
feveral individoals in the federal city, who were
greatly interefted inits profperity, were of opinion,
than an inftitution of this kind would not only ad-
vance the interefts of the city, but bea mean of
diffeminating learning ; they had therefore prayed
an incorporatien for the purpofec. Why his col-
league fhould call this a national univerfity, and
that by a mere a& of incorperation, they fhould
pledge themfelves to fupport ir, was to hum afton-
thing and incomprehenfible, If any particular
body of men fhould apply for an a& of incorpora-
iion, by granting it, fhould they pledye themfelves
to carry their {cheme into effe@ ? The thing was
too unreafonable to be fuppofed.

Mr. B. faid, if he was of offinion that the in-
cotporating perfens to receive donations for this
univerfity would oblige them to fofter this eftablifh-
ment, he fhould be one of the firft to obje& to it.
He fhould objeé to it en conflitutional principles ;
beeaufe, whatever had been the pra&ice of that
houfe, he was of opinion, that impefing a revenue
for fuch a purpofe, would be unconftitutional, and
arrogating a right which they did not poffets.

Uader the afpe& which the fubje@ before them
bore, he trufted all objeétions to it would be with-
drawn. A Tree gevernment, he faid, had us
foundations in wifdom; and the legiflature of fuch
a government ought te encourage every inftitution
which tended to inform and enlighten the people—
2 contrary procedure were to Rtifle knowledge, and
introduce barbarifm.

Tlhe {peaker reminded the houfe. that the quel-
tion of poftponement was before them.

Mr. Swanwick was againft a poftponement, be-
caufe he thought the queltion could as well be de-
cided then as at a future day.  As the application
now ftood, the was ready to give it hia negative, be.
caufe he did not think it was proper tojallow any
charter to the commiffioners.  He fhould therefore
vote againflt ;the report. He fhould have with-
ed to have made fome further obfervations on the
fubje® ; bat in this ftage of the bufinefls, he was
doubtful whether they would be in ei1der, and there-
fore he fhould withhold them.

Mr. Giles was in favour of a poftpooement, not
that he wanted time to confider the fubje&—He
was ready to vote agaiofl it, but becaufe the adve-
cates of the meafute wifhed it. He himfelf wds
oppofed to all kinds of corporations ; but he did
think the prefent fubjedt had nutvb:’dn fully difeufled,
& withed more time to be allowed for geatlemen to
hring forward the queltion in any other way which
they might think would be more acceptable to the
houfe. \

Mr. Venable faid he was oppofed to a poftponement.
it had been repeatedly faid that there was nothing a-
larming or under cover in this report.—TFor his part,
he bielieved it to be conne®ed with a National Uni
verfity, and that it was introduced in this fhape be-
caufe it was apprehended it would not pafs if brought
into the Houfe without difguife.

Mr. V. wifhed the bufincfs not to be poftponed, be-
caufe the Maryland legiflature was then fhtifig, and
she commiffioners nightapply to it and get their bufi-
uefs done ; for whatever might have been faid to the
contrary, he believed they could as well incorporate
them, as foreigners to hold lands, a navigation compa-
nv, Columbian bank company, &c. andif they could
do this, he believed it would not be faid, that when the
federal government took peffeffion of that diftri@ that
corporation wouldnot be vahid. If a local feminary
was only intended, he thomght this the beft way of pio-
ceeding.

Mr. Craik believed the period for which the a®
-was pafled which had been mentioned, would expire
before the year 1800.

Mr.Murray faid, it weuld be no indulgence to the
friends of the prefent meafure to difpofe of the bufi-
nefs then, that they might apply to the Maryland Le-
giflature ; becaufe he believed that Legiflature was now
vifen. He hoped the Houfc would therefore agree to
2 poltpoaement,

The queftion for a poftponement was put and car-
ried 37 to 36.

Mr. W. Smith moved to eall up the refolution he
yefterdaylaid on the table refpeéting an allowance to
the {ufferers by the late fire at Savannah ; when, on
the fenfe of the houfe being taken whether 1t fhould be
taken into confideration or not, there appeared only 16
votes in faveur of it. :

Mr. W. Smith gave notice he fhould to morrow
again move to haveit taken into confideration.

