stance In all flnancial history which equals
the success of Mr. Ciask In his management
of the national finances during the long snd
difficult period that he has had charge of them.
From » sadly depressed condition Le
raised the public credit to so higha polat
that he waa enabled to borrow from our own
pecple, at a low rate of Intarest, the bulk of
the fands which have delrayed the expenses
of the most formidable and costly civil
conflict for the time it has lasted that the
world ever saw. Nor could success of this
kind, under Hke ciroumstances, have been
commanded, save by the lnplicit and abidiog
fuith which the people everywhere bad In the
exalted statesmanship and sterling Integrity
of Mr. LixcoLs"s minister of finauce.
