This Mustrstion, homely na it Ia, bt the most
ton description of the manner In
which search for & pirate should be conductad.
Wehave froquently heard surprise sxprossed
that numbers of our vessola could not eateh
a single pirate, which, oaly a faw hours befors,
had burned or acuttled several coastars, The
best chance whioch we recollect asever having
been afforded to our gunboats, was that when
some of them lying In Chesapoake) Bay
were apprised of the presence of n plrata by
& tug, which had cost off her tow Just out-
side of the Capes. Ordinarily, when a veasel
bas been captured, It bas not been untll the
Innding of the passengers from & small prize or
from n neutral vessel that anght has been
known of what had been trauspiring almost
within sight of our shores. The whole of the
time after the destruction of a eaptured vessol
may have beon devoled to escape. Dul the
tug hrought Information sbout the pleata's
presence, not only before the work of destruc-
tion was flnlahod, bal sctoally before It cor-
monced ; und aa the boat was a ateamer, the
news was carried quickly,

The interval, therofors, which elapsed be-
tween the time of the pirte’s appearance and
our knowledge of her presence was, in that
instance, vory much less than usual, Yot the
vessel was not caught; she was not even
sighted. Suppose that, after the destraction of
her prige, she Immedintely put to sea. By the
time that our vessols arrived off the Capes of
the Chesspeake, she was probubly topmust
down below the horizon. Astern of our ves-
pels there was a continent, yot thoy had wtill
one bundred and elghty dogrees within which
to choose a wator courss, One hundred and
eighty coursta for three or four vessels, or for
a dozen |
We are perfectly aware that we are putting
the case o rather an extreme way, and that
in practice there am generally a loss number
of courses within which to declde, bocause
cireumatances known by us generally reatrict
the cholee, For instance, we may know that
n vessel needs repalrs or coal, or that shoe Is
In search of a consort.

After a vessol han appoared on the comst
and committod depredations, she always dis-
appears forn time, The question, therefore,
should never be ns to what course sho took,
but as to her probable destination. She sub-
ordinates her course to her saferty. Fre-
quently she I8 reported to steor away on s

particular vourse, There Is only one con-
tingency where such & course would be pre-
served; and that ls, her commander's bollef
that the pursuer would fancy it to be & ruse.
We may rest assured that If, upon information
of & plrate's presence near tho cosst, our ships
proceed with the view of giving chase, that
the vessel will elude them. The resson Is
plain. Immediately aftor committing dopro-
dutions she makes hor best speed to sea, to
avold the consequences of unwonted vigilance
at the point of the coast where she made the
attack. For a correlative reason, her next
essay will be mnde in the place where she con-
celves that we will be least propared.
