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AIALL WE STOPF THE WAR AND
TREAT FOR PEACE?

The Demoerats talk very confidently of
electing General McCLunnaN President of
the Unlted States.  But, If our armiesshall go
on from this time untll November nest,
winning such glorious vietories as Fannacor
and SiwensM AN have lately nohleved, the hopes
of MoCLELLAN'S eloction will melt away Hke
the mists of the morning before the rlsing sun.
The only even plansible protext which the
Democratle lendors have vet urged, or can
pousibly urge, for a change of Administration
in the midst of the war is, that & difforent
policy from that heretofore pursued towards
the Rebellion would end It at once, or put it
down more effoctoally and speedily, And if
the peoplo could bo persuaded that by retiring
Mr. LinooLs, and piscing MoOLerrax or
somo other person In hls place, the war conld
bo honorably and satlsfctorily terminated
within s short time, It Is not improbable that
they would be likely to try the experiment.
But they would not consent to such a change
onless they had some reasonable assurance
that they would thereby improve the eou-
ditton of the country, and inoremss the chianees
of it early restoration to unity and pescs on
sceeptable terms.

But all such argumenta must fil to impress
the people now; because, In the presence of
such grand and deelslvo successes ns our brave
troops are galning over the Rebels, it would
be the sheorest madness Lo arrest thelr course
by offoring to suspend hostilitles and treat
with Mr. JerrErsox Davis and his con-
fedorates In tremson, for a pesce based on
compromise,

It Is quite manifest to the most inereda-
lous observer of nifnirs, that the operations of
FarnaouT at Moblle and SurrMAN at At-
innta bhave dealt the Rebollion such stunning
blows as have broken Ita strongth bayond
reparation, and that the same pationt and
obstinate perseverance which has crowned the
campaiga In Georgin with such brilliant suc-
ceas, must eventually, and perlips vory soon,
.t i the indomitable tenacity and masterly
strategy of GuaNT in his purpose Lo capture
the Rebel capital.

With such Insplriting prospocts before them,
why sliould the people of the North consent
to arrest the victorlous ecareer of our arms?
Are they likely, we would ask, at the very
moment whon the valor of our brave and doe-
voted soldiers Is accomplishing the most im-
portant resulia which have occurred sinee the
beginniug of the war, to abandon the army,
and seek a truce with treason and rebellion,
by a degrading supplieation for ecompromise
and concilistion? Are they so weak, so fool-
isb, 80 cowardly, as to negotinte with the
Rebels for pence, juse when the national armies
are conquering a peace after nearly four years
of struggle and suffering, and a feartul expen-
diture of treasure and blood P

We cannot and will not bellave that the
people of the North will nct ko unwisely and
improvidently, as well as pusillanimously.
Even If a desire to hasten peace, on tolerabloe
conditions, should, under any circumstanens,
be permitted to prevail, as a motive for
changing the Adminlstration of the Govern-
ment and placing nsw men in power at so
critical a junctanre as the present, would it not
be absurd to make achange now? The Re-
belllon is evidently on its last legs, The power
and resources of the insurgents are almost
entirely exhausted. Their best armies are
being whipped in thelr strongest positions,
‘Why, then, should we give up the contost, and
tamely sue for terms in the very hour of final
and complete triumph over the cnemy?
Such an act of folly and imboeility wonld
cover the natlon with everlusting disgrace.

And does not every man of ordinary sense
be he of one political party or another, see
that the shortest road toan honorable and

peace now, ls by fghting the
Rebels until they are foreed, by exhuustion, to
lay down their nrmns, rather than by giving
them time and opportunity for recovering
thelr shatterod strength? But this latter
policy s precisely what the Democratic party

They have declared, recently, at
Chicago, that hostilities muost comse, and n
convention of all the States be called to dis
cuss the question of pacification. Beslde the
fact that such a conveation of the States is
Jegally and otherwise lmpractivable, wo have
no assurance that the convention, it oner as-
sembled, would sgree on any such termy
of settlement ax  the Northera poople
counld possibly assent to.

r sehed gooner by pross cuting the war right
ou o the end, than by sedidanly stopplng hos-
dllitles, piving up all we have won io gearly
fonr years of stris, and grauting au armnistice
that may vesult Ju pothing but n bullding up
of the Rebellion for four wore yoars of disas-
trous cenflict ¥ Let the people thon, refloct
on the chales that is offored them. If those
who bave thus fr conducted the war nre not
disturbod, they will end 1t speedily by arma.
IF MoCrLenrAx is elocted, we shull have an
empty an@ protracted truce, followed by
several years more of strife and bloodshad.
