conclusion. The Adjutant-General'- s olllce is
Btill receiving applications, and, in accordance
with an order promulgated some time since, will
receive all tnat are dated prior to ttie 1st oi
January. The documents relating to the re
wards Lave been referred to the Bureau ot Mili
tary Justice, and are being examined by Colonel
Winthrop. It is expected that a report will be
made to the Secretary of War on the subject in
about to weeks, and that the matter will be
decided about tne 1st of February.

In the Supreme Court of the United States
Justice (JlUlord has delivered the opinion tn tne
case ol an anneal from the District Court ot Wis
consin, in which the Milwaukee and Cbicaeo
Railroad Company was the respondent. It
appears that certain mortgaged premises were
feverai times ottered for sale, out were not sold,
and that the applicant claimed possession on
the ground that lie was the highest bidder; but
the Supreme Court holds that biddings at auc
tion aie mere oilers, and tnat tnereisno bind'
lng obligation until the consent of both parties
is given. In other words, tncre must be a
mutual understanding to a definite agreement.
.As the auctioneer may refuse to strike off the
property to the highest bidder, so a bid may be
withdrawn before the hammer falls. The Court
eaid that lut-t1e-e had been done, and all parties

re satisfied but the appellant, and that the
decree of the District Court is affirmed, with

The United States Treasurer, Hon. F. E. Spin
ner, nas ieceiven a communication from a
National bank which has been heretofore desia
tated as a depositary of public monev. abkinar to
be permitted to make returns of average amount
ot its deposits witnout including the deposits ot
Pavruastcrs and other United States diebursiutr
oflicers. It Is represented that the deposits of
this character received oy tne bank within the
pant six months amount to over lour millions of
dollars, ana tne petitioner argues mat tnese
deposits are the property or the government.
and that, therefoie, the bank should not be
required to pay the duty of one quarter of one
per centum required by law. Each half year,
unon the averaee amount of other deposits that.
In becoming a United States depositary, the
bank save the Secretarv ot the treasury satis.
factory security, by the deposit of United States
bonds' and otherwise, for the g and
prompt payment ot the public money deposited
with it, aiid from this it is argued that the
deposits in question aro technically and legally
Government pronertv. and. hence, the duty
could not be enforced if the spirit and intention
ot the act be adhered to. General Spinner, in
answer to tae communication, refused to
authorize the bank to deduct the deposits named
from its return. IJ the average requires the
paymeut of duty as desired In the law. duty will

.not be required on deposits made by the United
States Treasurer, but on all othor deposit the
uuiy win do couectcu.

To obviate the difficulty now prevailing
in many localities in the transfer of lands with a
reasonable show ol title, the Genei al Land (Jllico
hns ordered Its agents throughout the Southern
States to carefully collect all vestiges and rem-
nants of the records of their otlice and torward
them to tho Commissioner at Washington, that
new plot and otb.fr archives pertaining to too
lands maybe supplied as far as possible. New
maps aro also beinir got up with all possible
despatch. It is well known that at the time of
our invas'on of the Soutn, many adventurers
attached to the army secured many valuable
papers and records relative to certain laree
estates, in the hope- ot owners oll'erlng heavy
rewards lor their restoration alter the close of
the war. It Is tho hone of the Commissioner of
Public Lands to be able to furnish so much of
the missing data as to prevent parties to tho
theft paining by tho documents they now witU-hol- d

in expectation of a bribe.
