Much of this abhorrenen of the ideéa of |
nepro testmony 1 believe to be the result of pre-
judice, 1 have gbserved the pecalimgities of the
race with eare, and I have seon some frermen
among them, and some in o state of servitude,
and trom & knowledge of whose charnater I would
crodiv their testimony ‘in & comt ol justios ns
readily us that of » white man of no higher
gride of intelligonee or capacity for close ober-
vation; but it 14 nevertheless true that the great
mass of the African race appears to have a
low estimate of the value of truth as an eloment
o! charpcter, a* o meuns ol advancing their n. |
tercets among theie fellows equally a8 among
the whites, 1t 12 certaln, 1 thiok, thet ne saffi-
clent allowance 8 made by those who object
moet strongly to the policy of conceding this
privilege to the black man, for the degradution
of bis conditlon while 14 4 stave of slavery, and
the absence, for the most part, of auy stimulant
or inducement to éxcie their ambition, to calti
vate the virttue of truth and regular habits, the
loundution of character. With the great mass
of them there hae been no fair feld ror the colli-
vation of trath and honesty, Aiter all the re-
Nection | ean give the subject, I believe thal
the conce:gion of this right to tastity in all cnses
w liere the black 1 an & conecrned, 18 yecossury
1o the Becnrity of h's own personal righus: and,
it Ia my opinfon, if he were allywed to testily in
wll cures, it wonld not be aptended with the io-
converience or disgdvantase ut is geoerally
apprehended, The weight that is givea to all
testimony Ly witnesses depends chielly ujon the
churncter of the witness, and the peaalies
against [-l-lillr‘\'. operating ﬂql:uliy upon the
black man and the white, woala soon produce «
perceptible reformation.

RETRONPECTIVE—THE DOCTRINE OF BQUALITY,

1 thiuk 1t lwportant at this pertlous jnuc :
{o point attention to the remarkable characier
ol the procecdings of the Repubbesn Convens
tion assembled at Chieago An 18680—their plat-
formy and what they enlied the Jecinration of
their privciplos and views. T think thot we may
discover that there were some men engaged in
the hundiwork of that piatform who had already
strongly conceived the idea ol the permanent
asrendancy whicn their party 'might attain to, if
they could only suceeed in appropriating to
ihemselyves the exclusive properte in the name
or title of ehampiong of the equal rights of man,
without distinetion of color,

