Criminal  Court-Prompt  Justics
Administered,
Tue proceed.ngs in the Court of Oyerand
Terminer on Suturday last were of vary great
smportance, Three culprits were charged
with taking the lives of four of their fellow-
creatures, It is a rare circumstance in the
¢riminal annals of Philadelphia thatmore than
one homicide case Is disposed of in asingle
day. 'The principal offender on Saturday was
young female, whose life is a fearfal com-
mentary upcn the text that “the ways of the
transgressor are hard, Many Ripey, al the
tender age of thirteen, was debnuched by o
flend in human shape, and the mother
accepted money in payment for tae Llorrible
act. It 1s not to be wondered at that a
life so innusplelously begun should have
ended g8 fearfully as it bas. Born and
bred to degradation and disgrace, she has
only bettered the instruction which she
received from maternal lips. Her entire life,
bas been spent in brothels and groggeries
amid scenes of vice and infamy too shocking
{or recital. Her surroundings led ber to every
vicious practice. Unacquainted with any re-
. glous or moral coarse, she became the sport
of ill-fortune; an inebriate before she had ar-
rived at womanhood, and the assassin of her
destroyer before the bloom of youth had faded
from her cheek. Could one expect to
find an angel in such circumstances? She
woald baye been more than human had she rose
above her position. We do not feel disposed
go into the disgusting details of the trial,
It occapied severnl days before the Oriminal
Court, and desp'te the clearest proof of the
act of murder, a sympathetic jury con-
sidered the act as comparatively venial,
Murder in the second fegree was
certainly o very mild wvendict, consider-
ing the fearful churacter of the crime, Upon
a second Indictment the wretehad girl enterad
a plea of guilty, under advice of counsel. The
leniency exhibited by the jury in this case, ns
well as in those of Jonux Coxxenand Jerren-
SON SPANIER, who were sentenced at the same
time, is considered by many as reprahensible
in the highest degree.  Listrict Attorney
MAaNN,in the courss of hiis speech in the Ridey
case, referred to the inability ol the prosseatiig
officers to procure verdicls of convietion in
capital cages; and suggested the idea that 7
such things continued, the growing belisf that
trial by jury was sometlines a farce would
gain larger credence. It g unguestionably in
the power of juries to do much harin by making
vice and erime matters not punishable. Irever;

is to decide upon the fancts. ‘The public
prosecutor may be able and earnest in his
avtempts to bring evil-doers to punishment
and the court may desire to do its duty, but
they are both powerless, if' a too lenient jury-
box blocks the way by insufllcient verdicts
Qur ¢ity I8 overrun just now by hordes of
villains, who niehtly congregate at our most
prominent corners, and inlest the low grog-
geries in all parts of the eity. The local
columus of our daily papers are crowded with
the particulars of midnight brawls, and rob-
bertes. Men are aktacked every night in

public places, and manage to escape from the |

meghes of the law by adroitnese and skill,

Judge TroMrson, in commenting upon the |

actlon of the jury In the Ridey case, very

distinetly intimated his views in regard to It |

by Lis remark, somewhat ironicnl, we presume,
that the court would have sustained a verdiet
of murder in the first degree. Judges Timoae-
80N, ALLigoy, and Lunrow have discharged
their duty with firmness, making the punish-
ment 8s kevere as the statite permitteld. The
number of 1ears egiven to the thres criminals
foot up at semething like forty years in the
aggregate, and is sutficient to show that the
judges are determined to make examples of
some of the more prominent disturhers ol our
peace. It 15 to be hoped that when these un-
fortunate wrelches have sorved out their
term of confinement, they willl enter
soclety under Imoroved conditions. Bub
the action of recent juries in eriminal cases
has not tended to decrease the prevalence of
outrage and lawlessness, ‘This 1s a question
in which every citizen 18 deeply interested;
and it becomes every one, in view of his own
gafety, to urge that a more declded stand be
taken in the case of bold deflers of law and
order,

We are approaching that state of soclety
which prevailed in San Francisco some years
apo, when the citizens, unabie to trust the
Inw's delays, resolved thenselves into & Vigl-
lance Comuuttée, and adminlstered justice to
the rascals and vagabonds who had rendered
life and projerty totally insecure, We cer-
tainly hope that no such s ate of things will
gver oceur in our qulet and orderly cluy ; bat

canpot be expected that life and pro-
perty are to be jeopardized in order that worth-
ess reprobates should live in idlenass, or
worse,

