THE UNITED STATES VA, STEAMER “‘MOUAWK,"

Wasninaros, January 16.—The Snpreme Court
of the United States has decided the cpse of the
United States vs, The Steamer Mohawk. This
was 4 libel to procure a forliciture filed in the
Easteru District of Michigan, under the act of
Congress of December 31, 1792, which provides
that it any eerciticate of registry or record shall
be fraudulently or knowingly used for any ship
or vessel not then actuslly entitied to the henetlt
thereof, aceording to the true intent of this act,
such vessel shall be forfeited, ete.

The elaimants set up that thev were the sole
owners, and that they purchased subsequently
to the curolment, and without knowledge of the
fraud, if any was committed, for n valuable con-
sideration n good faith, under the act of 1852,
the Mohawk, which hitherto was a foreign
vessel, and obtained enrolment as an
American  veesel 3 bult  the Government
insists  that that aet did mnot remedy
the frandulent enrolment while she was
a forelgn ship, and that the act of 1852 should
be read as & part of all prior legislation on the
subject; that the first registry woe void from
fraud; and that, as the second reglstry was
based on the first, it also was void.

The Court below held that the penaities of the
not of 1792 did not -apply to vessels enrolled and
licensed under the act of 1852, apd dismissed the
libel, This Court ‘now affirmed that judgment,
Justice Miller dellvering the opinion of the
Cuurt,
