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Reciprocity—How the Questivn Stands.
From the Times.

In what pon“l‘“n (]0;3* the ||Ilcsl.iﬁu of reci-
procity stand 7 What is the policy demanded
by n due regard to the revenue, the capifal, and
the industry of the United Statea? What
answer ghall be given to the wandering diplo.
matists whom the provinces have sent to renew
# bargain for thelr advantage ?

Despite the chronie bitterness of our party
confhots, it 18 satistactory 1o know that upon
one vital point connected with this guestion
our leading public men, and our leading journals
of both parties, are in the main agreed. Unlon
and Democrat, all concede that the existing
one-sided arrungement ghall be brought to an
end. There may not be entire harmony touch-
ing the course pursued in bringing about Its
terniination, but epon the fact that its operation
waos partinl and unjust, and that i eontinuance
.tlmuﬁd not be permitted, there is litile or no
difference of opmion,

Tue provinclsl papers, we see, would fain per-
stinde themselves that the leeling against the
treaty 18 the prodnet of some fransient canse,
and Ig In part the result of lobby influence,
They will discover their mistake in due season.
For we anre persuaded that upon few subjects
oulside of the great constitational wssoes ralsed
by the Rebellion, has publie opinfon pronounced
i more emphntic verdict than upon this question
of so-called reciprocity, Here snd there may bo
found an mdividual directly or indirectly inte-
rested 1 some branch of provincial trade, who
demurs to the judgment and pleads for ita post.
ponement, it not its reversal. But the exceps
tions areso rare that they serve to indicate the
strength of the rule,

Lot us bmefly recapitulate. The treaty wos
originally nccepted by ths country quite us
much becwuse of whit it was supposad to imply ns
hecause of whut it actually expressed. Its spirit
was deemed more Imporiant thau its levter, It
wias held 1o foreshadow o steady growth of com-
mercinl meerconrse, and an ever-widening aren
ol commercial enterprise.  In these respects
our people have been provokingly disappointed.
The trade fostered by the wreaty  Ineited
Cannda to the adoption of projects designed to
deprive our carriers ol the traflic on which they
caleulated,  Pinnoolal difficulties thenee arising
were made a pretest lor a series ol taritl charges,
ench more inimicul to onr mandfacturing -
dustry than the onewhico preceded it

Tins was bad enough, but it wps only the be-
gloning of the end, The lmposition of higher
dutiea’ upon our exports was lolloxed by a
chunge in the mode of levying duties which
amounted to virtunl discrimination against oor
importers and in (avor of the British trader, The
sarne unjust prnciple was bronght into play
agninst onr lake ghipowners, in favor of English
and Canadian interets, Ao reality, then, Canadn
hersell abrogated the treaty years ngo; her poli-
ueigns ttampled on  its epirit and disre rarded
the principle which gave it lile; and therefore
for it continuarce to the present time her people
have been indebted to the generosity, the wmag-
nanimous forbearnne: of the United States.

Apurt from the principle involved, it has be-
come apparcnt that In slmost every sense, the
treaty, viewed from the Ameriean stand-pomnt,
has heen an unmitiented imilure, Under ﬂi in-
fluence, one of the best features of our trade
with Canada hug declined steadily, until it has
almost ceased to be worth mentioning;: and Epg-
lish trade thrives in its stead, We send little that
would not be sent, with or without a treaty; we
receive liltle that would not be received were
the treaty inoor out of existence; the cluel ditfer-
ence visible consisting in the fact, that whereas
our exports enter the provineisl market loaded
with heavy cnstoms duties, onr imports from the
provinoe come into competition with the pro-
duets of onur farmers and lnmbermen upon terms
peculiarly favorable to the foreign producer. In
other words, we cive a great deal for vothing.
Evan, the yearly aggregate of trade looks moch
inrger than v ls, beeniase Canada calculates our
exports in greenbacks, while our customs valun
tion haecold for its basls, Silted and tried, the
whole thing carrie: npon its face so much that
looks like humbug, that the wonder is how we
nave been induced 10 submit to it until now.

