Whilst Napoleon was sssuring the diplo-
matic corps which presented the nnnual address
at the Tullerics that all was going on well, and
that tranqujllity reigoed supreme, General Prim,
Conde de Renes, was at the head of two regi
ments of husears at Ocana and Aranjuez, ralsing
the standard of rebellion egainst her most Ca”
tholic Majesty, Queen Isabells 11, and her minis-
ter, Marshal O'Donnell, Yon are aware alroady
of what had been going on for some time in the
Pevintula. We will look at fncts through two
glassee. Tha firal shall be the ofMolal glnases
and the second those of truth, Let us begin
with the official glasses,

AN OFFICLAL VIEW.

Through these everything looks beautiful and
serene,  Prim {8 being abundoned by his follow-
erg, ho 18 suffering from a livér complaint of long
stunding, and trying to elude the troops of the
Que=n, a1 the Clerioals and Progremsistas, in
whose nae he has ralsed the standard of rebal-
lion, have leit him in the lurch. Those who
have been foolhardy eneugh to espouse his
cause have fled in sudden panic and crossed the
Portuguese frontier, It will not cscape your
notice that the Cabinet of Madrid, which affocts
the most perfect tranguillity, 19 datly putting
one provinee alter avother in e state of sicge,
and placing persons nnder arrest; in fact, acting
with all the violence of a Government atl its
last gasp.

Even Madrid, which the Fronch Monilewr de
clared devoted 1o tbe Queen, i In & state of
slege, All these facts considerably dimimsh our
confidence m O'Donoell’s despatches, 1t will
be remembered Lhat in 1854, at the time of the
milltary insurroction whieh placed (0'Donnell at
the hoad of the mnistry, she news from Madrid
was equally favorable to the then existing
iovernment; on the 7th of July telegrams were
forwarded Lo ug which stated that the insurgents
(1. e,, O'Donnell) were halting nowhere, and were
trying to gain thoe Portugnese (ronticr by way ol
Estramadura, snd that they were being hotly
pursued by the Royal troops. On the 20th ol
July Madrid made a pronunciamento in favor of
O'Donnell. Tae same farce i8 bong played all
over again in 1866, and let us look wt things

T ULASSEE OF TRUTH,

The scene now changes, according to private
accounts of the autheaticity of which there
cannot be the slightest doubt,  Barcelona,
Valeneins, Carragona, and twenty other towns of
cqual importance are in & state of open reyolt.
Prim has completely beaten General Labala, who
hng been sent In pursait of him: the whole Army
i8 more or less disaffected, for not o day passes
by without whole regiments going over to the
enemy,. Madrid, it is expected, jwill soon rise,
but assuredly not in favor of O'Donnell, I have
not the shghtest doubt (and it is also the opinion
of those arriving rrom Spain) but that Prim hos
every chance of success,

What is more alarming for Bpain is that Prim,
who 15 known to be very ambitious, Is suspected
(though asppearances would lend one to believe
that his only object is to displace O'Donnell) of
wishing to depose the Bonrbons, and form an
Iberian Union wod coostitutional monarchy in
conjunction wita the House of Bragunza, and the
present King of Portugal to be King, For it is
evident that BEurope is being tired of constant
revolutions and wishes lor peace, the inevitable
consequence ol the so-called principles of nation-
alities, 'This unitwry movement seems to be a
nuecessary stage road which is to lead us to the
the goanl so much desired, unioersal fraternily.
I think the world is ready to make any sacri
fice that we may aftain so grand a result,
The movement i Bpain is, T think, very simi
lar to that which bogan in Italy a few years ago
(minus the Pope, of course), and I should not be
surprised if France required some compengition
of the new kingdowmw of Iberia whken once consti-
tuted. In fact, the Progressistas’ movement would
be unnceepiable were it2 aim not to be the union
of Portugal with Spailn. The internal policy of
Spain Is execiable, and its external policy 15 that
of the pirate without energy, However, ag il s,
the Spanish enjoy more liberty of the subject than
in France, Liberty of conscience alone is lor-
bidden by & Queen eaten up by superstition, and
under the domination of a bigot like Hermana
Patrocinlo; but were a more liberal Government
estabashed, this lust vestige of the Inguisition
wonld soon disappesar. The abslention of the
Progressistas In the late election is & proof that
sumielhing has been brewiog, and that they huve
been walting for the word of commaund from
Prim,

