I A Terrible Disense Among Foreign Hogs-

Hon, John Wentworth, of the Chicago Dis,
trict, in IThnows, has received a lotier trom Hon,
William M. Murphy, the Consul-General of the
United Btates at Francforton-the-Mamn, under
date of Ja of Junuwry, from which we are per-
mitted to make the follc wing extracts:-

“} read with much pleasure the introduetion
into Congress ol your resoluiion prombiding toe
introduotion ol toreign cattlo.

“We have n disense hore among the hogs
which oreates greac consternation, which the
Germans call Tryschenen. [c is a little Insect
which is perhaps swallowed by the hogs, and
gets mto thewr stomachs, and seems to propuzite
there by milirons, It follows the museles ot the
snimals prrticularly, It s to suell as to be
bardly seen by the naked eye; but we have had
them exhibited under o inlerozcope of a six hun-
dred mugmityig power, There are all sorts of
rumois ol deathh 10 perioocs eating pork. The
disease hu: not s vel come withla one hundragl
milesof us, ‘I'he little inscols are raported by
gome Lo exist in the lower part ol the sugar heet
which is led to the hogs, Some of these (nsects
have been thiown into ull sorts of strong chem-
fcals, and lived in them, Boiling heat ol 412
degrees will kill thew. They have been fouad
ulive In bolled ham where the hot water did not
sufliciently penetrate, In Germuany, you are
aware thut ham is eaton quite ruw, Doath
is reported 1o have been oa 1sed by eating sau-
enee when the lusect was living, the pork not
having been suticiently smoked, The disewse
commences in the human belug with n severe
cholera morbue, which soon results in death,
SBome allege that the cases that have been
reported as cholera were the result of this
disease, At any rote, pork is now very cheap
and only eaen by poor people,  All other ments
have risen largely in consequence, Oar eity
suthoritics have appoicted a commizsion of a
dogen eclentifle gentiewen to go to the logation
of the direase ana investigute t,  Professor
Yircher, ol Berlin, the celebrated scholar, hus
made v Ay exp riments, and 40 have other
scientitic men. ‘Chey difer much o thew con-
clusions, It isa rulnous thing to che larmers,
who raige pork in that neighborbhood very ex-
tensively, I think the dlscase va- first known
In=t winwer, near Madpgeburg, 1o Bremen, but it
did pot extend auv distance. I &d think o
sepding you some of the hittle insects for lnspoc.
fion with o mweroscope, but found it impracti-

cable,” A

Former Armies of the United Siates,

The lareest army ever sssembled at any one
time durmg the Revolation, was thal com-
manded by General Putoam, on Long Tsland.
That numbered seventeen thousand men of all
armse. The next largest was that with which Wash-
mgton eaptwred Corn#allis nt Yorklown, when
he had sixteen thoosand, Our lorgest army
assembled in 1812 was commanded by Jackson
at New Orlesns, and counteld but six thousund,
Coming down to the Mexican war, Taylor won
his victories with a force never exceeding five
thousard, and Scott's largest force was not
besond cight thousand five hundred, The
lorgest army prior to the Rebellion waos, there-
fore, that ol Putnam, &t Long Island—seventeen
thousand men,
