appear irom day 1o day,

MeKenna's arvest wea effecled as lollows:—
Murshal Murray, sccompanied by a4 number of
oflicers Pl'ﬂ!’l‘um:ii to the resldence of MeKenna,
at No, i.l West Ninth sireet, and inquired it Mr,
McKenna wag at home, The servaot gicdl who
came to the door nid he was abzent, but that he
usually dined at 6 o'cloek. The Marshal, think-
g that the girl had not told the truth, waited
near the honee, and svon aiter digcoverad a man
coming up with o bundie under his arm. BMar-
shal Murray told one of his officers to watch the
man and see it he went o Senor MeKenna's,

The stranger, n moment sltervards, mounted
the steps and suwmwmoned the scrvant girl, who
sald to him that McKenna was ut home, The
man sald, “1 want yon, then, to deliver this
bundle 1o him in person;” and a4 he s=aid this
one of the Marsnal's otficers sicpped into the
hatl, and eatd that he wanted 1o see MeKeana,
and he must see him,

The girl then usherad the officer and the Mar-
shal {nto the private room of the Senor, where a
gentleman who was sitting at n lesk demanded
to know thelr business, Atlter some parleving
the Marshal stated his busineds, and while he
was dowg so MeKenna entered the room, and
wis immediately arrested. What occurred on

THE TORPREDO DOATE,

Severul of the torpedo bonts tor the alleged fit-
ting out of which MeKenna and Rogers were
arresied, are Iving w the Notth river, one of
them on the Jersey side, near the Pavonia forry.
They are both Imtended to deal destruction to
any vessel with which they mav come in con-
tact, and it 1s believed that they wore to havn
been 1aken on board the Meleor, hudl that vessel
succeeded in getiing to sea.  In regurd wo the
conneetion of this latest dnternational sensation
with the Meleor, the United States officers are
very reticent, but enough. hae leaked out to
justifv us in saying that the arrest of Meilennn
and Nogers is & result ol investigations which
have bean made relative to the chupucter of the
alleged Ohilian privateer.

THE ALLEGED CHILIAN MRIVATEERS,

Senor McKenna's name, during the Chilian
privateer excitement, appeared 1 ennneotion
with the Meleor cuse, and but verv few of our
renders who heord of the matter were aware o
the fact thar Senor McKenns was really the
aceredited political agent of the Chillan Repub-
lie. Benor McKenna states that he has been the
agent of Chill in this country since last Novew-
ber, and that when the proper time mrrives he
will be fully able to prove that fact despife the
despateh of the Chilian Minlster at Washington
contradicting the official position ot Mr. Mc-
Kenna, Iti8 stated that there are gun: con-
cealed in the bollers of the Meleor, and that s
vigilant seareh has not been madas by the United
States otilcers who were ordered to Inspect the
vessel.  'The Meteor 1s still in the possesslon of
the United States authonties, and it I8 not
likely fhat this lwst set of the Gorernment
will insure for the ill-iated vessel a speedy
release, ’

FERSONAL APPHARANCE OF HENOR M'EENNA,

Senor McKenna is a man of rather prepossess-
ing appearanee, with piercing durk oyes, satur-
nine complexion, about six jest in height, and
of very portly presence, The Ambassador 1s
rather buld on the top ot the hewd, although in
the prime of lite. He speaks English very well
lor a South American, & remarkably well read
in Americgn politics and history. The Iamily of
the McKethas are of Irish extraction,

TREATY BETWEEN PERU AND CHILIL.

On the 6th of Decombér, Don Domingo Banta
Maria, Plemipotentiary ou the pavt of Chill, and
the Secretury of Foreign Relations of Pern, met
at Bantisgo, in Chili, and drew up a tresty of
wllinnce, offensive and defensive, betwesn the
two Uovernments, binding ench other to assist in
breaking up the Spanish blockade of the Chi-
Han ports, and also to resist all futare nggressions
on the part of the Spunish Governmeaot against
either Pern or Clal, or sny of the remain'ng
South American republies,

Both Mmnlsters were acoredited from their
ri-s‘reatlve Governments with plenary powers,
and & tresty consisting ol five nr'.lclel WhS
drawn up by the representatives of both Repub- |
lice, The navies of both powers were 10 co-ope-
rate in the destruction of the Spanish fleet, and
on the tharteenth day of Dedember the treaty
was ratited by the high contracting powers at
Lima. It18 said that the utmost determination
to resist Bpanish cncronchments exists among
Perovians and Chilians alike, and that the Die-
tator Prado, who is 8 very competent soldlor, is
sbout to take the field aguinst the Bpamuards. —
N. Y, World.
