Oration of Hon. George Braneroit.
T8 day fifty-seven years ago, there was
torn in the then unse tled wilds ol the State
of Kentucky, of poor and ignorant parents,
a child for whose Lonor thirty millions of
American freemen aro eelebrating this, the
anniversary o his birth. We will not trace the
course of that stern patriot, that clear orator,
that firm President, that lamented martyr.
From his entrance upon the stage of Iife to
the moment when he was huorled by violencs
from our gaze. his careor has been Mumiliar
40 our people. As the boy, the man, the
statesman, his actions and his words are com-
mon and cherished property. His life was
the purest type of an American, his doath
the symbol of modern martyrdom. Yor over
“ball & century, the 22d day of February has
been ecelebrated as the anniveraary of tha
birth of the Father of the Republic; from this
time henceforth let the 12th be kopt as a
holiday in commemoration of the savior of
that nation which WasmiNGroN lounded.
Let it be a memorable day; let it be pro-
¢laimed a national anniversary ; let it be added
“to the quintette of holidays in honor of lim
who lived a patriot and died a martyr, who
fell upon the borders of the promised land, and
leit his fmme for posterity to revere and

cherishb,

The first time that our nation has had an
opportunity to show their reverence is to-day,
and fittingly are the heads of the Government
testifying their respect and love,

1 his morning the scene at the Capital was
one of grandeur, ol decp solemnivy, The
Honorable GeEoraE BaxcrorT delivered in
the Capitol of the nation,in the presence of
the President, the Judiciary, the Cabinet, the
Foreign Diplomatic Corps, and the National
Congress, his Eulogy on the life and services
ol the Honorable ABRAuAM Lincorns, His
essay was masterly, and was woven together
witli the strength and peaaty of the hand which
has for years pract.sed upon a record of the
pact, 1t will be found on our first page, and
will well repay the attentive perasal of all our
readers, We do not desire to view it eritically,
et there are points which will suggest them-
gelves to every reader.  One of the few defects
of tha address is its unoecessary length, A
Dbrief, pointed culogy,confining its:If to the sub-
dects for which it was requested to spenk,
paying a glowing tribute to the iile of the
hero, and concluding with a careful summary
of what he had accomplished, of the great
things he had done, and the migaty influence
which his actions would exert on the future,
would have been the perfection of a memorial
oration; would have filled, yet not crowded,
the ground to be covered; would have
added to the speaker's fame, and
furnished a fiting tribute to him to whose
honor he was to testily. Mr. BANCROFT has
gone beyond his mark, and while every word
he utters is well sclected, while every para-
graph is fine, and every head treated of is
finisked with a 1 the force ol an accomplished |
writer, yet in a eulogy we see no necessity of |
examining into the “Growth of the Republic,”
“Consequences ol Slavery,” *Dred Scott De-
cision,” and the like. They are all very good
in their place, but a eulogy on ABRAHAM
TancoLx is not their place. If Mr, BAN- |
cro¥FT had commenced with the “Early Life
of Abraham Lincoln,” and had omitted that
portion of his address which relates to Great
Britain and the various Continental powers,
it would have been a masterpiece. As it now
stands, it treats of much that is irrelevant,
and much that is inappropriate. It ls a his-
tory of the moral results of our great strug- |
gle. Too little is given to its object, too
much to national affairs. With this excep-
tion, the oration is a finished masterpiece; iy
periods all rounded, its style euphonious, its
rhetoric fanltless, It Is a polished tribute to
& great man's fume, and althougn too impreg-
nated with the historical tone into which its
author has fallen, it is, nevertheless, a culogy
worthy ol the lame of 1ts writer aod the im-
mortality ol its subject.

The concluding passages of the speech,
especially the parallel between the two leaders
of twonations LixcoLy and PArsmERSTON, ure
peculiarly fine, It was, indeed, apwroprinte
for these two chicis of the earth to be com-
pared, and well has the comparison been
institnted. We must guote his words :—

“Hardly bad the late Prestident been conslened
to the grave, when the prime winister of Bog.
Jand died, 1ull of years and honors, PaLssps oy

traced his linesge to the time ol the Conquaeror;
TaxcorN went back only 1o his grandiacher,
Pavmepston received his educstion from the
best scholars of Harrow, Edinborgh, and (am-

ndge: Laxooun's early teachers wera che silend |

followed by the serrow of his counbry aorosa the
continent (o his resting pluos in the heart of ths
Misaleelppi valley, to be remombsred througb all
time by his countrymen, snd by all the pooples
of the world."

