By strenueous exertione on the part of the Dis-
trict Centre the excitement was subdued, and
Senutor Gibbons, of Philadelphia, was intro-
duced. He waspeceived with vociferous cheers,
He commenced apologizing for the
sbsence of PresiGout Roberts, who, In conse-
quence of the over exertions of the past month,
was completcly exhausted. He was sure his
conntrymen hud pot come there to night to be
lecrured in their duty'to Ireland. Thers has been
too much speech-making and too Iittle work for
the last seven years, He was glad that the
intelligence of the people had finally prevailed,
and that they have concluded that the emancipa-
tion of Ireland would come through the people,
and not the titled nabobs or the great 0's.

Mr, Gibbouns is a flowesry, clogquent speaker,
and in his concluding remarks referred with a
muster hand to the position and objects of
Fenianlsm nemllg.

Sunday
morpiog hits son came to see I he was here, ns
he found the oxen at pome, I told him at onoe
that he never would see bis father alive again i
hie wus not at home.

George and our nearest nelghbor and brother
went with him to find him, snd found him on
Addison's lund, about halt & mile from here;
und they found, aa chey were taking him from
the snow, & bottle by his side, which probably
brotht him to his antim y death. He leaves
a wife and eight children; the oldest eighteen
years of age,

We have heard of ton other mén who perished
in the same storm—six of them ull together in a
sleigh froze ss they wero siiting in ﬁe sleigh,
