JEFF. DAVIS OUGHT TO BE HANGED,

On hig succeeding the lamented Lincoln, I
was led by the whole body of loval, liberty-
loving citizens to hope and believe taat Audrew
Johneon would be even more erect in dealing
with the traitorsof the Bouth than lus prede-
cessor, When he announced to the couutry
that trenson was & orime which ought o ba
punishea, I supposed, as you all did, 1hat he
mesnt what he suid; that e had his eye at least
upon one uaitor, the Colo:svs o1 them all im
crime, Jefleivon Davie, If Jeff, Davis is not
hanged by this Covernment, then, judging the
(iovernment on its own plane, [ say that ic wil
be recreant to its duly. (Applause.) Or if he
is allowed to go free, 1 gay chien let us forever
abolish the gullows in th's country in all cases
whatever to the end of time, for no man can
ever commit crime enough to deserve to be
hanged.

PRESIDENT JORNSON'S POLICY.

On the matter of reconstrnction, sbout which
there mony be honest diflerences of opioion, 1
knew Mr. Johnson bed bhis own line of polioy,
and that he was disposed to adhere to it with
great tenucity; but I did not believe that he
wanld yenture inflexibly to array himself against
Congress, and sgatost the clear exprossion of
popular will, es he is now defiantly doing. (Ap-
plauge,) Eunongh that his policy causes univer-
sal disguietude and alarm smong the loyal
masses, and that it receives the warm approval
of all Bouthern Rebels om the one hand, and the
Northeru Copperbends on the other. As a
sagacious man, what farther evidence can
he need, whut further evidence can he
have in his sober senses (upplause), that be
s} vnlortunstely on the wrong track, and,
therefore, should patrloticnllg and immediately
retrace his steps, But il he deflantly insises on
eolng ahead on that dowanward direction, then I
trust thut Congrese will stand like an impregna-
ble wall to prevent his doing so, come what
may. (Applause,) Nuy, more, 1 would have
\hem wipe out from the slate all that he has
done in the matter of reconstruction, and bagn
the work anew as slona constitutionally em-
powered to inaugurate and perfeet it from the
foundation to the top stone, With all deference
to his exalted position, I deny tne right of Presi-
dent Johnsov, umder the war power, or any
other power entrusted to him, to do any more
ia rebedom than to hold it with a Srm military
erasp, until Congress shall determine when, bow,
and where elections shall be held; who shall be
allowed to vote, and what shall be the necessary
conditions precedent to the readmission to the
Union of the Iate selfstyled Coufederate States.

THE I8EUE BETWEEN THE FRESIDENT AND CONGRASS,

On this point of reconstruction President
Johnson takes jssue with Congress and with the
loysl people of the couniry, upon whose sano.
tion and support Congress may rely with abso-
lute certainty, (Applause.) He insists that
thase conquered but rensonably disposed Btates
are in the Union as of old, and, therefore, en-
titled to be immedistely represented in both
Houses of Congress, @ ventures to brand
that noble body (Congress) as not only
contumacious, but goilty of despolic usurpa.
tion Jin refusing thelr sdmission, with.
out additional guarantees as to thelr loyaliy,
Yet he has not announced, by proclama-
tion, either that the war is ended, or that poace
fs restored. Ho continues to hold these States
in subjection to his will, as Commander in-Chief
of the Army and Navy, under the war power,
suspending even to this hour the wilt of Aabeas
Corpus. us he condemns himsell out of his
own mouth, and fully vindicates the action of
Congress—a Congress which, on the socore of
intelligence, ubiiity, moral worth, exalted pa-

triotsm, re t for justice, and love of fmoar-
tinl libeaty, hes pever been equalled sinoe the
formation ol the Ameilcan Governmasut,

(Applause, cries of “that’s so,” together with
hisses,)

The usurpation 1s on his own ‘mrt, in attempt-
ing to bully Congress into servile mequiescence
to his imperious demand, for it is the constitu-
tional prerogative of thas body slore to decide
when and how States muy be taken into the
Union,and it will not surrender that prerogative
at the ‘bidding of an cocidental oecupant of the
Presidential chair, even though the powers of
hell rally to his suppert. For whatever of vio-
lence, or tumull, or confusion may grow out of
his high handed order, the dread responsibility
will réat exclusively unon his own head, and he
will be beld to a strict accountability by an in-

Spevial Despatehesito the Evening Telegraph,
Wasnmaron, February 28.
The Hemtuncky and Fennosses Freodmon

Erigadier-General C. B. Fisk, Assistant Com-
missioner of the Freedmen's Dureau for the
Siatis of Kentucky snd Tennocssce, reports to
Major-General Howard, under dato of Fabraary
14, that he rogrefs his mability 1o report the
affuite of the Burean progressing as favorably
in Kentucky a= in Tennessee. The frecdmon of
the Siate of Kentucky are very generally dis-
posed to entor into labor contracts for wages or
a ghare of the crop, and most of them prefer
to remaim in their native State to emigrating
elsewhere,

On the part of a large majority of the whtw,
he believes that there (8 an hones! desire to
adjust on o fair basis the new relations arising
from the abolition of slavery, but the Burean is
not s popular insiitutivn smong them. They
regard its presence smong them as unauthorizel,
denounce its officials as nsurpers and despots, and
clamor for its immediate removal from the State,
Thbe opposition of the State anthorities, the Com-
missloner stares, has rendered it difficult to con-
duet the Burcau affairs in the State with the har-
mony and efficiency which uave elsewhere pro-
duced gobd results.
£ The Commissioner further says that the 25,010
colored men who have servel in the army are in
many instances scourged, beaten, shot at, and
driven from their homes and familiea, and me
likewise fined for having in thelr posscssion
arms which they eo nobly bore in defense of the
Union, The Commission gives a gloomy pleture
of ‘affairs in the Btate and cities, a score of in-
stances in which brutal murders of unoffending
frecdmen bave beon committed by retarned
Rebel soldiers, the murderers in every cuse
having been acquitted by the civil courts,

More Presldentinl Semtiments,

The President has expressed his sentiments
once more. He was called upowu last night by o
Cougrvessman and a Btate Benator, both from
New York. They called merely on business, but
the President showed some anxiety to express
to them his political views, In the course of
the comversation the President sald that the
test oath was a little too severe; that masny of
those that had participated in the Keovellion
were good men to represent the Southern States
in Congress, end that the test oath ought not to
be apphied to them. He added that & mere oath
to support the Constitntion was all thal was
necessary; for o man who would take that oath
was & loyal man.

As 1o the Constitutional amendment changing
the baeis of representation, the President said
that no Constitutienal amendment ought to be
passed until the publie mind should be quite
free irom excltempent and the Bouthern Biates
represented in Congress, The ioference drawn
here by men who discussed the purport of the
President’s remarks, was that the President
wants to make the entramce of the Rabels In
Congress as easy as poosible, and has no objec-
tion to the mntroduction of Coustitutionn! amend-
ments when the presence of reprasentatives from
the Rebel Blates in Congress renders it quite
gure that they cannot be passed.
