In the past three months 1 bave had frequent
oocnsion to allude to the senrch of vesscls ar-
riving here, to see if there may not be some one
coming here to atlempt the rescue of Mr.
Davis, This soarch is «till kept up, though why
no one can satistactorily account for, unless to
