. The Signs of the Political Sky.
From the Thnes.

Lhiere are various little clouds of danger on
{bu Furopean horizon, which may yet seriously
allect the condition ol Europe during the next
year, and in o miver degree our own wellsbeing,
The old gouree of giplomistic trouble—the prin-
cipolities nenr the mouth of the Danvbe—is
again bringing forth revolution and distarbance.
We may hear sgain of Russin marching over the
Pruth and quicting the uneasy condition of the
slnvonic populaliops, and beginuning & new
struggle with Turkey, It eannot be supposed
thut even the severe lesson of the Crimean War
hus put an end to the great ambition of Kussia
to poseess Constantinople, It is doubtful now
whether Engiand and France would unite for
another effort to check this progress towards
the sen, especially i Kussia coald show any kind
of good diplematic reasons jorit. Certuinly the
sympathy ot ths country would not now be
nguinst Hussin, ws, since emancipation, it s be-
lieved that her course o administration will] ke
mote in harmony with the spirit of the age than
ever belore, snd that Europe would be no more
impeded in & rational advance by Russia than
by Turkey in the Bosphorus,

But belore such possible events ean become
realities tnere must be desperate and bloody
wurs, and the doetrine of modern polincal
economy Is the Anaucial “solidarity of pations:”
that the prosperity of one 14 associate | with the
prosperity of all

A waron i1Le Black Bea would disturb our
commerce and exchanges, and wonld, more or
les , atfeet every praneh of our trude, Still
more would a struggle on the Baltic between
the two leading German Powers for the Duchies,
It the unlortunate differences between Austria
apd Prussis in regard 1w Behleswig-Holstein
ghould ripen into n war, it would be one which
might draw all continental Europe into tne
vortex, perhaps even England iwself, Napoleon
might seek b the grent confusion and struggle
to win Belgium or the Rhine Provinces; Italy
might strike for Yenice, and Hungury rise for
her  complete independence.

I is most probable that the differances between
Aurt an and Prussis will be compromised; still the

oliticgl skies wear a m;u:nl[‘v look, and our
uginess men will do well w look caretully at
the-v signs.  Whatever storms rage 1 Burope,
our own course bere must be calm and peacefal,
Neither the Mexlean question nor the Canadian
fisheries can possibly embureil us when there is
danger to the European powers st home,
Vi e «nall 1eel indeed the reacting currenis from
these disturbpuces in Burope, but they cannot
alicol us serously. Our problems and dangers
are all domestic, We must proceed with the
gruud and pencelul work of healing the wounds
of a termble war, Wa have to bulld up the
Luton, to complete the work of emancipsation,
to reduce our expeuses and contract the cur-
rency, to promote produciion and organize our
finunces, so that the burdens of a tromendous
struggle may rest as hightly 88 possible on our
prople, Alrendy the signs are fuvorable,

The ourrency is slowly returnine to a specie
basig; our banking interest 18 pronounced by
European enties lo be the soundest in the
world; our most unequul and lnjudicions tarill s
1o Le revised m the inerests of produotion. The
unports of luxuries ure wiving slgns of falling oif,
while the export ol cotton is avout to increase to
4 vast extent, with lower prices ruling, Fo-
relgners are alding us continually with capital
by tuking our public bonds and railway securi.
tice; the credit of tne Government 15 rising
every day in all the markes of the world; the
revenues of the country for expenses and lor
ru.\mw the interest on the public debt are far
sweyond our caleulution; prices of commodities
are everywheie talling, and wages will soon
"follow, so that the burdens on consumers will
speedily be lightened, A few will sutler who

have speculated beyond their means; somoe
appaent fortunes will lose their value: the
manwincturing companies who have bheen

miking such enormous profits will be obliged
to gell out at & loss; bn. the eommunity at
lnree will be a gailner, Au enormous develop-
mient of production is at hand in cotten from
the South, and in gold from Colorado and the
neighboring regions, while the West will supply
corn #nd meat Lo those distrlets oceupied in
their more protituble branches,

The South 18 wisely refecting all resctionary
tallacies about the greater cheapness of growing
corn sud raiFng hogs near by, 1o save the ex-
pense of freight from the West, and is turning
all her energies to wost pays the best—cotton
culture—assured i the protit of this production
18 suflicient, that she can alford to ot New Eng-
lund make her ghogs, and Jodiana grow ner
corm. In like menner, the Ceptral West will
use their nnrivalled serioultaral tacilities and
ferd the whole eountry, without turnine cspital
to unnatural aud unprofitable branches of mann-
fucture,

President Johnson's Farty Relntions
From the W ovld.

It is n guestion of some intrrest how far Prosi-
dent Jolinson may consider himsell bound to
the Republican porty in copeequence ol his
election by it to a different office irom the one
be olls, This is a guestion of individunl honor
and coneclence which only Mr, John-on can
decida; but the main considerations which bear
on it are as open to the publie judgment as to
Iiis own.

