Taens ls a chapter in the public life of Gene-
ral Gmany, the Republican candidate for
Glovernor of this State, which ought Lo be
fully written out nt thia time, if for no other
renson than to vindieate his character agalnst
the assaults thal are belng made on it by the
Democratic press,  We bave not space to do
the subject justice, nor, with the pressure on
us of tho many other toples that demand at-
tention, bave we the requisite time to perform
the task satisiwctorily, A brief allusion to
some few leadiog tacts is all we can attempt,
It w.1l be recollected that General GEARY

was appointed Governor of the Territory of
Kansas durlng the Administeation of Presi-
dent Frawgrry Piorom, pnd at a period
too, whon affiira in that quarter were ina
highly exeltod and turbulent conditiorn. Ii
was hoped that with the election of Mr
BucHANAN ad the successor of Mr, Presc,
the <heordor raging In Kansas would be com
posed, and peace established through a vigor-
oy and Impartial adminlstration of law. Thi
oxpectation, Rhowever, wag dizappolnted
General GueARY, after having done much to
quell the intestine tronbles in the Territory,
and to bring aboul n state of comparative
order and security, resigned his office, nod no
successor was found ecqually well fitted for
the position.
Governor, and the fhir promises of ald and
support which were held out to bim by the
Niutlonal Government, were regarded ol the
time, by the friends of law and equal rights,
a1 n pledge of returning tranquillity. 1t was
confldently predicted that justice would now
be meted out by an impartial hand, and license
and rufllanism shriuk back abashed before
the strong arm of the Federal authority .

But the old adage “Pal not your trust in
jrinces,” was on that occasion equally wall
veriflad bv a Demoeratic Administration, lor
1 resldent P1gRCE forgot the trusty servant
whom he bad placed in so responsible and
¢ifficult a situation. sod left him to eupe
wralded with the powers of riot and lawless-
n:ss.  Governor GrAany stated emphatically
that the cause of his resignation was the
failura of the national Executive, Mr, Piencs,
to fulfll the pledges made fo him at the time
of his appointment. He had been assured
that the army, militia, and Treasury of the
United States should assist him to the utmost
necessary extent in securing and maiutaining
order in Kansas. But when he applied for the
aid of the Feéderal troops, he was insolently
told by the officers that they were not there
to protect him; and we have his owa offl-
clal averment for the fact that the only trep-
sury from which he drew means for support
in his tryirg situation was his own pocker, to
which the Government was then, and, for all
we know Lo the contrary,1s yet, indebte 1 to the
exient of seveful thousand dollars. He turther
stated, in taking leave of his arduous post,
that had he received the promised assistance,
he would have succeeded in effactually sup-
pressing the fearful civil disturbances which
had so long and paintully aficted the Tervi-
tory.

These were not only lamentable, bat dis
graceful facts, and afforded one among muny
sigual instances of the weak and wvacillat-
ing policy which distingunished the adminis-
tr tion of President PiencE in so eminent a
de_ree,

Covernor GEArY had great diffcalties to
contend with In the ardoous station which he
then oecupied, and we do not believe that
there was or Is one man in a thousaand who
would have met and combated them as
b vestly and fearlessly as he did. s life
wns In constant danger, for & number of des-
peradoes had sworn to assassinate him. The
judiciary of the Territory were his bister op-
ponents, Yet in the face of all this, assistance
by men aod money was denled him, In
such an extremity, what could he do? He
lought the hydra ol disorder and lawlessness
