Latest via Liverpool.

The Brazil mail has arrived. The French ship
FPanwine, with 1000 bags of coifee from Rio, was
wreeked on the Rio Real on woe 33d. The orew
was saved and had been landed at Bania, [t
was expectéd that the ship and enrgo would be
a total loss,

The Brazidian Admiral, with his {ron-clad gun-
boats and monitors, had arrived st Corrientes,

The allirs had not yet sttempted to oross the
Parana for the invasion of Paragnay. The Para-
guayans seem determined to hold out, and have
made daring incursions, having twice orossed
the river in canoes and attacked the vangnard
of the Argentines, showing the resolate resist-
ance the allled army may expoct Lo encounter,

I dou't think my letter of the 8th Instant left
your readers much to learn on the subject, and
all that I have leurned since then tends 1o con-
firm the parrative [ then sent yog; but the
number of versions of the escape now afloat, and
the helpless bewilderment of the public journal -«
ists in striving to choose between them, orto
reconcile the conflicting statements they eon-
tain, is too nmusing to be ignored. Among the
mosL important of the communieations bedring
on Btepliens’ escape which have appeared in the
papers, are the subjoined letters which the Lon-
don Jlaily Telegraph prints ns letters ‘‘trom
Colonel Kelly, a companion in escape with Ste-
phens, Lo his iriends in Ireland.”
