ETHER V& CHLOROFORM,

The use of ohloroform ne an anwesthetle wis
ately discusscd in the Paris Academy of Boienoe,
n a paper by Dr. Petrequin, of Lyons. He
favors the use ol ecther, and shows that the
former inconvemenoes sttending its use nave
boen obviated, Dr. Petrequin snys:—

These inconveniences were ramoved by the
etherizing bag, wnvented by a physiclan of
Lyons, and also by the tmproved methods de

sed for obtainmg ether perfectly pure. At
present the operation ol etherizing proceeds in
a most satistaotory manner, The patient les in
a horizontal posture, with his head slightiy
ralsed In order to prevent his swallowing any
ather; about twenty-four grammes ot ether are
poured at onee on the sponges of the bag; the
patient is directed to inhale copiously; the
orifice of the bag s then closod, and the dose

f other doubled. The patient's eves are care
ully bandaged, and the profoundest silence is
obaorved: in this way anmethesin 18 promptly
obtained without agitation. Tt s easy to pre
vent nocidents by closely obsarving the circu
Intion and bienthing. In genernl the pulse Jo
frst socelerated, then becomes regular agalu:
were it 10 become concontrated, irregulur, or
Jow, the inhslation= should be stopped, and alr
admivistered. As to the breathing, it 1s at st
subdued, but soon becsmes complete. 1t
were to become difficull or interrupted, the
apparatus should be removed and the lan used,
In this way there has not been a siogle desth at
Lyons by etherization tor the lnst fourteea yenrs,
while, according to Dr. Velpeao's own showing,
the nee of chlorolorm 18 never unaccn.nmpamu{]
by danger.

To this paper Dr. Velpeau replied that there
had indeed been a few deaths by chloroform,
but it was not quite certain that thore had boen
none by other, At all events, he (Dt. Velpeau)
hind for the last fitteen vears boen gdministering
chloroform to severrl thousand patients, and
had never seen sny die trom that cause,

“THE TRIDRSCOPE."

At the Inst sittiug of the Academy of Sclences,
al the Institute of France, Dr. Jnles Cloguet
prescnted a very Interesting optical lostrument,
called a “Tridescope” by w8 inventor, M. R.
Houdin, and by mesns of which (he spectator
mway see deeply into the interjor of his own eyes,

rr follow the movemeuts which take place

uring the process of vision. This new discovery
will be of great service w ooulists by ennbling
them to study the diferent and numerons mala-
dies which afiect the interior of the eve and in-
jurs the sight. The Aecademy referred the in-
strument and the paper which accompanicd
it to MM. Becquerel and Foucault for examina-
Lion.

UTILIZING MARBHES,

The Paris Acehmatization Society has pube
lished in its lost bolletio a report from Dr, Sace
on the means of utilizing the marshes which
#tlll covew so large a portion of Central and
Northern Europe, and produce scarcely any-
thing but rushes aud peat. According to the
author of the notice, that end might be at-
tained by sowing them with Canads rice and
imporiing a certain numher of beavers, Can-
ada rice, which was brought into notice somoe
yoeurs sgo, Is known to botanists as zizania
gquatica. It has the appearance and qualities
ot rye, and ditfers from that grain =olely in pre-
ferring a marshy soil.  While green, it makes
excellent food ftor cattle, and when the corn is
ripe, it supplics excellent straw.  The grain
itself may be eaten boiled like rice, or may be
ground and made into bread,

As for the beaver, which would give good
ment and admirable furs, it would remain most
readily in those marshes, This animal, which
lives on gross and the bark of trees, tormerly
exigted in all the Eoropean streams, but has
long since been everywhere destroyed, exeept
on & few points of the Rhine and tiw Vistula.
The reault of this war of extermination is that
European furriers annually send large sums to
America to purchase beaversking which might
be produced at home slmost without cost, b
%keeping these animals in u haif-domesticate
sfale in the marshes, after first planting the
latter with willows, alders, beeches, Foplnm.
and other soft-wooded trees, the bark of which
i2 the beaver's favorite food. Like Canada rice,
these valuable nmphibions animals can endure
the most rigorons climate, The BHerlin and
Moscow Societies of Acclimatization have every
interest in seconding this attempt, which, it suc-
cessiul, would glve u considerable value to an
immense extent of land at present producing
next 1o nothing,

AVIATION.

At a late meeting of the Paris Academy of
Sclences, n paper was received Irom M, Seguin
on aerial navigation, or rather aviation, as 1t is
termed, boeause it is founded, not on the prin-
ciple of & gas lighter than air, but on that of
the wings of birds, whose bodies, though heavier
than air, are easily conveyed through it. Avia-
tion, therefore, depends on & more or less cor-
rect imitation of the mechanical conditions of
avial orgnnism.

ANIMAL BLEOTRIQITY.

The number of dsh provided with an electrieal
apparaius Is not great, being lmited to eighteen
gpecies of the torpedo, or two of the Gy mnotus,
two of the Mormyrus, and one of the Malaptery-
rug, M, Charles Robin announces, in a paper
addressed to the Paris Academy, that the ray

osecEses 4 similar apparatus, Thug there are

wo kinds of seafish that are decldedly clectrical,
the torpedo and the ray,

M. Robin’s experiments were not of ensy exe-
cution. The ray is ususlly caught atan lhonr's
sailing at least from the coast, and it does not
live more than twenty minutes out of its element,
Owing to its size and shape, it is not easy to
keep In a vessel with sea water; nor is it possi-
ble to conduct delicate physiological und elee.
trical experiments i o fisbing boat; so that tor
& long time M. Robin’s efforts were fruitless,
Fortuuately the experimental basing now built
at Concarnesu, nunder the superintendence of M.
Coste, liave removed these difffoulties.  The
aquario at that place are large basinsg in which
the sea water i constuntly renewed hy the tide,
and i which fish may live and muoltiply under
the most advantageous ciroumstances, Here M,
Robin carried on his experiments with a eal
vanometer, and a suflicient number of electro-
scopie {roge. Semetimes the ray, when out of
the water, makes violent muscular efforts, and
fiape its pectoral Aus,

hring these eflorts an eleewie discharee is
sonrecly ever obtained, but atter a few seconds’
rest there comeg o succession of small dis
charges, At other Umes the fsh remains quiet
for three or four minutes, and (hen begns as
before 0 make greal exertions, during which
the galvanometer and the frogs give no sizgn of
electrioity, and then comes a short period ol
rest, when » fow dischnrges are obtamed. In
some instamces, however, after three or lour
minutes of rest, the animal suddenly and volun-
tarlly discharges eleetricity, Discharges may
also be obluined by pricking, pinching, or other-
wise exciting the fish.  But, ynder whatever oir-
cumstances the phienomenon be produced, it s
always accompanied by a slight motion of the
ocular globes and a contraction of the bronchial
cavity, as also by gimllar contractions of the
caudal fios, 1t s well known that stmilar
motions are obsérved In the torpedo ol the
moment of u discharee,
