A NEW MOTOR,

The London S«n speaks of & recent trial of a
new rrmcf:plc of motion, a8 applied to vessels,
entitled the Hydraulic Propeller, Ruthven's

atont, The Nouwfilus, to which the power has

en applied, was built expressly to show that it
can, with less horse-power than ordinary river
boats, cqual them in speed.

The Nawluus, au the trial, etarted from Vaux-
hall Bridee Pier at eleven o'clock mn the morn-
ing, and ran up and down the Thames in com-
pany with other river steamers, and held way
with them stesaily, gaining » little on some,
Ehe ran between Vauxhall and Westminster
Bridges, with the wind and tide, in 4 minutes 26
seconos, and against in 8 minutes 22 seconds,
being at the rawe of 135 and 7°2 miles per hour
respectively, or at the average speed ol 10436
wiles per hour—say 104 She then steamed
down the mver, and when off the Tunnel Pier,
with both strong wind and tide in her favor,

oing at full speed, was made to stop suddenly

y reversing the valves, Siue stopped dead in
less than ten seconds, and In about & quarter
of her length, The new propeller is nothing
more nor less thau water taken in under her
bottom, und sct in motion by simple machinery
worked by o steam epgine, The water is dis-
charged in # heavy stream on both sides of the
vessel; congequently, there i nothing outside
the wvessel to be njured by auny aceident.
Another important novelty is that the vessel is
quite independent of her rudder, and is worked
under the complete comirol of the master,
ofticer of the wateh, or man on deck, without
any communication with the engine,

PHOTOGRATILY.

The following are new methods Introduced in
Fiapce, The galts of uranium now attract par-
ticular sttention, and the following process is
recommended by M. Leroy Gates:—

Dissolve 338 centigr. ot nitrate of uranium in
156 cubic centimetres of watier; to this solution
add & saturaad solution of blcarbonate of soda,
stirring constantly, until the liquid has become

uite alkaline, A yellow prurhlyitmc is soon
ormed, which is separated by fileration, after
which so much distilled water is udded 1o the
Mquid as will bring it to 186 cuble centimetres,
This the author calls solution No, 1, Solution
No, 2 cousisis ot #7 centigr, of chloride of gold
dissolved in 186 cubic centimetres of water.
For toning, mix 31 cubic centimetres of each in
one ltre of lukewnim water, whereby a sorl of
alloy of gold snd uranium is deposited on the
photograpn.

Mr. Watson Simpson's opalolype process hasg
been moditied as follows by Mr. Seely. It is
8 dry collodion process, produciug very rapid
and satiglnctory results, The collodion should
be prepured as follows:—Etner, 248 cubi; cen-
timetres: aloohol, 166 do,; gun-cotton, {rom § to
9 gr.: chlonde of strontium, from 2 1o gr.
This coliodion should be left to stund il per-
fectly clear, nud then acecanted, The silver
bath is preparcd with 0°388 gr, of aloohol, 16°82
do. of witrate of silver, amd abont 2 gr, citrie
scid, Of this pour drop by diop one part and
a ha'l'into six aud u hall’ of the lormer, stirring
continvally, The collodion thus obtsined win
keep a long tune o the dark; it I spread out
as usunl in a dark chamber, left to dry, and
then employed when required,

Nitrate of silver, which is extensively used
in pbotography, is by no mesns sold in the
ghops in o pure state, aud photographers who
with to produce superior copies should [here-
fore puniy i, The following 18 Mr. Maxwe'l
Lyte's prooess for the purpose:—The trade arii-
clew trst parvully purificd by oryetallization;
it is then redissolved to saturation wm boling
water, and one per cent, of nitric actd s added,
The Hguid is coustantly stirred while cooling,
A crystdlline powder 1z graduslly deposited,
which i& collected on & filter and washed oith
water acidulated with ten per cent, ol nitric
gold, The salt thus obtalned s chemicaliy pure.

1f
in 1864 the resultint was more (o the enst than
in 1865, bis theory leads 1o guite a contrary con-
clusion; for 1864 ought 1o have been dryer, and
conrequently wuymer than 1866—n year, by tae
way, eharncterized by s disastrous drought in
putumn,

Auericay Ruvnemew's Leasvr.—The various
rifle olubs and nsgooistions of the United States
have fermed o general organization, with the
purpose of stimulating a (riendly intercourse
among members of rifle practising socicties, in
coluvaring fhe art of rifle shooting, and in dis-
fusing n knowledge of tho use o! firearms gene-
rally amopg the nation, similnr to the organiza-
tlons of Germany and Switzerland at the annual
eatherings of which tens of thousaads of the
best marksmen ol the world congregate for the
purpose destgnated.
