The Deiroit and Milnankees Depot in
Baips—-A BSivamer Buorsed o the
Waten's BEdge—appalling Loss of Life—A
Whole Famsenger Trainm Denatroyed-—
Immenss Loss of Property—Oxiginm of
the Fire, Eio.

From the Detross Free Press, April 7,

The alarm was tirst piven about 10 o'clock, by
{he henvy whistle 01 a steamboat souncing fire |
fire | trel which was immedintely fullowed by
the bells of the o ty, and the lurid flames, at the
samo time, shooting high 1ato the air, dghted
the strecis for sgoares moond, snd brovght the
sloamere to the spot,  The streets in the vicinity
were mesptime slling up with dense crowds ol

eople, atirncled by the magnitude of the con-
El ralion

Huge, lurld flames, jorking nnd branching
out In all directions, shot upward, wrapping
the rsurrounding budldings In their terrible em-
brace, then rothing and roanog like some
gigantio Uyelovean loree, trom which o dense
volume ol gmoke rolled off, gemmed and spark-
ling with cinders auo embers of the combustible
mnterinls 1ed upon, Sreams of water wenr
poured into the burnivg ple, but without per-
ceptible etiect lor some minates, sud attuntion,
in the meantime, was called 1o the necessity ol
savine the adjacent bulldings on Alwatar ol root,
the eutire row ol hooses between Brush sund
Baubien etroots belog saved with dilflculty.

OURIGIN OF TN FIRE,

The most contradictory rumors are allont ns
to the uriginof toe disgster,  From s statemend
mude o« our feporter by one ol the workmen
on bosrd the Windsor, we believe the following
to be the roal fnets. Tul: workmaen saetes tha
he wae i the treaght depot ot the Detyolt and
Milwasukee Ralirond, taiuge & drink ol waler,
when be henrd some hing hke sn explosion
behind  Lim, Tvrring wround (o secortmim ita
menning, be saw that ol or same other Hgubd
materinl wag oomupe lromn & barrel or cusk, wnl
wis on fire. He went on board the boat, wud
gsoon alterwards beard vue startling ery or “hre!
nngime throoghont the ength and breaath ot
the dopot.

BAPIDITY OF THE SPLEADING FLAMEA,

Ho rupidly did the terrible clemont spread that
nimost the entive length of the oot depol
along the dock wns on tre betore the engines
were tairvly on the ground und st work, and irom
the Hrst b wis seen that the mwost that conld b
done was te contne the are to the depot build:
ings, and this wos done withh the aroatest doati
culty uud most heroie exeroons on the part ol
the Brewen, It secmed 8t one bme thet the
lurge brick bullding contalume the Buperinten
dent’s and other uitices might be suyved, bat
when the roor of the sdjoinimg buildings fell, in
addmg resh juel 10 the gery inrnueo below,
with the dripping piteh and cement ol the root-
ing composition, which, dropning in hot globes
of fire, speend nod expanded wto tongues ol fire
und voluwes ol flame that devoored all baforo
it, and overcame the eilaits of three stosmaors in
full pliy upoen and
abiandoned,

DURNING OF THE PARSSENGER THAIN,

The mpeht express on the Dotroit and Mils
wiukie rond had been “maae up,” and whs wisit-
ing in the aepot 1or the engine. Toere were two
pusgenger conches, a sleeping car and bacgage
ear ingde the bumilding, The sleepimg onr wins

