To the Edi'or of the N, Y. 1vibune,

Siri=I think [ know the feclings and wishes of the
E«mnlu ol South Curolna as well us auy one in tae
fate. Ny recent posi ion asgProvisional Governor
brought men contact with all the prominent and
wnduential men ol the State, and I have no hesits-
fion in saymg, as an old Union man, whose political
life has been spent yn detense of the Federsl Union,
that they are now all sincere y and traly 1o, al to the
United States, and will faichifully sustmn and defond
the Government.  This your resders do not belioye,
and have no vight to believe, from thy gross misre.
presentations whioh are consiantly made to thow py
cotton agents and other empioyes of the Government
in the Southern States. All hope or expeo'ntion of
living sepnratoly from the North was given np with
the surender of thie Southiern srmy ; and tone peop e
are anxious to renew owco more t‘mir gocwl, eom-
mercial, aud politioal relations with the North,
1 stare what | know to be the fact, chat there is no
feeling of unkinduness on the part of the former
slavesowners towards their freedmen. On the eon-
friry, there is an earnest disposition, almost uuiver-
*kl pmong them, to vrotect nud assist thor former
flaves. This they would do more cheerfully and
more ofdeo'ually if the Freedmoen's Burean did not
ioterpose und mssumo the guardigoship of these
Ireed men. o
The wnegro bas recelved muoch more abuse
and sutfered much greater wrongs at  the
bands of the Feacral troops in this sootion
of 1he coustry than from lus former owner.
Ihe other nieht, 8 negro man was murcered
fn eola blood by & drunken soldier near this place.
1he soidier has been sent off, and no turther notios
taken of the murder, The garrisen, at this plaea,
have boen in the habit of knoeging down and kick-
Ing off the sidewalks all the negroos they met of
mgats in the sireets!
No one blumes the North for wishing to proteect
the negro m the enjovment of lile, liberty, and pro
perty. Ihis has elready boen done in mostof (he
Ht.ul?h{-.ru States by law. In SBouth Carolina, heis
allowed to sue and bo sped, to give lus lestimony in
our Courts, herit and purchase property, sell and
devise 1he came. He 18 allowed to make contraos,
owu real estufe and be educated, The youne nesroes
who ure apprevficed are requ ¢ d to be sent to sehool,
if thore be anv school in the ueighborhood, by their
westers.  Pretiy much atll that the Civil Rights bil
proposcs hins been done by the Stawe, except making
them o tizens of the State Thero nre very few
offenses 1 our ennunal codo which do uot apply to
the while man as well g the negro,
You say that I mmn mistaken in my nssertion that
tue tierro does not want the right ol suffrage, and in
order to show my mistnké yon say, ‘I beg leave to
remiud you that the laws of most Southern states
allow negro testtmony te be taken in fsspes to which
thoy are partics and on this point they aro at least
one thousand fo one apainst you.” I do not com-
prelicnd y our reasomng, It doos not follow that,
beenuse n negro g sllowed 1o glve testumony, that
therefore ho desires to vote, I am confident there 18
not one negro in one hundred who wou d care 1o
vote, or would vote. in any o/¢oton, If not promoted
to do wo by his emplovor. Then bhe wouw d aiways
vote ag direoted by his cmployer., This won'd b:
glving uodue mfluence to wesith, snd estab shing
nn odious po iteal arstooracy, which would des.roy
or swallow up all tho political influgnes ef the poor
w hite men

That the employe will vote as his omplover wishes
is proven by all experience, In manufaoturing come
panics, the operatives are geuerally Wiigs or Domo-
orats, accordine to the polltics of the owners of tae
establisimont. How much more s this likely 1o be
the ¢ase with ignorant negroes, who are ineapable of
comprebendng avy political question? 1o several
ot the bouthern States, iree novrocs were formeriy
entitled to vote, but they n ver thonglit of exerols-
g this priviiege, un ess prged to do so by some
white person.
