Vit ress wos informed that her sister had just
le i Miss Erbart then stepped around the corner
and found her slster in conversasilion with a
neighbor, Haying finished shopping, she re-
turned to find the house on fire, Henry Hilbert
testitied that the kev of Mrs, Mathers' resi.
dence was left ot his dwelling by the defendant
who did not remnin many minutes, but stute
thut he wis in o burry, and then went away.
Not many minutes elapsed belore the mlarm of
fire was given. Mr. Henry Mathers testified that
Charles ﬁiver.l with him for about twenty-two
weeks; that he was a carpet-weaver, but re-
cently had been ont of wgrk: the prisoner told
witvess on Bunday last™ that he was out of
money. The prisoner was committed for trinl,

Betore Alderman Lutz, yesterday, a tinal hear
g was had In the prosecution srowing out of
the riot, on Sunday stteimoon, nesr Ninth and
Cantwell streete, which resulted in the shooting
of Joseph Steele, n smnll hoy, as alleged, by Mr
Cook.
