of this morning gives 1 bo loilowing account:
About a week ago 11. L fcoago, assistant editor

of the Atlanta Era, arrived in this city, aud took a
room in the tif h story ot the Southern Hotel. He
appeared quite melancholy, and had but little to say
to any one about the hotel. On luursday bi Is
were sent to the office from an apothecary tor one
ounce of morphine and three prescript ions oompcsd
of morphine aud chloroform. Tbe las: seen oi him
was on Friday night. At two o'clock Sunday, his
room was entered through the transom, and bis dead
body found lying on the bed. Coroner O'Keil.ey
was summoned, and an inquo't wa held.

Seveial letters written by the deceased a short
lime before his doath were found on the table, show-
ing that he had taken bis own lite. No money was
found among bis etlbcts, nor bad he depo ilea any
at iho otlice oi the hotel. Ho v. as about tuirty years
oi age. The loilowing are copies of the letters
written In pencil, the last being almost illegible:

At last I got
away to that chalk-pi- t, and there, forcinz myself
to read the letter, I lound tbat my lorebodings
hod been too true it was the announcement
that he was gone."

An Actress Cultivating Oysters. Soon
after the death of tho celebrated IUchel (says
the Fait Mall Gazette), her sister, Sarah Felix,
abandoned the ttage and betook herself to oys-
ter breeding on the shores ot Mount St. Michael's
bay, in Lower Normandy, where for some years
pat she has successfully directed an extensive
pare aux huilren. But the oyster pest by which
the ( ancale district has been attacked has de-
populated her beds, and she is now forced to
make fresh exertions in order to obtain a liveli-
hood. So 8llP has obtained from tho Profppt nf
La Maiiehe the concession of a fresh bd known
as j.e lianc des icndns, near Kegneville, on
which she proposes to acclimatize the American
oyster, a delicacy hitherto unknown to Euro-peo- n

gastronomy.

Emigration from Ireland in 1805. From a
statistical report iust issued under the authority
of the Ii ish Reciptrar-Genera- i, it appears that
the cmigiation from Ireland during the year
1H05 was 101,4n7, rather a less number tbat In
1804. A great increase, however, took place
during the last three months of 1865 as com-
pared with 1804, and this Increase has extended
into the present vear. The Registrar's returns
are produced in a very leisurely manner, and in
April, 1800, we have only the figures for the
quaiter endine December, 1865, but, it is under-
stood that the emigration tor tho past three
months has betn at the rate ot 14,000 per month.
It is esiimatcd that the Irish population de-
creased lurlher last year to the number of 60,000,
whieh would leave the total about 6,600,000.

The Arizona Massacre. A letter sirrnprl hv
Charles Hamilton, and dated at William's Fork,
Arizona, April 30, seems to confirm the massacre
at Fort Goodwin. He states that tbe attack
occurred ten days previously, and that of two
companies of regulars, third battalion, 14th
Regiment, consisting ot one hundred men. only
seven escaped. The remainder were wounded
and scalped. The Apaches reaped a rich har-
vest, carrviner off arms, ammunition, commis
sary stores, etc. A number of supposed friendly
Indians weie admitted into the fort, and sur-
prised the garrison. On the contrary, despatches
received in San Fraocisco from General Mason
fay that the report of the massacre is without
foundation.
