The Conventioj reassembled for business at 6

o'clock. tThe rell of members abont at the opr-ntni- r

el the Convention beinjc called, a number ot
clerical and lay deputies appeared and took
their Beats.

The minutes of Tuesday's session were read,
and by unanimous couscnt, the following re-
port was read and directed to be entered on the

! minute of the first day's scHrlon:
Tbe committee to whom wan referred the duty

of preparing an approptiate record of the death
ol our late revvrcd Diocesan, recognize the
propriety of placlrir such a document in theforepart of our proccelinir. At the first session
of the Convention, and on the first day of that
session which wa cony'ied after his death.ltIs mete and rlaht that before its members ad-
dress themselves to thei? duties they should
stand together around Hie tomb ol tholr vent-rate- d

father in God. and recall his virtues andspeak forth their filial pral ?s;Jand In view of hi
example ot calm, esrnear, cleepless couwerationto his God and Saviour, and In solemn realiaa-tio- n

ot the truth that the nisht cometh in which
no work can be done, dedicate themselves anew
to God, and resolve to follow him its he followed
Christ. The lapt e of time does but enhance our
estimate of his singularly pure and wUo and
lofty character, and we seem by bolnir removed
from it a littio space, tho more perlocily and tna better light, to see its Just proportions and Its
simple maesty. Now that we know him no
wore after the flesh, his soul seems to have
come forth unveiled to our apprehension, and
we see that there was moro reason than we
knew when he was living, to love and revere
him as we did.

The history, civil nnd cclesiustical, of thecountry will enter his name upon her scrolls of
honor as a Christian scholar, abreast with the
foremost mt-- of tne age in nich intelligence
and jrenoral culture; as a Christian patriot,
distinctively and enthusiastically American andrepublican in tastes and pnnciplos; as a Chris-
tian Philanthropist, with sympathies as wide a
human suffering; as a theoloffiau, large withoutlaxity, and comprehensive without ind flerence,
and as an administrator of goreral institutions
and diocesan Interests, of unsurpassed enerey,
skill, and wisdom. But we, here and now. can
think of him only, or chiefly, as our veneratedlather, our wise counsellor, our eentle monitor,our sympathizing lnend.

It the records of his personal kindness to bis
clerpy, which are now anions; their most valued
treasures, could be here brought forth and read;il hiB lender sympathy with them in personal
sorrows, his affectionate warnings to those who
are burdened with many labors to spare them-
selves, written In moments caught from toils
by which tis own lite waB exhausted aud con-
sumed, and his faithful fatherly admonitions
when they were ne ded if these precious
records could be produced, then would it, be
seen how out ol the strong came lorth sweetness,
and then would this Convention be sutfused anew
with a elow ot gratitude that he was once with
us, and with sorrow that he 1 here no more.

The committee, by the direction that they
shall prepare an "appropriate record of thedeath of our late revered Dioceau," do not un-
derstand that the task is imposed upon them ot
attempting to give a full expression of the feel-
ings of the diocese, or of presentlner an adequate
estimate of the character ot their late beloved
and venerated Bkhop.

This task, from which, under any circum-
stances, thev would shrink,' and which it would
be impossible for them in the limited lime allot-
ted to them to undertake, was well performed
upon the occasion of the impressive funeral ser-
vices of the Bishop, and by the subsequent me-
morial discourses of his successor.

They feel that the duty required of them con-
templates no more than the expression by tne
Convention, as the repieseurative of the Church
in this Diocese, of its profound reverence for thempmnrv of thpir Hpnnrtjrl ttichnn mA nf
purpose, by the grace of God, to emulate his
zeal for Chi 1st and his Church, and to imitate
his graces, and to follow his paternal teachings
and admonitions. In accordance with this viewof the dutie assiened to them, they beg leave
to present the lollowingresolutious: j

Resolved, 1 bat this Convention on this, its firstgathering since the death of the venerated Bishop ot
the Diocese, desire to place on record the emphatic
expression ot its high estimate of his character audworth as a man, a citizen, a Cnnstian, and a KisIiod,
its prolonnd eratiiude to God for his loue--, poacetul,
prosperous Episcopate, and of its eieoo aua reverentsorrow that we rha l see his face no more.

Resolved, J hat we tender anew to the tamilv of ourdeparted Bishop the expression of our runewed sym-
pathy with them in toirow tor a loss the magnitude
cf which, as time does lh more reveal, so doos it themore present consolation in the contemplation of a
lite so nobly spent, and of a death so surroundedwith Christian reverence and afleotion.

Jiesotveti, That we extend to our present beloved
anil honored Diocesan the expression ot our hlph
and amtolul appreciation of the energy and zeal
with which he entered u on the enormous dutieswhich the undivided Episcopate devolved upon him:our deep sympathy wrh him in the loss ot hoalth,
w hica has ensued from these labors in behalf of thetLterests of the Diocese; our assurance that our
hearts are w tb blm in his enforced abs uce from his
home and Diooese and coumrv, and that our earnestprayer asceuds tor his complete restoration, and our

fl'ectionate colicitade that he should not allow hisaaxiety for the welfare ot the Diocese to hasten theresumption ot his arduous duties until such time as
be shall leel tully equal to their discharge.

I have horototore been called uoon to express an
opinion upon tho questions thus presouted, and
mice the recript ot your lavor I nave reconsidered
the subject with omo cam.

The result ot my reflect on upon the law is thatthe Legislature, in no statute to which mv at:eu-tio-

has been called, gives to any commit.ee of
Couiicils the power to enlorce obedience to a
subpoena by attachment, or to commit for contempt,

nd that conscqueully your Committee are withoutremedy in the case presented in your letter.It may he suarireslod that this view practically ts

the object of the law, and that the greater the
fraud in any supp ised oase tbe less vould be theopportunity ot a chance of investigation. This is'
much to be deplored; but on tne other hand it is
to be remembered that the power to at'ach and to
commit means to imprison, perhaps indcfiuitely,
and 1 know of no cosu in which it can be lawiuhy
exercised wiihoui an express rant ot authority.
