The pppck of war which a few weeks aco
Arose (rom tue paltry Germnn quarrel over the
DaDieh duchies haa grown lito heavy atid
portentous cloud, overshadowing tne whole
European continent. From the Bay of Biscay
to the Black Sea there Is a general mustering

the nations for war. The news by the Cuba
is positively startling. Thus it appears that
"the whole Prussian army. In great bodies of
troops, is masked alone the frontiers;" that
"Austria Is brtnginar into the field every man
she can raise, and the whole nation is panting
ter war;" that Italy is all ablae with her pre-
parations ior battle; that all the German States
are arming; that rumors wern pievalent at
Vienna that Russia had caueht the contagion,
and was preparing lor a haud in the expected
struggle; and that even the Sultan had taken
the alarm, und that the army of Turkey was to
be raised to its full strength.

There appeared to be no hopes of a European
Congrtss, and no sis ns of mediation. On the
contrary, Napoleon had made "a significant
speech at Auxerre. in which he said he detested
the treaties of 1816" the treaties under which
(ranee was humiliated and razeed by the Holy
Alliance. The attitude of France wa-.- , from
recent accouuts, that of perfect irecdoiu in this
existing continental imbroglio. In this speech
t Auxerre, however, Napoleon withdraws the

veil. Tue treaties ol 1813 abolished the empir
of Napoleon the Flist, and wiped out his
bonndanes, in a reconstruction of the map o
France Bnd ot Europe; and now Napoleou the
Third gives the solemn warning that he det"8ts
thoe treaties. It means that ontot the pre-
sent difiiculties between his German and Italian
neighbors he it.tei.ds a comprehensive abroga-
tion ot those treaties of 1815, as the sacred duty
ol the nephew ot the imperial memory of his
uncle. It is a Napoleonic idea, which means a
general shaking up once more by the Emperor
ol the Kings ami Kaisers of Europe. U lueans
A general European war, and perhaps another
Holy Alliance.

But what are these difficulties which threaten
so imminently this expected embroilment of ihe
whole continent? They have pruwn out of that
robber's quarrel botween 1'iussia and Austria
over those Danish duchies. Wrested from Den-
mark by an unholy iillianco, Prussia claims the
spoils and Austria resents the outrage. They
both proceed to arm lor war. Young Italy, im-
patiently watching for her chance to pounce
upon Venrtia, believes that tbe hour is at hand,
and proceeds to buckle on her armor, by land
and sea. And here is the danger. Austria and
Prussia, if lelt to themselves, would probably
bluster and persist in the game of liiifhtening
each other till both would be ready for a com-
promise. But the Italians are in earnest, and
from the important fact that Napoleon no .oncer
restrains them, we are free to inter that the v feel
sure of his support. His nt Auxerre, like
his briet New ear's rebuit of 1859 to the Au-
strian Ambassador, is tantamount to a declara-
tion ot war.

Mexico, as an equivalent to the House of
Hapsburg for Venetia, has failed. Napoleon has,
therefore, lound it necessary and expedient to
put an end to his dubious diplomacy with Aus-
tria. He resumes his original role, where it was
suspended at the peace of Villafranca, and the
arming ol' Italy is the reopening of the drama.
We apprehend, from Napoleon's ominous
speech, that in the proeent posture of these Eu-
ropean complications a continental war can be
prevented only by the speedy interposition of
England and EuEsiu in behalf of peace. But as
England may prerer the commercial monopolies
of a neutral, and as Ku9sia may prefer h settle-
ment with tne "sick man of Turkey," the proba-
bilities, as they now appear, are decidedly in
jovvi vi a Ki'uuiui CiUiupeuu war.

The Panic Means M ar.

Buch is the judgment of the more intelligent
classes throughout Europe. They have all but
unanimously concluded that Prussia and Italy
are leagued to attack Austria, and thatNapoleon
is secretly backing them. What was before sus-
picious became conviction when the telegraph,
on the 7th Inst., startled cabinets and shattered
credit by flashing abroad the speech made on
the 6th by Napoleon to the Mayor of Auxerre, in
response to a complimentary address. Its text
is as follows:

"I see with pleasure that the memory of the First
Empire lias not been eilaced troin your minds, Be-
lieve me, lor my own part, I have Inhorited the feel-
ings entertained bv the chiet ot in lamilv lor thisenergetic and patriotic population, who sustained
tbe .Emperor in pood as in evil fortuio I have a
debt of tra'.tude to discharge towards Yonno. I his
department was the flr.t to (five me its so Urates iu
1848, because jt knew, wita the majority of theFrench people, that its interests were my int icstH,
and that 1 detested equally with them those troaues
ot 1816 which it is now sought to make the sole
baBis of our foreign policy. 1 thank vou lor the sen-- ti

menu on have expressed toward mr. Among
you 1 I real lie Ireely, ior it is anion g the working'popu ation, both in town and country, that I find
tbe real genius of France "

