Madame Bourganani, who was now aware

exclaimed, “There, take your papers, and
begone,”  Almost inoredible 1o state, the tide of
feeling in the breast of his wife was tarned by
this sudden Involuntury generosity, and giving
back the papers to him, she simply said, “No, |
will not mistrost my husband,” and departed.
Thus did she, for the second tme, of her own
accors become & pauper,

Meantime, while gratifying to the full his lust
for gold, the ltalian lound tiwe for & viler and a
nameless passion. He had wearied of the wite
who, In surrendering her wealth, had, in his
eyes, lost her sole atiesction, sud he determined
to distort tu a toul und dastard purpose the pnce
pure atlection entertuined o1 him by his adopted
grunddanghter Emily, This unfortanate young
lndy possessed o plegsing person, was of medium
hewwht, of a good *figure, with ratoer sharp
feutures, and was quiet and reserved in her
manner, The chiel element in her character
secins to bave been & morbid love {or tue Lalian
adventurer Bourganani; alove more deep than
the passion of many » mature woman: a love at
tirkt sight, which has led to shame, aod will pro-
bably endure till death; alove which in itsell
and its surroundings 1s nol the least wonderful
feature of this remarkable case,

The conduct of Bourganani towards this young
girl, whom he was bound by every maaly tie to
shield, exhibite s picture of moral turpitude
utterly ndescribuble,  He betrayed her by a
long and gradual course of sedaction, and
thoroughly suceeeded in confounding and per-
verting her moral sense, It was an intellectoal
#% well ns o spiritual and phyzical destruction.
And what is the most amazineg of all, 1t has been
yecently nscertiined that the fact of her child’s
roin by the act of her own husband was, for
severnl months previous 1o the denouement,
more than suspected by the unhagpy wife and
mother, What o situation must hawe bheem hers
ull through the weary timeé! The huwwan soul
cnnnot imugine s domestic state more truly hor-
rible. The minute detalls of the Itahan's vil-
lany in this connection are too gross for publi-
cation; they really make one sick o1 city lile and
humwan oature,

The scoundrelism of Bourganani was very
peculiar,  While he hins proved himselt to be ‘s
rukcul on a large seale, he has also committed
crimes of the most petty description. In order
to rulee the muds needed tor his flight with his
victim, he not only robbed his wile of many
thousands of dollars, but secretly sold her silver,
ber pietures, her Kitchen crockery, and similar
comparative triffles. He also robbed his wile
not long ago of some silver spoous, which he dis-
posed of at A pawnbroker's, The spoons were
misseéd by Madame Bourgnnan!, and & detective
was employed, who traced the articles by a
regular sequence from the recoiving ahop to the
handa of Signor Bourganani himselr, who being
thus exposed, like & whipped hound absolutely
begged upon his knees to his wife for mercy. Ix

Commissloper Cooley hus received & communi-
cation from L& Paz, Artzons Territory, dated
April 14, 1866, in which the Superintendent of

their country, killed the man left In camp and
burned the cabin, When this became Lnown st
Hardyville, & settlement about seven miles above
Mojave, & party of armed cliizens sterted out and
killed nine Indians, amo the number the
Chiet of the Hunlspals, Wauba-Tognu, and seve-
ral women and children. Tbe SBuperintendent
thinks it probable now that an aljanes will be
formed between the Huoalapais sad Chimehus-
vos aguinst the whites. Ifthis proves (o be the
case, he states that the whites will be in & dan-
gerous situation, a8 very few troops are in that
viuin.lti. He believes that the only safety for

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The Sudden Death: of
Lieutenant-General
Winfield Scott.

Wesr Porxr, N, Y., May 29.—Lleutenant-Gene
ral Winfield Scott passed calmly out of existence
thie morning at 11'05 o'clock, Aur-
rounded at death by mauy friends, and tha offl
cers and professors of the Military Academy,

He was

Brevet  Lientenant«General  Wintisld

Scotl

Lieutenaut-Genernl Winfiold Scott was born
in Dinwiddie county, near the city of Peters
burg, Virginia, on the 13th of June, 1785,
The place of hig birth s marked by n
stone placed there by his eariy friends, who
bive since all passed away, s uncestors
cmigrated to this country from Seotland in the
enrly portion of the last century, and setiled in
Virginis., Winfield Scott was n self made man,

He was left an orphan, and almost friendloss,
ut the age of seventeen, and foliowing his own
inchinution, addressed himsell at that time to
the study of the law. He made good progress
in his professional studies, and was admitted to
the bar in 1804,

He bad attained a respectakle practice n the
courls of Eastern Virgini, two youars afrer his
admission, when the Government determined to
Inerease the regular army, and young Scott
applied for a commisslon, for which he had
fitted himaelf' by a study of all the books upon
warlare that e could got dossession of,

He passed an exsmination successiully, and
wis 50 gtronely recommended that he was mado
a captain of light artillery, and his commission
bore date of September 15, 1808,

