"H reminded me,' si'.y Mr. Dickens, "that I
had eriven Mr. Seymour more credit than was his
due." "As this letter is to be historical," he
wrote, "1 may as well chiiui what Utile bobags
to me in the master, und that is, the figure of
Pickwick. Seyuuur's first sketch, mude from
the prool of tbe tJrt chapter, was of a iong, thm
man. The preienummortal one h made irom
my de icription ot a friend of mine at Rich-
mond."

I now understand and that Is tbe point I am
trains to get at what has uUays been to uie u
mystery.

Soon after Mr. Dickens' arrival in thlB coun-
try (to which, his "American Notes" to tbe
contrary uotwilhxtaunini;, I wiu he would
como again, ami e.ivc us a course of bis popular
"Ueadiv.t's' ), I had the honor to entiitaiu him
at dinner, wiib other Kt-rur- y anJ hyal eenf le-

mon und ai lists, whom be was delignt.'d
to meet, as they were to honor bim by their
presence.

Among, the quests wps an old friend, whom
we used to de.mnate, among his Intimates, us
'Tickwick.' y. D. D., whos hrik nume was
Samnel, was of the same noble nature a his
immortal prototype, and was almost the exoio's
cojuterpuit ot his pertou. He had a goodly
periphery; Ins limbs si enied to have been
melted auit l iin into bis loor habiliment; his
rr.ild grey eye. beamed through his jioldea
fc'ius?e6; aud all his leatures radiated beuevo-icn- e

and rood tceli-ic- ; insomuch that I could
r.ot ht'p a 'til; K Mr. Du;k.'.s it my Ir.end
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did not remind him of hi world-renowne- crea-
tion.

ol the "Tittlebat Theory."

tirt siieKC-tj- d to Dickens' im.iTination, was in
bis m'mi at the time; and at that early day be
was scarcely able to dissociate 1'ickwlck tram
hi3 "but impression." I could hardly help
thinking, for a long time, that a sly ioke was In
tended; but it struck many of the guests at the
table as a vctitable Idiosyncrasy.

Tbe Feail Fheiiea ol the Persian Golf.
Colonel Felly has made a report to the Govern-

ment ot Bombay on the pearl fisheries ot the
Persian Gulf. He says t

"The pearl oyster beds extend at intervals
almost along the entire length of the Arabian
coast ot the Gulf, Irom a little below the poit of
Koweit to the northward down to the neighbor-
hood of southward. There
are also some beds near Kariack and at other
points on the Pers'an coast line, but tbece latter
ure of comparatively little account, as beiui? far
less extensive, less prolific, and less lucrative.
Tue beds along the Arabian coast are held to bo
the property of the Arabs in common; for in-
stance, an Arab ot Howeit may dive along the
Bahrian or coast, and vice
titrsa. But no person other than the coast
Arab9 i9 considered to have any right ot diving;
and it is probable that any iutrusion on the part
of i'oreigneis would create a general lerment
along tne coast line. The richest banks are
those of the islands of Bahrein. They are found
at all depths Irom a little below hih water
mark down to three, seven, twelve, seventeen,
and eighteen fathoms. It is prooable that there
are beds at a much greater depth: for instance,
if, as is supposed, It ue the tact that there are
bees In the inlets of the Musendoni promontory,
these beds must have a depth of twenty-tw- o or
twenty-fiv- e fathoms.

"It is held as a rule that the lustre of the
pearl depends on the depth ot tbe water the
greater the depth, the liner the lustre. There
does not seem to be any known law governing
the more or less perfect spheiicity of the peari.
The best oyster-bed- s are said to be level, and
formed ot fine whitish sand overlyiuc the coral
in clear water. A mixture ot mud or earthy
substance with the sand is considered to be
detrimental to the pearl, and the beds having
this detect are name to exhaustion, it is to this
cause that the Arab of Bahrein attrtbufe the
exhaustion of the pearl heds on the coast ot
Sciude and Ceylon, whilathe beasof the Per-
sian Gulf, although annually fished from the
earliest historic periods, continue prolific as
evfcr one or two ol tne most recent past years
havinar given a more than usually abundant
return.

"Tbe notion that the Arabs feed their oyster-bed- s

at particular seasons of the year seems to
be eironeous. No care whatever is taken of the
hedi-- . The oysters swell about over the sand or
slightly attach themselves by the hinge to bits
of seaweed or coral, and ere discerned by the
divers Irom their boats in groups below the clear
water. The diving period is from the warm
sprint; in April to the end ot the hot summer
months ol August and 8eptenber. Theie may
be Irom four thousand to five thousand fishing
boats along the entire coast, each bout contain-
ing from ten, twenty, to thiitv-tw- men. Of the
above number of boats some bTicen hundred
may belong to Bahrein. A few of vbtse boatmen
may reap independently tbe fruits ot their own
labois, but th3 great majority are m the bands
of events of pearl merchants, whether Hindoo
or other, who reside in the towns of the littoral.
Iheseajcuts make advances of money to the
aivc-r- s auriDg the non-divin- g season, and when
tbe spring comes on the boats are supplied w Uh
so many days' dates, rice, and other provisions,
and start away lor the bunks, returning as pro-
visions fail, or weather compels. Hundreds of
boats may be seen anchored at a time on the
banks.

"As a rule, the divine may be lu water of four
to seven fathoms in depth. Fiftcun fathoms a
diving is considered extremely prejudicial to lon-
gevity, and occasionally proves fatal. In any
case, the crew is told oh into divers and rone- -

holders, aud the former diving, while the lutter
keep the boat and stand by to haul the diver up
facti uiver nps nis comranc tor tna purnose.
The diver strips, closes his nostrils with horned
pincers, has a rope attached to h's girdle, and a
stone or other wemht to his feet Ho then drops
overboard feet toremoat, una!, on reaching the
bottom, collect h;s oysters, tint11, he can no
loncer remain telow, when bepullsatthe3triLsr,
lets no the stone weight, and is baulci on board
by bis comrade. The stone weight is attached
to a second rope, by wtich it is afterwards
hauled up. The oysters are collected into a bus;
or other receptacle attached to tnu diver's chest
and waist.

"The annual product of the pparl fisheries is
assumed to be as follows: Out-tur- n of the Bah-
rein pearl divers, twenty lacs of rupees, or
i200,(;OU; out-tur- n ot the di vera from the Arab
littoral of the Persian Gulf ot her than Bahrein,
twenty lacs of rupees, or 2CU,0l)0; total, 400,000.
Tbe treat bulk of the best pearls is sent to the
liombay market, where, during the shire mania,
fancy prices were fciven for good pearls. A
large number of peariB are sent towards Bardad.
As a rule, tho Bomb.iv market prefers the pearl
ot yellowi-- h hue and perfect sphericity, while
the Bairdad market prefers the white peiul.
The small seed pearls go principally to Bagdad
aUo."
