DIFFICULTIES ATTESDING AN ITALIAN INVASION OF

VENETIA—ETRENGIH OF THE QUAI RILATERAL,

SBomo papers have expressed an opinon that an
Italinn army may, with a falr ehanee of sucooss,
-attempt -the conquest of the Austro-Venetinn pro-
vinovs, are, however, groat difficvitios 1o be
evercume by an Italian invadimg army, The Minolo
must first be erossed. That river is foriy mi'es long,
fiom Lako Garda, whence it derives ite source, to
Governolo, where it falls into the Po. mnd It s
thronghout sufficiently deep to present a sorlous
obsinele to'an myading army,

An army aitempling to cross the Minoo wonld
find itsolt botwoon tso formidable fortresses, Man-
fum on s rght, avd Peschisora on its left,  Cheso two
forirestesare not more roan twenty miles distant
trom eneh o*her. FPeschiera, ritunted norli-north-
west of Maniua, and a httle more than a mile from
Verona, reats on Lakte Garda, of whaeh 1t oceuples
the sonthern extremity at the source of the Minein,
The poprlation is not more than 8050 and the tortfl-
cabons are not extensive, but there s o vast o
trenched eamp elose to the to vo, eapable of acocom-
modating 16 000 troops.

It would be impos<iple to attack Peschiera with
any ehance ol success on the side of Lake Garda,
Any vessel attempting to sporonch would be de-
stroyed by the guos of tho tort, and the Austrians,
are moreover, masters of Lake Garda, A narrow
paved road, defended by two fetesli-pont sorves ns
& communication between the intrenohed eamp and
tho town, The cnmp commands Pesohiera and the
entire p'aln srouno it, and would render the town
untenable were it captured, 1 has been eompared
to the bastion Malakoff ut Sebastopol

Peschiera in the weakesr of tho four fortrenses
which eonstite e the Quadri’steral, Mantua is mtao-
ated om an inland to the sovtheast of Pesoniern. It
con'ains & popu.ation of 300 0 and a garrison ol
40,000, 1tis ponneoted with the land oy five pavad
roaas, do'ended by three trors ol guns, 1t can omy
be captured by a reguiar slege, A besleging army
would be Inoessantly exposed to the attacks of the
Austrian garmy. Vanquished, It wounld be destroved ;
vietorious, the enemy might rotieat to Verona, Pes-
‘@hiera, or chmmo

Buppose an tnvading army in possession of Pos-
ohiers and Manlua, ot wou'd bave the line ol the
Adige to foree. Al the north i Verona, the key of
the Frioul and the Tyrol, Verona is a oity o1 60 000
imhabitants, and is divided into two paris by the
Adigo, and ls stronglv fortified. Porto Leguano i1s
twenty-flve miles sou'heast of Veronn It containg
only 8000 inbabitants, but its fortiflentions nre more
extonsive than the town.

Two detached forts, a trigle wall with bastions,
and Lwo tefes duspont, present & tormidable defonse,
The approanches to the town may be comploely
ﬂoodus by the wators ot rthe Adige. Vorona is
pinced in communieation with Legnano by a road
protected by a line of batteries, Tho garison of Lo

o may send n reioforoement to Mantus and to
