THE CIHHOLERA.

— - ——

A Fatal Case in New York—The Discase
nt usvantine.

The indications of an avproaching epidemie,
for which the Board of Health preparcd itsell
some time since, with the extaordinary power
greuted by the proctnmation of impending pes-
tilence, issued by them and Governor Fenion
jointly, are beeoming dally more and more ap-
parent. The scattering cases of cholera that
ocourred last weeky seem likely to be repeated
duringe (he present week, as harbingers of those
that will follow, unleas & vigld quarantine and
the most thoroogh clewnsing rob the disease of
its virulence and its victims,

As the ses=zon progresses and the hentsd term
draws near, cases such asj those already reported
will naturally cccur more treguently: and as
every one demands immediate attention from
the Board ot Health, under whose direction dis-
infection must take place in wany instances, if
at all, It Is more than probable fhat body will
tike such measures a< will keep one of s em-
ployes or officors on doty during those hours in
which the ofiice bas herctofore been closed, so
thaoits ald will be s readily available during
the night and Sundey as at any other time, At
all events, this would be a wise precaution, and
one that would undoubtedly have a beneficial
result in the event ol an epidemie.

On Mon-
day wornice she was attackad with a painless
dlwrlica, which passed through the regular
stages to uncontroiied rice-water or albuminous
digcharges, muscular cramps, and collapse, The
patient bnd the best of medical treatment, but
only gurvived the attack thirtysix hours, dying
on Tuczany night,

model of cleanliness and hygieaie care, so that
the cuuse of the disease must be sought in
gsome nther place, The residence of her aister,
i Willett, etreet, 18 in one ot those orercmwdﬂi
districts so numervus east of Filth avenue, and
is eurrounded by all the accumulations of
filth which are almosl inevitable where tamilies
are hinddled together in tenanl-novses. People
g0 Bitunted beenme accuostomed to breathiog a
vitisted stmosphere, which would foon sicken
those accustomwed to more healthliul localities
and better air, Whether she contracted the disease
during her Sunday alternoen visit, and throngh
her ind seretion In eating, cannst be konown.
That <he died ol the Asiatic cholera, however,
cunnot be donbted,

Some other cnses ol incipient cholera were
alzo reported yesterdnv afternoon, but they were
not suflleiently welldetined lust evening to war-
ront us in giving the numes of the patients, or
the location of their homes,
