About the year 1828 one of the strongest and

sketch, He was o Kentuckinn, was & eplenaid
rider and depd shot, couldt hold his own willl
any ot his comrades, in exther drinking or flght-
g, and was looked upon & o dangerous man to
tamper with, Of uncommonly amiuble temper,
however, he gnve no cause of offense toany, und
bid the good-will of all.

He participated in  all the wild fights
with the Camanche lodisne and the *‘Grea-
sers” ip which bis command took an active
part; and when the war tor Texan independence
copunenced Le was one of the nrst to otfer his
arm to hie adopted land. Suaffice it tosay that
he served under General Houston througn thut
meniorable struggle with great credit, though
a8 & private,

The declaration of war between the United
Btatee and Mexico, in 1846, found him again
rendy, and enlisting as a ranger under Jack
Hayes, he followed the Lone Star again to
triumph, receiving, as he bhad in previous cam-

igns, several honorable scars.

For several years after the cessation of hos
tilities he lived quietly on hig ranche, bot,
tiring o! such a tume course of existence, he
joined a regiment of regular cavalry and pro-
ceeded (o Florida, where he served in the Seml-
nole war until the capture of Billy Bowlegs and
the conclusion of peace, when ne was dischareged
and returned home, where he remsined until
the Btate of Arkansas passed her ordinance of
secession, when he lmmedistely joined & regl-
ment of intantry from that State 1 the Con-
federate service and went to Virginia., At the
battle of Sharpsburg, in Maryland, he receivad
seven wounds, and 1aluted Jrom pain and loss
of blood, At the time that General Lee ordered
the retreat to the Vireinln side, the men had
gathered up their gead und were making rude
preparations to inter them.

Our hero by this means escaped belong buried,
and his comrades were startled o tew days alter
by the report thet hé had been sent over the
river and forwarded to the hospital &t Stauntoa.
He recovered, and soon after rejoined his former
regitent, and procecded with it to Goorgia,
where he was enanged in the blooay battle of
Chickamauga, Here he was shol torough the
bead (the ball entempg &t the rieht cheek-boue
and pessipg out bebind the left ear) and again
left for dead.
