SOUTHERN STATES AND REBEL DEBT.

Secretary Seward's Report.
Secretary Seward has made a report on the pro-Vi- s

ions concerning the Rebel dobt contained in the
laws and ordinances of the States lately in rebellion,

s follows :

HOIITH CAROLINA.
On the 19th ol Ocober, 18(16 there wai ratified in

the Convention 01 Aorth Carolina an ordinance
recopniz ng the Just debts oi North Carolina, anil
piohibiting ttio pavmuut of debts created or in-
curred in aid of the laie Kebeliuu.

Section two ordains thai ail debts and obligations
created or incurred by the State in aid ol die late
Rebellion, directty or mdireotlv, are void, and no
general auscn.b y ol this State shall have uower to
assume or pi ovide fi r the payment of the same, or
any pouion tnereoi; nor snail any general assembly
ol tills State bave power to assume or provide lor
the payment of any portion of tne debts or obliga-
tions cieated or incurred, directly or indiroctly, by
the late Couledurate Slates, or by us agents
or uuuer its authority,

BOCTH, CAROLINA.
The following report ol tbe Committee on Federal

Relations in tne Senate ot bomb laronna was agreed
to by ibat bouy, on the 20tn ot December, itnio, andby the House ol Representatives 01 tooulli Carolina,
on the 21st ol December, lbu6:

I he ICommliiee on federal Relations to whom was
reierred tue nieesagv oi Lu hxceneui y ihe ouveiuor,communicating ttio coiresiiouuYnue between tbe

Oovarnor and tbe 1'resideui of the Uulte t States
and me Hon. WUUum 11 Mewurd. oi ft.iio, in
reierence to the war debt ol this eute, respecttully
report: lbat while this General Assembly, incouiuiun
with all the people of the autle, enteriam no sentimentser puiposes not emlrcly loyal to the Ooveiuiueut oi the
Inittd biaies, and are mom eaineatly desirous ol pursu-
ing such a count ol action as niay restore the ateuutei
confluence nl i l parties In the sincerity with whica this
declaration is made, yet the coniml tee are unable to pro-
cure from the pipe s bit'.. re the oenute such inioruiailon
as is necessary to any daUulte rucviinmeuuation ou the
subjeot. The attention oi the Convention was not call, d
to the matter, and the Comptrol.er-oenera- l. in bis annual
report to the General Assuuiuly . has Dot so distinguished
between.tbe items ol the public oebt as to entbie the
committee to determine what portion ot the same la is
within tbe euKsestion ol lila Kxoeliency the Fiesident,
that the state shall disavow tbe ' 'uebts and obligations
Which have been assumed lu her name in the vain
a lempt to subvert the Inlon." With a view, there-tor- e,

lu obtaiu the necessary information, the commit-
tee recommend that the Coniptroiier-Ueuera- l, la his
annual report to the next session o the General Assem-
bly, do make a report ol ihe pub. io debt ol the State,
speciiluK the purpose lor which, and the time when
each item was contracted ; and hat he report what de-
scription ol persons hold the securities ol the stale
Issued during the late war. aslai aa practicable, in order
that the General Assembly may acladvbeuly at the next
Stsslon.

GEORGIA.

In the Convention of tbe State of Georgia during
the month of November, was adopted an ordinance
to render hull and void all debts ol tins State created
lor tbe purpose oi carrying on the late war against
tbe United Mates.

It is ordained that ail the dobis contracted or
by the State ol Georgia, either as a separate

Stale or as a member ol the late partnership or con- -

fedoiacy ol stateB, styi. d the Couiederate aiates of
America, lor me purpose or carrjiug on tne late
war ot recession apaii.at the United oiates of Ame-
rica, or lor the ptrpose ot aiding, abetting, or

said war in any way, uireutiy or indirect. y,
be and tbe same are htieoy declared null and void;
and the Legisiatuie is neieby prohibited torever
irom in any way acknowledging or paying ta) same
tlebts or any pait tiieieot, or Iroui passing auy law
lor that purpose, or to secure or provide lor the said
debt, or any part thcrei.f, by any apiiropria'iou of
money, property, stocks, funds, or assets of any
kind.to that object.

Section i ordains, inasmuch as the annual Income
Ot tbe State before and during said war, Irom taxa
tion and other sources of revenue, were amply sulU-cie-

lor tbe support of the ordinary civil govern
ment ot tbe State, and lor the pavinout ol all Its ex
penses incident to a state oi peace, aud a-- - tne ex--

--Iraordiuaiy exponses which led to the creation ot a
debt were offspring's aud results of the war, .it is
therefore the judgment, ordinance, and decree oi
this convention, that all the debts of tbe State in
curred dor ng said war shall be considered, held, and
treated as d. bts lacuried lor carry ing ou the war:
jroviara, mat nothiug nereiu contained snail pre.
vent any Lexis atuie hereufter loassemble lroinmaic
ins appropriations ot money lor the payment of

ALABAMA,

On the 28th of September there was adopted In
the state Convention oi Aiabauu an ordinance de--

clarinir the war debt void, and for other purposes,

Siate oi Alabama in aid of the late war, directly or
Indireoilv. are hereby declared void; aud tbe tione- -
ral Assembly of tbe State Shall have no authority.
and tbey are hereby forbidden, to ratily the same,
nr anv t art thereof.

Section 2 ordau that the General Assembly of
the state shall nave no auinontv, anu tuey ere
hereby forbidden, to assume or tiiuku any oroviBtou
lor tbe payment ol auy portiou of the debts con
tracted or incuircd directly or iud.roctly by tbe
Couiederate States, or by its agei.t-i- , or by lis
authority.

FLORIDA.
On the 6tb of November, 1865, there was ' done in

open convention" an ordinance in relation to t'ie
b.ato treasury notes, when ordained that all state
f n a. nr notes i'sued. ai d all other liabilities eon
traeied by tbe Stale ol Florida, on or alter the lOih
ol October, A 1. 1861, except bujIi liabilities as mav
be due to the seminary and ohool fuuds. suca other
liahiiitiM as aietirovided for bv this constitmiou
1ia and are declared void, and the General Asseu.b V

shall have so power to provide for tue payment of
the same or any pari inereoi.