The houfe weat into a committee of the whole en
the bill for relief of John Sears, which was agreed to
without amendment, taken up in the houfe; reid a-
fecond time, and ordered to be engrofied fora third
reading to-morraw. o

Mr. D. Fofter moved that the report of the Com-

mittee of claims on the petition of Willam Parfons be

committed to a Committee of the weolé. Agreed and
made the order for 1o monow. Adjourned,
Wednefday, Deecember 28,

Mr. W. Smith wifhed the houlc to refolve ifclf
into a committec of the whole en the refolution,
which: he had the other day laid upoa the table,
prepefing te afford fome relief to the {ufferers by
the late fire at Savannah. For his part, ke faid,
he could fee no reafonable ebjetion which could be
made te {6 benevolent a propofition.
in the houfe had got a plan of the ruins of the ci.
ty, it was indeed a moft diftrefsful fcene. . There
had never occurred fo calamitous an event of the
kiod ia the United States, or which had fo. ftrong
a claim wpon the general goverument for relicf. He
faid they had granted affifance to fhe fuﬂc.rcra' !’Y
fire at St. Domingo ; and furely if it were jultifia-
ble to grant relief to foreigners in diftrefs, it was
at leaft equally fo when the objeéts were our. own
citizens. . 1f gentlemen had objectiens lqthe mea-
fure he withed they would Rate them. The fun.
with which he fhould think of filling up the blank,
would not be fuch as to-materially affcét our finan-
ces. ;
Mr. Milledge faid, if the unfortunate had any
claim upen gevérnmeat for relief, noue cu‘uld .b“‘
greater than the citizens of Savannah. Few hou-
fes, he faid, were remaining of that city, and
thofe few were the leait valuable. Noi a public
building ; not a place of public woithip, or of
public juftice ; all was a wide wallc of vuia and
defolation, {fuch as fcarcely could be conecived, and
fuch as it were impoffible to deferibe.  He hoped
Tome._relief would be afforded to diftrels fo unexam.

led,

4 Mr. Cooper faid, it wasa very unplealant thing
to come forward te oppele a meafure of this fert
bat when they looked into diffcrent parts of thé
unien and faw the lofles which had been fuktained at
New-York, Charlefton, &c. it would appear only
reafonable, that if velief was afforded in, one cafe,
it ought to be extended to avether ; and if this re-
{elution were agreed te, he fheuld certainly  move
to have fome relief afforded to New-York. He
hoped,. however, the bufinefs would not be pro-
cceded with, If the principle were a good ene,
it would bear going through with ; but it weuld
te feen, this weuld, on the contrary, prove a dan

gerous-one. What they did to day, he {itd would
require repeating to monow. 1f they were to i ke
goed loffes by fire, there would be ne occalion for
Infurance Cempanies, ner any inducement ty baild
with brick in preference to wood. Hefclt as muck
as others for the diftrefles of the people of Savan-
nah, but was of opinion it was rot a piroper bufie
‘nefs for the interferenec of that houle.

Mr. W. Smith thought with the gentleman from
New-Yeork, that they ought to attend to the prin-
ciples upon which they aéted, and not doa thin
to-day which they ought not de to-morrow., He
trufted the houfe would wot beoften called upen to
relieve a calamity like the prefeat ; nor need they
be alarmed at the gentleman’s iatention of bringing
fciward New-York for relief! Charleftou, he faid,
had experienced great difkrels by fire, yer he had
not meved that houfe for any relief. - The quettion
was, whether this was not a peculiar-cate of dif-
trefs; and if fo, whether they had not the power
of affording relief? And as te this being brought
forward as a precedent, it was improbable, as he
hoped they fhouid net again foea hear of four.
fifths of a whele city being burnt to athes; butif
fuch an inflance fhould occur, he fhould vote for
affording the fufferers relief.: He thought the obe
jetions did not apply.

On the queftion being taken whether the houfe
would then refolve itfelf into a committee of the
whole on the {ubje&, thert appeaied 38 for it, and
39 againtt it,

A motion was then made to difcharge the com.
mittee of the whole from any farther confideration
of ‘the fubject. BT

Mr. W. Lyman hoped the bufinefs would net be
difpofed of without going into a committee of the
whole. Hethought more refpe@ ®vas due to the
feelings of the fufferers than to difpofe of the fub.
je& without difcuflion. He hoped the commitice
would not, therefore, be dilcharged. ;

Mr. Hartley trufted the committee woyld not
be difcharged. He believed the deltruétioa of Lif-
bon by an carthquake did not oecafion greater mif-
chiefs than the late fire had doae at Chailelton.

greater power than the general government to af-
ford relief to thefc fufferers, had given 15,000 dol-
lars, Indeed he thought it more the province of
the general government than of fate goversments,
to afford relief in fuch cafes. He referred to what
had been given to the fufferers at St. Domingo, aud
to the parliament of England having given l.1c0000
to.the people of Lifbon, after the earthquake there,
though conneéted with them ouly commercially.
M:. Kitchell was in favor of the committee of
the whole being difcharged, becaufe, if thie fubje@
lay over, the legiflatures would be at a lofs to know
whether any thing would be done by the general
goveroment, and would keep back their donations.
If it came within their power te relieve them, he
fhould with te do it,-hut not otherwife. At any
rate, he thought it had better be determined at

prefent whether any thing would be done in their
behalf or not. : t