re

From the solemn and formal manner in which
they aunounced themselves, their convention,
and its purposes, to the public, we may inter
that they looked upon themseives as commenc-
ing p new cra in the history of party trinmpha,
and of thelr oan pariy in particnlar. They do
not eay, in terme, that they mean to put forth a
declaration only second in importance to that
of 1776; they do not, 1 their preamble, quite
assume the pomp ot siyle nor the imposing
arrangement of subjects of our Fathers, when
they preluded their declaration in the following
langnage :—'*When, i the course of human
events, it becomes necessary for one people to
digsolve thy political Londs which have con-
nected them with another,” ete,, ete., *'a decent
respect to the opinions of mankind requires that
they should declare the causes which impel
them to  the separation 3" but they pro-
ceed, with quite sufficient solemnity .and
simple dignity, to resolve “ That we, the
delegated representatives of the Repablican
gleclors of the United States, lo convenhion
negemblod, in dircharge of the duty we owe
to our constituents and our couontry, nnite in
the following declarations:—1st, That the his-
tory of the nation during the last lour years has
tully established the propriety ana necessity of
the orgamzation and perpetuation of the Repub.
lican party, and the ésuses which ealled it into
existence are permanent in their mature, and
now, more than ever betore, demand its
pescelul and constitailonal trinmph. 2d. Taat
the maintenance of the principle promulgated
in the Declaration of Independence, and em-
bodied in the Federal Constitotion, ‘That all
men are created equal; that they are endowed
by their Creator with certan innlienabie rights;
that among these are life, Liberty, ana the pur-
suit of happiness; that to secure these mgos,
rovernments are instituted amoog men, derly-
i their just powers from the consent of the
goverped,! 18 essentinl to the wpreservation
of our republioan institntions,” The Repub-
licams st Chicago, in 1860, eelzed upon the
above pasgages in the Declaraton of Inde
pendence in 1776, and assumed it as con-
tuining an announcement, for the first tme, of
certnin practical truths of that day, the equality
of" human rights being the principal one ot them,
sud intended to be the basis or fundamental
idea ar prlm:‘:rlc of the new government they
meant to found, for the assertion and mainte-
nance of which the fathers of the Hevolution
had expozed their lives and their fortunes to the
hazards of war, and the declaration of this prin-
ciple was a justification of their conduet before
the civilized world in throwing off their alle-
gianee to the mother country and bringing on »
war of which the wisest could not foresee the
termination or consequences. It is admlitted
that this great principle was not carrled out in
the Revolution, nor adopted in the Constitutioh
of 1789, because, say the Republicans, it was
choked and smothered in the bud by the slave
interest; but during the whole period of the
Revolution there wias no disavewal of the senti-
ment contained 1o the Declaration of Independ-
ence, Thus, by the testimony of these latter-
day reformers, the first men ot the Revolution,
I masy say all the great men of that day,
with Washington and the Adamses at their
head, stand convieted of & deliberate fraud, a
hypoeritical falsehood in the declaration of the
principle which they announced as the cause
and justitication of the quarrel of the colonies
with Great Britain, appealing to the God of bat.
tle for the justice of their cause, and mvoking
His blessing upon it: for, 1 fact, thelequality of
human rights, by the law of nature, was neither
the cause, nor the violation of itthe justification
of the anarrel with Great Britain, But it may
be, and probably it was the fact,that the Fathers
of the Revolution gave no such interpretation to
the sentiment, or (he doctrine of the equal
rights of man by the law of nature, that their
wiser successors of this duy have given to it; not
supposing that it ever could become the dozma
of t school of politictans, Now, the truth isshat
the ides of the “equal rights of man,” the thewy
of the “equality of human vights" by the law ol
nuture—maore ke the crestion of fancy, or the
dream of the sentimentalist, that the axiom, or
aphorism of philosaphy, or practieal statesman
—waa aopounced by one of the Kings
of Franee, some twn or threg cen-
turles belore Jefferson’s time, 1° have
not the authority betore me, but the sayiog that
“gil wen were born equui." and have equal
cloims by the law of nature, though in the
humblest condition of life, upon the justice and
gympathies of thelr fellow-men, even in_the
highest rank of power and fortune—is found in
un old ordinance of the King, addressed to the
Prinoes and Lords paramount, whose rights of
property in their seris be had no right to inter-
fere with, or, if he had, was powerless to en-
force, appealing to them for some awmvlioration

cipatod all that were on bla own domain. It is
proper to sy that the serfs of France were whi &
men. snd that the clpimas of the negro to be con-
pidered equal in his rights to those of the whi‘e
race were not probably in the royal mind, he not
baviag heard ol the horrors of the middls ages
or the severitles of negro slavery in lthe West
Indies, there being no Afncan slavery then
on the ocontlnent of Ame:ica, Th
sertiment, therctore, could not bhave bern
intended to embiace the negro, sod It is highly
!Jroh-ble that, i1 i had occapied a place in his
houeghts, his unsophisticated mind would have
led him to the econclusion that the natural
equality of rights even of white men, i the
lowest condition of fite, and their cluims to the
justice; protection, and svmpathies of thelr fel-
low-men, in the highest classes of soclety, or in
the higher stnges of civilization, neither quali-

fied 1hem to become logislntors, rulors, or ofiicors
of Goyerament of any grade, or to select others
as thew delegutes, without other qualidcations |
than thore with which nature had endowed |
them. The concepfion, however, ot tho equal |
rights of all men, by the law ol Nature, was a
beatttiul one, and 1t struck the fancy ol Mr,
Jetlvrdon, whose mental organization, rich and
exuberant as It was in all the higher taculties of
the g, otten expored him to the deiudaons
of vioouary schemes and epecolative theories,
and be mpde the most ot this ideq in the embel-
hehment of the Peclaration of Independence,

Eut the thoveht which now rales our modern
enthusiasts, the radical Repubhicans, s, that
witt out any previous tralnlng or experionce o
puilio atlnirs, or any cultivation above what
the corn or rice<deld supples, the nogroes in
Coanth Caroline and Mississippl, or whrrever

It nuthorized 8 from Meadville to Erle,
and also from Meadville 1o one or more ol the
coal tielde of Meroer county. It further autho-
rized the Conipany to purchase the lateral Yran-
chisseiof the Fhishurg and Erle Road, excopt
the P ranch exterding northwest to Lock 24,

In 1668 tue name of the Meadville Rallroad
was changed, by act of Assembly, to the Atlantic
and Great Weitern Rallroad.