Wo wish that extreme caution would be
oxercised in the selection of the jurymen in
our criminal courts, The very best men in
our community should be chosen, for the ques-
vons that come belors them lor investigation
are of greater importance than any that are
adjudicated In eivil courts, If fearless, in-
telligent, and substantial men were always
put in the jury-box, there would be more
wholesome examples made among the erimi-
onls and scoundrels with which our city and
the whole country abounda,

Reorganization of Onr Military Grados—

The Title of Genera's
T bill which has passed one of the branches
of our Natlonal Legislature, and ol whose
sanction by the other, as well as the Execu-
tive, there is sald to be little doubt, will cause
a radical and peeded reform in the present
system of military grades. The new bill
provides for the appolntment of general ofli-
cers, with an advancement in their titles—in
fmct, tor the moving up one step, in name, of
each of the berrera of military commissions.
1 he rank of General is created, whose ducios
will be similar to those beretofore performed
by the Lieutenant-tieneral, whie Major-Gan-
erals will be styled Lisutenants, and Brigadier,
Major-Generals, Dhe type after which this
new organization I8 moulded is that of
Prussla—a kingdom in which for three cen-
turies the whole talent of the people and
power of the King have been dirccted Lo the
perficting of military science. Situatad as
t+he has been, with Russla eager for her pro-
vinces on one side and France and Ausiria
on the other, she must either have Imitated
Poland and sank into the raunl ol an inferior,
or, like Baden, become a sixth-rate power, or
else cultivate arms as anational prolession,nnd
keep by scientific valor what could not be
retained by numerical foree. That she to-day
ranks lugh among the powers of the earth is
the best argument in favor ol the advantages
of her military system.

The present system of martial grades 15 an
amalgamation of the old continental, the
British, and the unique. Our Licutenant-
Genoral, a title, not an office, nominally com-
mands all the forces ol the eountry, bat in re-
ality has led in person a grand army, leav-
ing the others to be watched over by Major-
Generdls, A Major-General may command a
corps d'armee, & department, or a division;
while a Brigadier lealds either a division or a
brigade. ‘Tbe complexity resulting 'rom the
want of deflnite rank, and the clashing be-
tween officers In regard to the date ol their
commisgions, has led to serious nas.onal de-
feats, the first attuck on Fort F'sher having
been, beyond all doubt, eaused by theabsencs
of special provision in regard to who was
in reality vhe leader of the expedition.

Uuder the new bill, however, all such con-
| fusion is remedied. BEach officer will have
| & title, and the precedent of commission will ba
rendered  unnecessary by the  establish-
ment of additional ranks. The nesd of this
relcrm wasg fell while the war progressed.
Neorly cighteen months ago we suzgested o
chunge similar to the cne adopted; and a bill
wae introduced into Congress by Mr, OpELL,
of New York, to thic same eflect as the one
wenrged. But it was (ound to be Impossible to
recreanize our systew inthe face ol an enemy,
and the question was postponed until the pre-
sent time. Yhe following are the grades cs-
| tablished under the revised statute ;—
General—The commander de facto of al
| the armies of the United States, the same as
the President 17 ex afficia.

Lieutenant-General—"To command a corps
w'armee, or grand army,
| Major-General— 1o lead a division,
Brigadier-General— 'o control a brigade,
The grades here cstablished are exuctly

and were lound in thewr caseé to work much
more systematically than our own. Let ustake
all the good we can from the Southern Rebel-
| lon, as there is bat Lttle that ean be secared.
It s, however, us we have said, from Prossia
that the organization was originally taken,
| although almost all of the European powars
have to-day a system closely allied to that
| which Ameriea has, or rather is about to
| adopt.

| In that country the ranks stand:—Field
! Marshal, General, Lieutenant-General, Mujor-
General, corresponding to the same rank in
our own land, when the title of General is
substituted for that of Marshal,