The first point to be noted is, then, that the
action ol Congress in reference to the treaty
ought to be and is irrevocable,. There should be
no misunderstanding bere. The action was
entered upon deliberstely, i full view of conse-
quences, and by that action we are prepared to
abude. The mockery ol reciprocity will termi-
pate on the 17th of March. all prayers trom
Canada to the contrary notwithstanding, The
iden of o temporary extension should he scouted
as unworthy ol notice, We have craved npe-
herenoe to the spirit of the contract through
tircsome vears; now we stund upon the letter ol
the notice,

The coursé hevcalter to be purauned by this
country will no doubt be governed by two con-
slderations, always important, but more lmport-
ant uow thun at nny lormer time, We are res
quired to protect our revenue, and incidentally
to protect our industry, We do not use the
term an 4 controversial sense, or in any relativn
to the abstract merit of protection or 1eee wrade
as o principle.  We mean eimply that inasmuch
s (e necessitios of the nation have given birth
to u system of taxution wuich permentes every-
where, and makes itsell telt alike on the farm,
in the forest, ana in the workshop, we are bound
to tuke care that the products of American labor
shall not be exposed o uprestealned competition
with foreign arvcles 1 no way tributary tw the
national treasury.  To thig extent, probably, tree
trader and protectionise coinolde.

The burdens borne by our own peo e must be
shared, in somwe degree and somne anner, by
auy other peop'e who woull come as sellers into
our market, So loog a5 the existing system ot
internal revenue shall last, 40 long we should
enard American labor, howsoever emnloved,
from nnegual competition with the products of
other countries.

Morcover, it will be the daty of Congress to
sei that the doetrine of eqoivalents 18 more fuirly
applied than in 1854, There must be o quid pro
quo for everything. And there must be n more
correct yvalustion ol some ol the things pre-
senton by Cronda under the goise ol considera-
tion, The unvigation of the Bt Luwrence, for

jtance, may properly be treated ss of only
Jiing value, partly on necount of natursl and,
thereiore, everlnsting causes, partly on account
afl that forelen dag wloeh tor the thme controle
the commerce of the river,

e bondine syvstem, too. is a levar in our
handg, no lopger to remain idle. It is & system
which, In its relulion to Canncla, vields nsbare 1y
nominal property, Our carriers have lost their
share of the traflic, the bulkof the goods passing
through this conntry to Canada, in bond, enter-
Ing w Portland, sod brneg oarriod over s lorelen
riatlway thence to Montreal, In truth, the bond-
Ing system, as at this moment used by Cinada,
ir o contrivence for iotroducing lnto the pro-
vinve goods which are afterwards smuggled incos
ihe Uonted State:, We furnish an [nstrument
whiol i8 used to our detvimont, The bonding
aystoemn And reciprocity should, therelone, stand
or fall together, so far ns either applies tothe
pelghboring province.

It 18 pot our business now to discouss in detsil
the termms ol our luture commercial relatlons
with the Britlsh Provinces, The general bearings
of the treaty, and the geneca' principles enter-
g wto the question, are all we have yet ven
tured to touch, Withont vssaying the (unotions
of prophecy, or atiempling to compete with the
wi-e men of the North o the matter of diplo-
macy, wa may suggest thut the time of vagoe
promises and plausible pledzes, und the inge
nious mognifving of small things loto great,
ends with the expiring treaty, Any further har-
galning must be accompanied with euarantees
at every step. This country has Jearnad how

Reconstruction ,
Frem the Trilune.,

The New York Times seea fit to sny that -

"I'nere are certain adYooates of negro sullfrage |

who profess to be willlng, imder certain cond):
tions, to see the Bouthern States restored Lo tholr
true position in the Umon, without requinng
them to asscent Lo a general enfranclisement of
the negro populstion. Thus, & oty journal,
published mainly in the interest of the blacks,
eaye:—'Oply render It coertain that an honest,
Industriohs, thrifty, inteliigent negro shall not
Ve progoribed merely because of his coler or
race, nnd wo will paree to ulmost anytning.! If
the journal from which we quote—apeakine, as
it is presumed to do, for n vory considorable
Radical party—Is gincere in proposing a com-
promise, there ought to be little difliculty in
coming 10 terms "