posed to such a contlict? It would be its death-
blow without fall. The year 1868 has something
fatalistic about it. Some hope in I, some
fear it, it is indifferent to none; were it not for
the exhibition of 1867, I think that the electo-
ral agitation would commence next year. The
conviction is that the Government will nol
await 1860, but that it will give us another edi-
tion of the Coup d'Klat of 1852, 1 esnnot say
that I share the gencral opinion, for the req-
son that a similar sttempt, with impunity,
would be impossible within a space of eighteen
years' time, It also must be taken into consldera-
tion that the Prince Imperial wall st that time
be only fourteen years of age, and it is not by
registance that his father can expect to win the
hearts of the people for hix son, Napoleon Iil
I8 now trylne to sneak ont of the albance with
Herr von Bismarck and Vietor Emmanuel, and Is
trying 10 be sweet with the House of Hapsburg
and other conservatiye powers ol Europe.

THE SOLE THOUGH® OF NAPOLEON III, J
at present, is to gel out of the Mexican scrape
with as good grace & possible, in order to steer
olear of the United States, The Emperor wished
to retard the opening of the Chambers, in hopes
that Marshal Bazaine might be able to send us
news of some great victory over Juaresz, which
would have enabled the French to retire from
Mexico with the honors of war. This idea has
bkeen abandoued, ns we hear nothing of the im-
yortant viclory, Napoleon III 18 now trylng to
calm the public spirit.  Here s another proof of
it,
the 16th of September, the French troope will
shortly quit Rome, leaving the Holy Father
to the cure and protection of his loving subjects,

FURY OF TRE CLERGY.

General Prim.

Genoral Prim, Lieutenant-General in the Span-
ish army, and Count of Reus by the creation of
Queen Christing, was born in 1811, and educated
to the profession of the army. In the war of
the snceession he took the side of Queen [aa-
bella, and siterward of the Queen-mother Chris-
tina, Aiter the flight ol the labier he allied
himesell with the libersl party. In 1842 a suspi-
cion {ell upon him of complicity in the revolt of
Buragoesn, and he was compelied to seck safety
by tflight inte France, whence, however, he the
nxt year returned to take his seat in the Cortes,
to which he had been chosen, On the return of
the Queen-mother he reaped the reward ol his
fidelity by recelving at ner hande bis title of
nobility, und the honorary appointment of Gov-
ernor of Madrid, He was sent at the head of nn
expitionary force to suppress an outbreak in Cata-
lonia; but again camo under the suspicion of the
Government, and u second time was compelled
10 seek ealety by flighv. When the Crimean war
broke out he entered the Curkish serviee and
waon distinctiou by his conduet of affaire In Bilis-
trin,  He was appointed in 1561 o command the
Hp?lir-h contingent ol the joree sent to Mexico
by tho triple allinnoe; but on discovering the
ulterior designs of the French Emperor, with-
drew with his command irom the expedition,
He retwrned to Spain by way of the United
Btates, and made w visit to the Army of the
Potomac, then on the banks of the Chicka-
hominy. 1t will be remembered that in n letter
wrilten at that time, and subsequently in a me-
moir on the American army, of which s transia-
tion waa'published m New York, he oxpressed
greut admiration of the military abibties of
General MeClellan and of the fortitude and en-
durance of the army, .