The oration is ended, the crowd gathered
to hear it and revere the memory of him of
whom it spoke have separated, the telegraph
wires have sped the eulogy from ocean lo
ocean, and what was spoken by one man of
another Is re-echoed by millions, all of whom
are sorrowing and mourning the babe which
fifty-seven yoars ago first uttered ita wail in
the old Kentucky cabin. And through all
furure age will his memory stand—

“To keep the soldier firm, the statesman pure,
Till in all lands, and through all human story,
The puth of duty be the way to glory.”

And gaid, as plam as wiisper in the car,
The place is haunted,"

On the contrary, the doomed mansion was
go false to all traditionary ghostly residences
a2 tobe n shop. In it were sold ribdons by
the yard, nnd spools ol cotton; in it wers
scents pnd perfumes; in i was tape lnstead
of tapestry, and pins instead of oaken panal-
lines. Had the ghost been ever so excellent,
Lad bis demonstrations been both physical
and ocular, we would not have received him
as an accredited agent from the other world,
No real spirit would be so lost to decency as
to visit and haunt so plebeian a place asa
dry goods shop. The aflidavits of all the
clergymen in creation would oot have iu-
duced us to insult our ideal of a ghost, tor
with such a degradation the idol must fall.

But not only was the alleged ghost thus
common in his tastes, but he was also low and
disgusting mn his medium, We are not such
skeptics as to dare to doubt the appearance of
the spirit of a murderous knight who “slewed”
his own brother, when he made himsell known
by winking the eyes of his ancient picture,
done up in the pre-Raphaelite style, and ex-
tending his band in a Iriendly way towards
his posterity, provided he does so at the hour
ol midnight. Dut for a ghost to be so disre-
putable as to select, not an ancestral porteait,
but a cake of #oap as his medium, is too
shameful to be allowed even in that ill-ruled
place jrom which the spirit was sent as a
delegate. A cake of soap ! Atrocious !
What could a ghost want with a cake ol soap ?
Did his hands smell of salphur, and did he
design to cleanse them, or was it with the
design of making the eake soft, and then
dealing it out to such ol the clergy as came to
exoreise the residence of his visitation? This
question is one of importance, and we are
surp ised that tho reporters did not secure a
solution, not of the soap, but of the pheno-
mena. This is but one reason why we doubt
the tale. There is another. How dare a
ghost take ap a Prayer-Book and a Bible, and
fling them on a chair ¥ True, his audacity
did not reach such a pass as to fling them on
the floor, But how darcd he fouch them,
when his chief, * Mephistopheles,” was cowed
down by the sign of a sacred emblem in the
shape of n eross? No follower of psychology
will deny that we Lave his ghostship bere * in
a tight place.”

But, thanks be to ingenuity, our city is once
more tree, The power of Christinnity has
trinmphed, the fiend has been exercised, our
citizens are safe, at least for a littie saason,
and lor this respite we have to thank the
Rev. 5. Dursorow. This saintly gentle-
man “did up” the ghost in good style. There
was no balf-way measure with liom, He
gecured an orange wood stick, the bast sub-
stitute for an ebony croz8, attacked the “devil
worshippeis,” and by the force of his good right
arm put the fiend-followers to flight! Then
came the Impressive ceremony. Prayers were
said—we hope he was in his full canonicals—
and the “house formally taken possession of
in the name of Jesus.” Whether the gentle-
man took hold of the knob of the door in the
presence of an adult of the household,
as the law directs, we do not know;
but afler frankensence and spice were
spiritually oflfered, the house was declared
purified, and the flend departed, and
so did the minister. We thank My, Dun-
BOROW for his Ingenuity and courage. Who
but an finspired man could have been so
influenced as to exorcise the spirit by prayer?