It cannot he pretended thal. proyious to the
Balumore Conventwn, Mr. Jobnson oased any
allegionoe 10 the Republionn party. He had
ulwn\a been & more pronounced Dom erat, i
poesible, and more vehement opponent ol the
Republiean party, than the lste Senator Douglas,
Newher Mr. Johuson nor Mr, Douglas, in giving
£ prompl 8ano vidorous support to the war, pro-
feseed themselves, or were under-tooda py others,
to bave renouneed thewr Demociatic prlm:!pk&ia.
T,
Julinson was appointed htary Governor of
Tennessee bocause he was the most promioent
loyalist fu that Stute, snd it wis deemed poiitie
tu appoint & ve-ideut tor his local knowledge.
Fie had the rank and pay ot a brigadier-general,
and was no more bound 10 cnange his politics
in consequence of his appointment than any
otler Demoerutic brigadiergenernl appointed
by P'resident Lincoln,

Whatever ¢luim the Republican party has on
Mr, Johnson dates Irom the Baltimore Conven-
idon.  His sole obl gation to the party was
arented by the action ol that Convention., Afwer
Lis nomioation the party was compelled Lo vote
tor bim i order to vpte tor Mr. Lincoln; as
wis impos=ible to Tin separate gets ol electors
tor President aud Viee-Preswdent.  We must,
therefore, look into the bistory of the Conven-
twon ro tind the measure of his oblization.

1t 18 potorious that Mr. Johnson wus taken up
at Lelimore because it was deemed expedient to
strengihen the ticket by nominating a Democrat.
Vice-Presidest Hamlin bad a strong body of sup-
porters; and he was rejected by the Conveution
ouly beosuse it was thought better to go out of
the Republican purty for the second name on the
ticket. The Viee-President has mo political
power, excepl td cust o tie vole on equal divi
sicn ol the Senate; the chance of his becoming
President was swall—uext to nothing, as 1t then
sppesred—and the Convention prelerred what
thes sopposed the slight risk o having & Demo-
crutic President by death, to the greater risk of a
Democratio Presidentby election.  What iz more
to the purpose 1=, that the same question was
agitated in the Convention which now divides
thie Pregident and Congress; that it was decided
by the Convemion in tavor of Mr., Johnson's
pregent policy: and that his nomination was
the consequence ol that decision dand a part of it,
Thad. Btevens opposed, in the Convention, the
udmission of the delegates from Tennessee, on
precisely the same grounds that he has this win-
tor led the onpmlﬂon to admittiog the Southern
repregentatives to Congress, The choice for
Vice President of that part of the Convention
which preferred to reject Mr, Hamlin und take a
Democrat, lay between Mr. Johnson and Mr,
Pickiuson: and the competing Democratic clalms
were declded by the New York delegation, who
concluded in cancus to vote for the admission ol
the Tennessee delegates, and thus secure the
nomination of My, Johnson, Bo lar, (herefore,
uk he is bound to an_\'lhnni.- by the action of the
Hepublicun Convention, It 15 to » steady adhe-
renoe to his presont policy. The adoption of thut
joliey by the Convention was the very thing
it nominated bum. I, after his acceptance
und eleetion, the perty tuke different ground, he
is under no obligatton to toMow them. The
siriciest wotiong of gratitude and fidelity can
bind lum to "uothing bevond the policy of the
Convention by which he was nominated.

Besides the question of Pollr.\" there is the
juestion of patronage.  Considering the Re-
publican party merely as an organization lor the
spioils, and regarding the President as a party
chief, o1l usage would still allow him (he treest
range ol personal choice, so long as he did not
g0 out of the party lor appolnters., [t some Re-
publicans support a policy which he deems vital,
und «thers oppose i, he is perfectly lree, as o
rarty man, to bestow all his offices on Republi-
cnng who agree with him,

But this degrading spoils view 18 unworthy
ol the crisis, It Is, in Inct, inconsistent with
the preservation of the Unlon. Even if Mr,
Lincolo bad lived, or if Mr, Sewnrd were
President, he could not, without base treachery
to the country, admiuster the Governmeut on
the spolls sy:tem of ordinary fumes, which re-
quires nll the oflices to be bestowed on membears
o! the party that elected the President, 1t this
rile were tollowed now, the Governwment conld
not posgibly be admwinttered in the recoyered
States, which wonld be kept excluded from
the Union by tbe impossibility of finding
agents o exceute the laws. The success of the
witr just at the time be came into office compels
Mr, Johnron to go entirely ontelde the party
that elected bim for appointecs o office in
nearly ope-hmll of the country, [t is fortunate
thut he has no puarty obligations that interiere
with s perfect Ireedom 1n the disposul of the
public patronage, Though a Demoerst in prin-
ciple, he owes nothing to the Demoerntic party,
for It opposed Lig election, Thongh elected by
the Republicans, he owes little to them, for they
fook bim as a Demoerat; 100k bim because he
wia 4 Democrat; and bestowed on him an office
of mere honor, without either patronage or in-
fluence, 1t he hae oflices to bestow, I is cone
tiary to their intentious. I1f he has power ln
the Government, {t is not because they meant to
st blm any. I he dilfers from them in
poliey, it = becsuse they dufer from the Con-
vention that nominated him. 1t Is not possible
to eonceive a combination ol cirenmstances
which would more complefely exempt a Prési-
dent from sl party obligations, and leave him
#0 {roe to act in the spiritof elevated patriotism,
without regard Lo party trammels,