artly occupied by pussengers, some of whom

vd retired o thewr berths, When the startling
plarm that the depot wis on Gre wis given, the
wildest coneteruution prevatled on board tho
train. A wan rushéd throngih the ears arousing
the sleepers, all of whom made o rush for the
doors, puthing nnd jemming, shrickipe apd
cursing, the stronger overcoming the wesker
and trampling them noder toot, Those in the
gleeping car pushed forwand to the lorwurd conch,
where they woere met by those in \he laiter
going the opposite way, Meantime the flumes,
hke u 1bhovsand hissing sorpents, were coll-
g their way aronnd the rool and rafters, lok-
ing they way smong posts and pillars, sed en.
veloping the doomed train within their tlery
folds, Dense volumes ol smoke rolled throuen
the uvenues, and, with ther demon sleter, tire,
presented a irighittul picture of hnpending doom
1o the nantic crosd struggling for egress
through the narrow apertures of gacape, Muny
rushed to their nes stuncee, nod as 1ast a5 one or
mora emerged, thoy were foreibly thrown from
the plutforms to make way for those tollowing
close bebind. The flames cawe crackling on,
sud soon the rear end of the sleeping ear took
fire, while severnl passcogers were vet lnside,
begging wod  implormg 1oy side The wine
dows were smashed in, swnd one or two
rescued  through the opening  thus  made,
but 1the papudity with wnich  the flames
advanced drove awavy  all furlber neajst-
ance, and it 4= tearcd that several verished, 1L
i4 nlwost ceruin that oue poor old mun, infirm
with vears and sickness, and another, whom
Heaven forgive, wis in o beastly state of intoxl-
cutlen, perisbed o the dumes.  Whether there
were others lost cannot as yel be ascertainad,
ak, m the trpht and confosion sng hurry to
escape, but little nttention was pawd one snother.

Wea have every roason now to believe that our
firat estimute ot the loss of Jite during the awiul
disastrr was much below the termble reality,
On bonrd the pusscuger irsin, which was burned
on the Detvoit and Milwsokee side, it is feared
1hut more thun one has perished, but beyond a
deep suspicion, bused on sllending clreumstan.
ces, we have no mesns of drriving st the renl
troth, It s not known whether the two per
sons previously mentioned were resoucd or not,
and o the sbsence of bhaving any proot that
they lett the esr unalded,  the conclusion must,
though reluctantly, be drawn thut they wore
Jost. Ome pgentleman  wns  seel 10 rush
bick to the burning tramn In search of his
son, und althovgh he was looked for until the
fervent hent drove hack the crowd which én
deavored to detaln him, be was not seen again,
He may, however, have cscaped ot the eastern
end o1 the depat, sud been Illbl in the crowd,
It 15 reported thut o merchunt irom Kent county,
namaed Dy M, Gardoer, who had beea in the oty
purchasing goods, and returned to the tram und
took a sleepive biren, 18 missing, There wore
gevornl wen o the depot when the tre sur
rounded it, but whether they perished or
escaped time alwe will reveal,

THH LOBS ON THE " WINDsOR,"

The appalling lo-s of lW'e among the ovew and
worknen emploved on board the Windaor s be-
yond comprehension. Admitting that the Anmes
sprend with the rapidity of the nghiming's lush,
it wonld seem that when all hope of eseape
through the depot was cut off, rome ove of Lhe
thirty 1o forty on board would have discovered
thut aniy u shighe resistante obstrocied @ pagsass
from the dock Lo the yard below the depot, or
that the idea would bave sugeested itsell when
the vessel took fire to cnt her loose from her moor-
ings und drift her out of reach of the burniog
nle. But the men appeared to be perfectly para.

yzed, Many ol themn seemed to thiug that thelr
oom was settled, and dare npot vengure to fude
the doneer, Theonly one on board who exhibited
anything like coolness or bravery was My, .
Firby, mate, who bad been left in charge of the
boat, When the alerm was first given he went
ashore to discoaver the cause, but betore reach-
ing the spot the explosion took place, sud e,
with the others, was driven on bowrd again,
the forked tongue ot the devouring element ol
lowing close at thewr heels, und seming the bont
almost before Mr, Firby had sounded the alarm
to casl off the lines, arepted suoh a panio
smong the tarrorstricken workmen that they
beenme powerless 1o help themwelyes, or obey
the orders delivered to them., The woodiwork
of the bost being as dry as tinder, was soon a
mask of lumes on the port side, and little or no
effoll belng made to slay their progress, the
dopmed men were driven to the opposite sido
foot by foot by the relentless enemy until thale
their faces aud hands
began to blister. It was then only that they

plungedsinto the water, very many of them to
meet quite se cortain but less terrible fte, The
most urgent appesls were made by the mate
w thom 10 keep cool, but ss well might
ho have wsttempted to quiet the romnng
finmes with s thunble full of wator,, B8ome of
e orew, who were scleop on the bo waore
aroused 100 Iate to reach the deck, and more
than one man was seen to stagper wildly 1o