There U no mistaking this language. If a
great war is not at hand, its author will evi-
dent lv be sorely disappointed. Hence every Stock
Exchange in Europe has the bl.nd staggers:
hence the f toppoge of payment by such eiguntic
and hitherto suliu concerns as Peio At betts, rail-
way kings and Overend.Gurney&Co., bankers;
beuce the increase of the rate ol interest oy th
Bank of England to the extraordinary figure of
ten per cent. Jleuutinic, Europe arms, from
Messina to the Vistula, from the British Chan-
nel to tho Dardanelles; hence the universal and
just apprehension of a war as ettrautic a9 and
more costly than that which hurled back thefirst Napoleon from Moscow to Elba.

There Is hardly a chance that peace can be
preserved. Each ot the prospective bell igerents
charges the other with the acorressive intent
which each disclaims; each savs it will not attak;yet each goes on arming to '

the teeth, though
Austria and Italy are vittually bankrupt, and thePrussian King and his Minister know that they
can only plunge their country into a needless
war in defiance of their people'a wishes and pro-
tests. Yet it is plain that, if war were not in-
tended, such enormous ruinous expenses of pr-
obation for it would not have been inonrrcd; so
all, sadly or look confidently lor war.

We shall now have a chance to return somo
of the lectures read us by our European moni-tors some two or three years aeo, and to re-
purchase some of tbe bonds they bought of us
(at very low figures) in our extremity, With
economy, industry, and a good tariff, we may
ride out the storm just bursting, unharmed and
unshaken,

Foreign Wats and Home Republicanism.

A sober and temperate review of European
affairs exhibits the probability of an approach-
ing war upon that continent, in which all the
leading nationalities will be compelled to take
part. It Is indisputable that the European
masses, and especially 4 those identified with
Germanic interests, are in a state of exaltation
that threatens to precipitate convulsion. The
attempt to assassinate the Count Bismark de-
monstrates the existence of a popular sentimentIntensely hostile to the policy of Eussia, as it is
proven and acknowledged that the would-b- e

asssstin was the representative of a partisan
sentiment, and acted as the accepted execu-
tioner of the will of a party In the interest of a
political movement. The speech of Napoleon
at Auxerre, on the 6th instant, suggesta an in-
clination on the part of tbe Imperial intriguer
to witness tbe kindling ol' this warlike faul into

a general flame; and he Is, perhaps, right In
supposing thnt the safety ol his dynasty depends
rpon the present exercise ot the vast military
power of bis empire, in a warol nations that will
fiive France an opportunity to forget all local
causes of disturbance in the gratification of the
national ambition for military glory.

It our republic were in its natural condition
of republicanism, we could be simplv lookers-o- n

upon this showot crowned combatants; spec-
tators casing irom afar upon the arena where
these foreign gladiators tested their prowess
and wasted their vitality and strength. If we
wond but be true to the principled that have
been our snlegimrdln the midst ot conflicts upon
international ifsiies, if we would but obey the
precepts of Washington, and be guided by the
teachings of Jell'erson and other true apostie
of Democracy, these dissensions abroad would
not occasion a nppie upon the current of our
domestic politics. 1 hey would, on the contrary.
do ot vaiue to us ny Teaching us lessons ot pre
clous significance; for it is bet'er to profit by
the sad experience of others than by our own.
But in the present unsettled ana abnormal con
dition of the republic, there is no telling how
iar we may oe entangled in the complicated web
ot international questions with which Europe is
now perplextd; and in view of the fact that our
country is governed by a ruthless, aspiring, un-
scrupulous, and fanatical faction that would not
hesitate to adopt any measures that promised
their partisan aggrandizement, there is room
for apprehension that we may vet be betrayed
into a partnership in the evils of their European
quarrels.

It is significant that Congress and the Admin-
istration preserve a profound silence in rceard
to nil the issues thut disturb the outside world.
But this reticence must not be accented as a
sign that our Government intends to keep aloot
irom an participation in tne settlement of the
questions involved. When the radicals remain
silent e long upon any subiect of importance,
there is reason to fear that tbey are contemplat-
ing some movement that they know is not In ac
cordance with popular opinion. During the
war, ana w r.cn it was impossiD;e to act in the
premises, thp Federal Congress was very d

unanimous in the expression ol sym- -
nnthv uith tht em an nf ht lUvlnan mm. Mi...
ana very distinctly "resolved" that the United
Mates were hostile to the empire of Mtximilian.
But now that there is no barrier between the
piomisee and their fulfilment, we have no Con-
gressional action nor utterance upon the Mexi
can question.