Subsequently the army was re-urganized, and
in 1812, when the United States declared war
againgt England, young Scott was commissioned
Lieutensnt-Colonel of the 24 Artil'ery, and was
at once ordered to the Canadian frontier,

He fought his first pattle al Queenstown,
where he was taken prisoner and conveyed to
Queboee, but an exchange was soon effected, and
he jolned General Dearborn, at Niagarns, who
wiis g0 much pleased with Scott's soldierly bear-
ing and personal bravery, that he made him
Autant-General and Chief of Staf,

Soon after this, Scolt, a3 & volunteer, headed
the storming parties which took Forts George
nnd Erie, In 1814 he was made a brigadier-
general, and fought the famous battles of Chip-
pewn and Lundy's Lane. In the latter he had
his shoulder shatfered by a musket ball, and
had his body plereed by tnother, from the
effects of which wounds bhe never entirely reco-
vered, Itie sald that until recently he conld
draw a piece of #ilk through his body by one ol
the wounds above-maonttoned.

On the signing of the tréaty of peace with
Eneland in 1815, he was offered the portfolio of
Secretary of War, but declined the ofler on
seconnt of his youth., After assisting in re-
ducing the army to 4 peace fooling, General
Beott was sent Lo Europe for the benefit of his
health, at the expense of the Government, with
instruchions to perfect himself in every speoles
of military sclence that might be attainable,

In 1816 he returned to the Unlted States, and
was placed in commnand of the entive geaboar |
delenges, During the same year he visited toe
pluce of his nativity, near Petersburg, Va., and
wooed and won Miss Marla Mayo, daughter o

he Hon, John Mayo, & wealthy and esteomed
resident of Richmond.

In the fall of the year Le setiled in Elizabeth
town, N, J., where he continued to reside for a
space of twenty years (ollowing, It was nt this
period that a difficulty oceurred betweon Gene
ral Scott and Genersl Juckson, which, as is well
known, resulted in a challenge from the latter,

General Scolt refused to aecept the challenge
in such noble and manly terms, that General
Juckson acknowledged himself entirely in the
wrong, and both parties becume nfterwurds
warm personal friends,§

In 1882 Genersl Seott was ordered to the
West to put an end to the Black Hawk war,
which tusk he socomplished to the entire satis-
Inetion of all parties; it was In this war that
the deeply lamentod Lincoln and General B.
D. Buker served as voluntesr soldiers. During
the nultfication excitement In South Csroling
i the latter part of 1852 he was senc to that
State by President Juckson, and succeeded in
completely thwarting the plans of the disunion-
lats, and promptly seized and held the defenses
i Charleston harbor.

In 1886 General Scott was placed in command
of the forces rent to Florida to subdue the Semi-
nole Indwne, under their great chisf Usceolu.
From this bloody field, in 1837, he wius ordered
to the northern frontler of the United States as
pencemaker, where be succerded in bursting up

‘un Rensealear's threatened invaston in Canada,
whieh haa oaused much excltement.

Alber thne Scott superintended the removal of
the Cherokee Indlans to thewr Western home,
uiter which he was recalled to the North, to ast-
tle the English difliculty concerning the Maine
boundary,

In 1841, on the death of Malor-General John
Muacomb, Geners! Wintield Seott assumed entlre
command of the Amerioan sarmy.

Un the 20th duy of Novembar, 1846, he startod
southward to commence his brillignt eampaigns
in Mexico. The battles of Vers Cruz, Cerro
Gordo, Jalapa, Puebla, Contreras, San Auntonio,
t_'un.ruﬁmca. and Molino del Rey, the taking of
the capital of Mexico, and the making of u brouty
ol pesce, followed in rapid syccession. In view
of these magnideent viceories, Congress gave
him & unanimous vote of thanks and ¢ mierred
upon him the rank of Brevet Lisutenant-General,

In 1862 he was nominated by the Whig party
for the Presidency ol the United States, but was
deleated,

His life was spent in quietade up to the break-
ing out of the great notar.lltm;i when he was

called to Washington, snd, fuithiul among the
farthless, with s handful of traapa ho saved the

In 1661 bis extre ne age a 4 failing health
compelled him to retire from metive service,
after meritoriously ss1ving his country for more
than half a X

At this period he tendered his resignation,
which, at the earnest solicitation of his friends,
the late President Lincoln nod the Hon, Bdwin
M, Stanton, he consented to withdraw, and to
retire to private Hie under full pay, anl with
full mnk, crowned with the victor's glorious
lnurels, and blessed with the love und respect of
his lellow eltizens,

Subsequently he visited Borope for the benefit
of his health, but walched the progree of

the war with greal sol cllude, He returned
to New York, and (ben yproceeded

the Gulf of Mexieo, where he spent some
monthe, He was received at Havana with

marked tokens of respeet, and retnrned Inst
year to New York, ahere he met General
Grant, and congratulated him upnn his snccess,

And now, at'er a long lite of ety years, he
has passed to his rewnrd in & better world, Re-
quicseat in pace.