Under the new gysiem, we will have the
whole mihtary force reduced to a state of
almost mechanical perfection. Each wheel
will revolve within its superior, and no kink
jar the harmony of ita operation. The bill
has received the bitter opposition of certain
journals, bacause they state that the creation
of the ravk of General will raise a military
man almost to a level with the chief clvil
Executive, and at some future time metives of
economy may induce the people to combine
the two inone, and thus tend to endanger
| popular liberty. We bave no such fear. Our
finances, thanks to the ability of our Secreta-
ries of the Treasury, will probably never be
reduced to such an exigency, that to save
$17.000 per year,n stop so at varlance with
eternal vigllance will be taken. Again, &
New York journal pronounces the bill de-
fective because it does not provide for the
appointment of General GRAXNT as General,

We can gee no good cause for such an in-
sertion in the IJ'JJ}' of the bill. The effect ol
| the movement I8 to provide a permanent
t renovation of the martial system, and with all
| due respect Lo the gallant captor of Richmond,
! we do not think that his hie will be pmlnnged
| w8 long as the time for which the bill is de-

signed to provide, That Lieutenant-General

GRANT werits the pos tion, and will receive

it, there can be uo doubt; but to insert it in

the bl that he should hold the rank of

Gieneral, wonld be misplaced. Let him be

appolated in the usual way, by & nomination

The effect of
the renovated system cannot but be most
ealutary, and all our country needa in the
future is an officer as able as GrAxT to il
the post ot General, to~day to be created.

The Business Opportunity of Philndelphia,
Ovn whole country has begun & new era.
The revolution is more radical than any one
living in it oan appreciate, Not only the
Constitution of the United States, but the
spirit of its Interpretation, lins been changed,
Of the parties that strugeled for powerin
1860, and even In 1860, there are few vestigas
left, and a new direction hn: been given to
the State. Caask is seated in the chair of
TAxEY; a national currency has banished
the notes of State banks; formerly the least
of military powers among leading nations,
America has now become the greatest. Tha
North has been born anew—nund as for the
South, the South has been slain, buried, and
Is now arlsing from its grave.

Evesy village feels this change; but the
great citiea are most affected by it; some, of
course, more than others, To the West new
life will be given by an amazing increase o
emigration in the next lew years. Chicago,
Detroit, and St. Louis,will profit by this ele-
ment, * But the seacoast cities will chiefly
galn by the renewal of commaercial intercourse
with the South. Philadelphia, New York,
Boston, and Baltimore are entered upon a
pew rivalry, fraught with eveal results. The
South is almost virgin territory; It ls as if
Japan < were freely opened to trade, and
Amerlca and Europe were competing for the
golden prize, The old commercial relations
of the two sections have been broken by the
war, and the Southern people must establish
others. Shut out by the blockade and the
war from all ordinary intercourse for four
years, they now wane everything. They lack
all the luxuries and many of the necessaries of
life. ‘They want things to eat, and things to
woar ; agricultural implemsnts for the planta-
tion, and tools lor the workshop. And though
now comparatively poor, they will rapidly
grow in wealth, and mwust be at once. and in
the future, large buyers from the North.

Such an opportumty is worth millions of
dollars to Philadelphin; worth more to her
than to nny other city; for this is the only
great port on the Northorn seaboard that
suflers from the absence of commercial
fucilities., New York needs no.such chanes,
for her commerce is established ; but ours can
only be revived by the energelic use of this
unsettled condition. If we negleet it, Phila-
delphia is destined to see the vast tides of
Southern trade drained into the harbors of
New York and Baltimore, while into our
magmificent port will eddy only the minor
streams, It we would encoursgs our manu-
factures, regain our lost cowmmerce, wo must
act at once, for competition with an established
trade will be almost useless, For thesfs
reasons, we consider the present movement (o
establish lines of steamshipa from this city
to the principal Soutnern poris the most
important business enterprise begun in Phiia-
delphia for years, ¢ive millions of dollars
wonld ebeaply buy the benefit. yet itis guaran-
teed that it ean he gécured for less than one,
Yet whatever they moy cost, we must fagoe
{heae sleam lines, wnless we tndend o give up
the whole Southern lrade to our rivaly, and
be content with what litlle they may levee,

Does Capital Invested in Mineral Eatere
vrises Pay ?
A LATE number of the Nation speaks dis-

paragingty of the value of the mineral re-
sources of Californin and our Western Terri-
tories, and argues against the probability of
their adding mater'ally to the national wealth.
It supports thls view by the consideration
“that the profits on the total amount of capi-
tal invested in mining are, to say the least, no
greaier than our capital invested in other
branctes of industry,” adduces the fact that
so few of the incorporated gold and silyer
mining companies *have ever paid a dividend
from actual earnimgs,” and expresses a doubt
“whether either a gold or silver dollar is now
added to the currency which does not cost
the nation two or three dollars.”