As we do not seem to have made ourselves
thoroughly understood by the Times, we will
restate our essential position with the utmost pos-
gible Iuoldity., They nre as follows:—

I, We rogard it as of the highest and most im-
minent consequence that all politienl and aivil
distinctions, privilezes, disabilities, or ditfer-
ences, based on oaste or color; should be forever
abolished, Never Intrinsionlly just, they have
hf' the overthrow of slavery, been rondered
gluriogly ympertinent and absurd, While slavery
existed they pad a certaln excuse, it no reason,
in the fears ol tne slavebolding ¢lass; now they
are obgolete in reason and as moch behind the
nge ns the Spanjeh Inguisition would be in Ohio
or Wigcon=in, To our apprehension, this lszne
towers nhove ull others in imporiance: so that,
while we are devoted to the protection and
diversification of our patiensl industry, we wonld
gladly postpoue thas or any other political end,
to the complete enfrancbisement of the hitherto
degraded and dowatrodden four millions of our
COUnITymen.

I1. While we require und strive for impartial
suffrage, we do not ask nor desire that evoerv
min shall be 4 voter, for we do not think every
wn ought to be. We hold that no man who
chooses to live by theft, or swindliog, or beggary,
or by pandering w vice—nohamtual drunkard—
no idiot—no lunalle—no protessional gambler—
hus any mors) righr to be o voter, And, while
we propose no ednoational test, we are periectly
content to see such a test presented and adopted,
even though it should for years preclude the en-
iranchiscment of a large mujority of the blacks,
So long as no harder tese are applied to or re-
quired of baem thean o!f whites, and no obstucle
mterposed to their acquiring the knowledge de-
manded, we walve ui inquiry, snd agree 1n ad-
vance to whatever eriterfon of fitness 1o vote
“vonservatives” may see fit 1o propose,

111, We propose mo ** compromise”—in tact,
wo propose nothing, What we are most intent
on is such a recoguition by the Southern whites
of the humanity and actuul rights of the blacks
as will preclude the necessity ol any compro-
mise, any higglng, any contention. We should
evon prefer o partial messure ol justice ireely
accorded by the Southern whiws to n complto
one imposed on them by the power of the trinm-
plhant Unjon. OfF all the mad blindness now

provoking sadness, the blindness which com

pels the biacks 1o look northwanl for eham-
pronk of their rights s most lamentable, The
South would be this day richer by billions ol
dotlars ii her whites acd blagks were thoroughly
reconclled and cured of all reciprooal distrust,
We do wish the ablest and wisest ol the two
races would forthwith meet, conter, aud agree
on & basis of future concord and mutusl good-
will— we stipulating beforchand to give our
hearty assent thereto, and to consider their
accord the end of controversy on the subject,
And we hope Congress may hold (he mat:er of
reconstruction in abeyance until it can be seen
whether the mamifest and rapid increase and
dittusion of goodwill between whites and blacks
ut the South may not seasonably result in some
;ﬂuh understaudioz and reconciliation between

e,

IV. Asto what Congress should or should not
do with Jgegard to negro sutfvpge, it depends so
clearly on the temper and action ol the Southern
whites, that whatever micht be wisely sald of It
to-day may have Yecome obsolete and vifit two
werks hevee, 11 those whites shall see it to
cherish a digloval, inimical. rebellious spirit,
and shall he moved thereby to annoy and perae-
cute Unionists, white or black—as in some lo-
calitics they potoriously have done—then we
should fudge that they ure not yet (it to be ‘‘re-
constructed” at all. [ they are bent on evading
and wullitying the antislavery Contitutional
Amendment, tﬁcu Congress ought to take ellee-
tive measures to defeat that purpose and secure
the treedmen aeainst all torms and degroes of
eppregsion.  But if, on the conbrary, the South-
ern whites inclhve gencrally to deal fairly by the
Southern blucks, then we would have Congress
touch the matter very lightly—as hghtly as pos-
gible.  We have faith that the Jolat Committee
will fairly, senrchiogly investigate and report
the essential taers, for the guidance ol Congrass
and the infoimation of the country.