THE SCENE OF OPERATIONS,

General Prim's friends aver that the dwstriet
Prim now occupies is a battle-field of his own
choice, It is near Villarubia de 1os Ojos that the
rebel general possesses that country-house nnd
those vast hunting-grounds which were
tavorite haunt and delight for many months in
the year, There s not a span of earth throngn-
out that wild and lonely Mancha that is not s
familiar to him as the play-ground of his boy-
hood. 'There is not one or the hinda and boors
ol that dreary region that is not as devoted to
him as a foster brother, If he choose to play
hide and seek with his enemies, or o oarry on
8 harassing guerilla warfare sgainst them, that
is the very spot and thoge thc“f.lumenu that will
enable him to hold on formonths, South of the
Toledo mountains o climate reigns that knows
no winter, and the land which, with the favor of
the inhabitauts, would supply stores just sulli-
clent for him, would starve any other troops.

The 0'Donnell Revolt of 1854,
BRRIOUS BEMINISCENCES,
Parig (Jan, 10) Correspondence of London Times,

The Spanish Embasgsy here are calculated to
puzzle rather than to enlighen. PFor three or
tour days Piim has been in full retrest. The
first duy he went to Aranjuez, not far from Ma-
drid; irom Aranjuez to Guenca, due east,
townrds the point where the boundanes of Lower
Arngon and Valencia meet, and which must be
about seventy-cight miles (rom his starting
point, The second day, still according to the
ofticial despatch, he started back at an seuate
ungle 1o the southwest, anl reached Cludad
Real in hot haste towards the Sierra Morena;
that i, over eighty miles from Aranjuez; and
the third duay, retreating still more hurriedly, he
ix founi at & considerable distance on his way to
the Portuguese frontier. 1t muy be so, but it far
exceeds in rapldity the celebrated march of
Xenophon, who knew somelhln%:lbout retreats,

As I have already observed, Prim may be a
fugitive abandoned by bis men, as the official
despatches announce, bul 1 have a vivid recol-
lection ot the revolt in 16564, headed by 0'Don-
nell, who, like Prim, began with cavafry; and
the coincidence ol the wocounts given of the
movements of the \wo is wondertully similar,
In announcing O'Donnell’s revolt the offieial
despatch from Madrid stated that General Dolee
O'Donpell’s Erlncl associate, was degndml
from his rank snd honors; that martial law wus
proclaimed in Maedrid, and s military commis
gion, superseding the cavil suthorities, appointod;
that a column ot troope had sallied out to crush
the rovels, who were posted at Alcals de Her-
rares, noar the capltal: that the troops were
enthusiustic tor the Government (ol Sartorius),
and that his success was certain,

_ Onthe 3d ot July we heard from Madrld that the
insurrection had utterly failod; that it was ex-
clusively military, and f the population trok
no purt w hataver inat, The same day the tele-
graph stated that un encounter had taken place

etween ('Donnell’s baeds and the troops; that
the loss of the former was very great; the garri-
50D was fnithful; Madrid wed profoundly tran-
quil; the defested rebels were returniong to thoir
allegiunee; the pews from the provinees most
gatisiactory, and Lthe remoant of the rebels were
escapiug townrds Toledo,

The day following we were Informed thar the
troops aud rebels were fin front of esch other a
few miles outside of Madrid; that the fight had
not yet commoenced, but that the sucoees of the
1roops Wik beyond donbt,

The next duy we heard that the Queen had re-
viewed the troops in the Prado, and was received
with unbounded enthusissm by the army and
the people: that by voyal deoree Generals U'Done
nell, Ros ge Elang, snd Marino were degraded
from their oflices, tilles, snd decorations: that
the troops hud agaln attacked the robels with ad-
vantaee; thut the lager wore (n full retrest; thut
the digloyal officers und men had returned to
thetr allegiance; Mudrid was protoundly trauquil,
und the test of the insurg.nts ware secking re-
luge in the mountsius of Toledo, The French
Monitewr confirmed the intelligence, and ob-
sorved thur If O'Donnell’s objeet lhad been to
draw the troops trom the capital witt o view to
the vlging of tho population, it Lad railed, tor tae
populstion continued profoundly trunquil,

Un the 6ih of July it was sonmounced from
Mudrid that the Robels were at Aranjues, u