Dr. Bellows on the President and Congress.
C0NGBI8S TOO BAPICAL TUB PRESIDENT REPRE

SENTING THE MASSK--S OF THB PEOPLK BISK OF
IMPERIALISM IN WASHINGTON.
Dr. Bellows delivered a lecture on the 7th

inst. on the President, Congress, and the
at his church on the Fourth avenue,

giving the results of his observations during a
ten days' visit to the national capital. He said
mat tne popular idea was that Washington was
a sink ot Ininnitv. hut he won hnnno in , iho,
be had found it did not merit that reputation.
It was a church-goin- g city, and
the place of residence of a large number of
sin erior jierBuns leurea navai oincers, men of
luriuue ana uovcrnment oinciais, wno preferred
the quiet dignity ot public employment to the
noisy competition of business or the pro-
fessionsmen of the Charles Lamb stamp,
who prolerred a clerkship for the leisure it
afforded for Referring to the
Senate, he said it was composed ot a noble
body of men, with a few conspicuous excep-
tions, anoi that these were representatives of
the intelligence and opinions of tbe better class
ot Americans more than of the majority of the
people. There were no prominent giants among
them no Websters, Clays, or Calhouns but
there w, re no pigmies. The House of Repre-
sentatives was composed ot men more widely
representative, inferior, on the whole, to the
Senate, bnt still a splendid legislative body.
The lite ot a member of Congress was a busy
one, instead of the idle one some supposed it to
be. borne members bad to keep two ot' more
secretaries to atienu to their correspondence.
This was a war Congress, and it must be excused
tor not correctly estimating the drift of the
popular mind in a state of peace. It had been
accustomed to pess strong measures, and to
pursue an exceptional policy; and it was natural
that it should still cling to power, and strive to
maintain porty supremacy. Congress and the
President were at issue respecting Southern re-
presentation. It was not disposed to admit,
without probation, to the councils ot the nation
those who had but lately been endeavoring to
compass its destruci Ion. Congress was true to
tne principle ot human liberty, but it was in
advance of the people in its reconstruction
policy. It represented the higher intelligence
of the country more than the real popular sen-
timent in its measures. The President,
on the other hand, took the view whichjthe great
mass of the people are disposed to take. He
assumed that tbe Southern States had never
been out ol the Union, and that, therefore, they
couldn't come in again.' He argued that the
war was over, and that all the Si ate were
equally entitled tu representation. The country
must not be checked in its career of progress
by either party or an idea. Ir was to the inte-
rest of the entire nation that there should be
a real as well us a political reunion of the
North and South. The North was even more
anxious lor this, in a commercial point of view,
than the Bouth.- - Hence tbe strength ot the
Prerident's posit on; and notwithstanding his
(in some particulars) retrogressive policy, he
(Dr. Bellows! believed it would prevail over
that of Congress, which was basin? its acta
upon mere principles of right. The rising
eutrgy and impulsive strength of this great and
growing nation could not be stopped or balked.
Mr. Johnson whs a man whom he had found
honest in bis opinions and convictions and act-
ing, he believed, under a strong sense of pub-
lic duty. He Mas a Southern man, and an ex-sla-

owner, and he thought he knew better
than Congics whi.t the South needed, and what
couise it would be best lor the Government to
pursue. He was much maligned by his ene-
mies, and a lake impression bad gone abroad of
the character of bis private lije. He (Dr. Bel-
lows) had fiequett opportunities while in Wash-
ington ol observing, and he had formed tho
opinion thut Mr. Johnson was a very temperate
and well conducted man. He was quaint and
homely in his manner of speaking, with a good
deal ol rough vi-o- r, but withal of not uncomely
presence, and it as Impossible to speak with
him without leelit! confidence in his power and
conscienuousnetH. He thought he was a much
and unricsfivcdlv abused man. There was, he
regretted, a serr oi imperialism springing up atWashington. It was with Mr. Johnson a with
Mr. Lincoln. Cul met meetmes were held sel-
dom and at tneaular intervals; the President
acted ior hln sell, without consultation with his
Cabinet, in In-o- sphere, and the Heads of
Departments were dictators In their own par-
ticular spheres. This was a dangerous feature.
There as t o much ot the one-ma-n power
abont It, and it called for reform. On the whole
Washington was u very pleasant and averagely
moral city. C'orgress was a little too radical
lor tbe people and the times, aul the
sentiment and interests of the nation were with
the President in Ins ideas regarding recon-stiuttio- n.