The same line of reasoning would go to
show that the railroads have added nothing
to the national wealth., Everybody knows
that the total amount of capltal invested ia
rallroad enterprises in this country has, as
yet, realized nothing like the profits of capital
invested in ordinary branches of iadustry,
but who doubts that the national wealth #as
heen vastly augmented thereby ? The ' same
remark might be made of many branches of
our manufictures yel in their infancy,

The truth is, that the whole business of
mining the precious metals In this country is
in its rudest and most experimental state, It
lacks capital, experience, and sclentific direc-
tion. Only a smull percentage of the pure
bullion is extracted from the varlous
ores, the richest parts being left]in the
“ tailings” and other reiuse of the rude and
imperfect machinery wherewith our mining is
prosecuted,

Moreover, In the case of our interior Tepri-
tories—Colorado, Nevada, Montana, New
Mexico, ete.—~there has been the almost latal
e¢mbarrassment of Immense distances from
civilized communities. Every stamp-mill,
steam engine and boiler, every plekaxe, spade
and crowbar, every pound of iron, and for the
first two years every pound of provisions, used
in Colorado has had to be hauled by ox-teams
from the Missourl river to the Rocky Moun-
taing—a distance of trom seven hundred to
nine hundred miles, So. too, in Nevada,
until within a very short period, i a piece of
iron gave way in & machine, it had to be sent
to California to be repaired. Californin her-
#elf 18 but just escaping from almost complete

dependence upon the Hast for her machinery -

aud manufactures,

It |s in the face of such difficultios as thess
that our mining enterprises in the far West
bave been established aad. proscouted. For-
tunately these difficulties are not Insur-
mountable. Every duy adds to the miner's
experience ; capital is acoumulating; sclence
Is discovering new and more perfect processes
for the reduction of the ores and the saving

,of the precious metals; agriculture is becom-

ing established in the mining regions; foun-
dries and machine shops are being erected in
toe chief mining towns; while, more {mport-
ant than all else, the Pacific Rallroad, that
grandest enterprise ol modern times, is ap-
proaching those distant regions both {rom the
East and the West, beth from the Missouri
River and the Pacific Ocean, and thus gra-
dually but surely removing the most serious
obstacle which has h therto stood in the way
of the rapld anil profitable development of the
wonderful mineral resources of these distant
and almost unknown portions of our wvast
country. I, in the past,in the face of such
difficulties and embarrassments, our gold and
gilver mining enterprises have been enabled
to do what they have done, what may we not
reasonably expect from them when the great
mass of these drawbacks shall no longer exist ?
Instead of belioving, as the Nalion scems to,
that these mines are not to add much to our
national wealth, we believe they are destined
to augment it to a degree hardly anticipated
even by the most sanguine. No parallols
drawn from mining enterprises in other coun-
tries, Spain, Mexico, and the like, are of any
rolevancy here. The conditions are totally
different. We have a different people, diffor-
ent laws and customs, anc our industries of
all kinds act under different auspices,

That our mining of the precious metals will
asgist in paying off the national debt we have
not the slightest doubt, although the Nation
has, Whatever adds to the pational wealth
increages the fund from which the national
debt must be paid, and this we belleve our
gold and silver mining is bound to do. It is
¢vident that cur mining operations are in
their merest infancy, and that their growth is
to be rapid and unprecedented, If they con-
iribute to the well-being of the country in no
other way, they certainly will do so by help-
ing to brivg about that diversity of industry
which is the indispensable coundition of na-
tional growth and wealth,

Taw STrEraess EXDORSEMENT 0F O'MA-
HONY —The letter fom JAMES STEPHENS,
C.E. L &, to Jouxs O'Manony, H C.F. B,
which we published on Saturday, seitles the
quarrel which has threatened to sever the
Brotherhood, by a dacision in favor of the
O'Manoxy.