—Such, brily stated, are our views of rocon-
struclion, whether the fimes deems them *'sin-
vere” or otherwise, We trust they, at anv rate,
are not hard to be understood—at least not by
those who wish to com prehend them.

On that platform they won the great fight; but
in the hour of victory they wire compelled to
nbandon ceftaln of ntmaa prineiples, This was
to socure 8 harmony between the States that
was deemed worthy the sacrifide, The pressure
of materinl interesis was too great, apd (he
founders ol the republic, in framing the Uonsti-
tution, agrecd that the original platform was
impractienble o a certam extent. Bo the Con-
elifution secured less than the Declaration had
clalmed; bue it secured a great deal, Our
forefathers compromised on slavery as it wose
left with the more readiness booauss, fercoly as
the waterial interests held to i, it was then
belleved by men of the best judement that it
was a doomed institution—that it was dying out.
It did die oui to s ereat degree, and just as it
secmied ol ite last gusp the growth of cotton
nnd the lnvention of the cotton.gin guveita
new life,

But there waz a great spirit st work in the
wolld “all the tlme. We had in the old stroegle
lighted up men's minds by our example, and
started the great battle for freedom in Burope,
We set France o motion, and France, carrying
our own Ideas further than we had done,
shamed us by sbowing the point at which we
bad stopped short, So slavery was forced 10 a
detined rontier, at which it ¢nose to fight us,
We fought it, nod It went down forever. The
white Ruropean emigrant, consing to be n slave,
had been placed by the Constitution in"the hands
of Congress, Congress was empowared to settle
his pnarl ion by a paturalization law. 1t is now
empowered (o do the same with the negro, All
distinctions between the two races were based
on the fuct that the negro was in slavery, Shi
very is wiped out, nnd all those disgnetions go
with it. The Iate siave is now an agricultural
luborer, a iarmer, & mechanie, new to southern
Inwe, juet coming under their influence ns the
emigrant from suvother land does; and it lies
wilhh Congress to settle hisposition by a natural-
zation law, which is » suffeace law.

Congress, which toe radieals control, thng has
the power to do just what they prétend is neces-
sury—jugt what they declure they are delaying
reconstruction to secure, Why, then, do they
not pass the law they want? Hecaase all this
fuss over the negro is a pretense  Bocause whit
they really want is anarchy. Because Stanton
and Stevens, the choren leaders, like a Danlon
and Marat, fear tranguillity and pesee,and hope
fur dominion in & strife of extermination agunst
the South., Hence thelr Commitiee on Re-
construction—whleh 1= only another Commtres
on Public Bufeby—another Jucobin e'ub—to give
direction to all the violent and unscropulotis
clements—to moke the proscriptions, The Presi-
dent, in virtue ot the nearly dictatorial powars
with which the war power clothes the Kxeen-
vive, hegan the restoration of the States in the
proper way., His Provisional Governors, and
the ealling into being the dormant politieal
vitality of the peopls Ly conventioas, were all
right.

Genernl Jackson’s Earlier and Later
Opinions. s
From the Worid,

The Tribine evades our arguments, and makes
u suprriluous addition to the inpumerable illus-
trations it has glven of its characteristic want
of precision, Wo dealt with the Coleman letter
ng an argument, remarking ipeidentally thut it
could bave no weight ns aufiiority. since General
Jackson subsequently changéd his opimon. It
is evident, however, that the Tribune attaches
importance to it chiefly as auwfhority tor the
letter merely repeats the stock arguments of the
proteciionists, long ago’ trite. The fact that
General Juckson came, in n few vears alter
words, to perceive their 1allacy, makes it absurd
toomvoke s name as lending any support to
the protectionist cavae, We ealled the views ex-
pressed by General Jackson in the Coleman
letter (8 he himsell afterwards considered them)
crude and Immature.

To this the Zrilame replies that they must have
been the mature views of his ripest jndgment,
ginee General Jackson was, at that time, Divy-
seven years ol mge! As il the maturily ol a
mun's judgment on any given guestion depended
on his age at the time of forming i, and pot on
the completeness ot his investigation. What
would be thought of s writer who should quote
iram Sir Robert Peel's speeches in favor ol the
Corn Laws, made in Parliament at the age ot
titty-seven, us evidence of Pecl’s mature oplnions
on that subjeet, 1w the tace of the fact that the
Corn Laws were nfterwards repealed under his
premicrship and by his elfortsa? The Tribune
might, with a8 much sense, quote from Washing-
ton's leiter to a British officer in 1774, to prove
that Washington (then lorty.four, and in the
maturity of his Meulties) onght to be runked by
posterity a8 an opponcent of American inde
pendence.

'the Tribune, as it it had a glimmering con-
sviongness of the absurdity of 1his argument,
supperts it by o statement still more romarsabie,
We quote:—

To which we answer ;—General Jackson was over
il y-seven yeurs oid when ho wrote thus loher. He
Lind been g prsoner of war more than forty years
betoro, and had entetod Congress noarly tharty
yenrs betoro. Napoleon Bonaparte, boro iwo yonrs
after bim, bad run Lis memorsble carecr and died
thrie years before. 1f General Jocksoi's opioions
on the tanft question were “ervde' whon he was
tifty-soven years old, it ia most unlikely that they
ever became “muinre.” Andn faet, thongh party
exipencies gomewhat mocified s attirpde in after
years, there 12 no evidemce, aud no probabihity,
:hnl he ever rencunced the opinions set forth 1o s
elter,

Supporing the coditor of the Trilbune to be
unther misintormed than jnsincere (which is the
more churitable view), he figures belore the
country as one of the hardiest blunderers that
ever hazarded ransom assertion: in print. The
two things onwhich he valugs himsell are poli-
tleal economy snd American Listory: buv though
he nas a jumble of Idews on both, he seldom puts
lis pen to paper without proving thi he las no
cxnct knowledge of elther, The waut ol early
disclpline or an incorrigiblelooseness ol thought
renders bim ineapable of prevision. In the
presidential election ol 1828, the greap i#sie wae
the taritls John Quincy Admine, supported by
Herry Clay, being the tardl, nnd Andre ¥ Jacks
sop, the anti-protectionlsis’ cundidate, In 1882,
the tatifl and the bunk were the two leading
issues: Heury Clay belng the candidute of the
bauk-tarifi party, and Jackson of the apposite.

quil appeal to the judgment of the people

dent lopsdation, meke our Government what |t
ourht to be, we can at least take n stand against all
new granta of monopolies aud exelusive privileges,
mpgn mel any prosiltution of our Governient to the
advancemwent of the tew at the exponse of the manvy,
and in favor of compromiso and gradual reform in
our code of aws and system o1 politica! economy,

Ko rendor of this extract will dissont trom the
Justice of the remarks which follow itin Mr,
Webster's specoh,. He asaid: “The plain mean-
ing of all thiz is, that our protecting laws ure
founded In an absndonment of the legitimate
oblects of government; thac this 1 the great
souree ol onr difficulties; that it is time to stop
in our career, o reslew the principles of these
laws, and, ne soan a8 we onn, make our Govern-
ment wha! it ought to be.  No one can question,
Mr. President, that these parngraphs from the
luet official publication of thejPresident show
that, in his opinion, the tanfl, as & system de-
signed for protection, is not onty impolitie, but
unconstitutional also. They are goite incapnble
ol any other version or interprotation. They
defy all explanation and all glosses,”

Now let the reader estimate the indeseribable
ignorance (or, il he chooses to 1ake the other
hypothesis, efirontery) of u political controver-
sinlist, who, when lard pushed by an opponent,
cvades the body ol that opponent’s ressoning
and iestens on its skirts, with soch a reanlt as
this, Considering that we were challenged, over
and over seain, with an air of incolent bravado,
to meet him on this lennl, we supposed, when
we at lisl acoepted, that Le would, af least, show
riore skill in flying! Why need he have taken
refuge in fuch o position s that o which he
has exposed himsell to this pitiless riddiing ?
When he makes another equally skilful retreat,
“‘may we be there ta see!"
