of desolation and suffering. Men’s  minds,
both North and south, wore tar ifrom quist, as it
Was impossisle to tell how soom the siumbering
embers of rebellion woulu break out afresh, Singe
then a year has pasged, and within that time our
ai1mies have been dispersed, and much accomplished
towards a rehabilitation of the insurgent distriots,
A peace that ig tounded in impattial justice has been
conquered by the sword, and sanctified by the blood
of our sons and bro hers W th the assurance that
this penoe is never amaim to bo disturboed by intestine
foes, the nation is at liberty to breathe tredr—to take
@ fresh start in the onward march of prosperity nnd
power,

And no more fitting oceasion conld have been
selocted for ce'cbrating the glorlous viclories tha
Bave crowned our banneérs thau the day om whioh
the republic, ninety years ago, wis ushered luto
being.

We have already givon at length the programas
of the exore'ses in the different poritons of the city,
It 18 only necesgary to say that it was ocarried out as
nearly to tae letior as was possible, constderiug the
magoitude o1 the whole affur,

Qur citizens wero aroused at eariy dawn by the
uproar in the strects, and on wolng lorth Lhe first
thing that greeted them was the unp.easant gaor of
burning powder, As the doy advanced the stroots
were quickly flled with the younger portion ot the
popvluace, each one adding vis mite, hovover hinm-
ble, to the goneral uproar. The hissing or fire-
crackerd and equibs was mumgled with the sharp
roports of pistols, and the loud booming of the gans,
The carnival of nowe was af 1s heght; nor did it
cense until long aftar sursel,

Another gtrikine toetare of the day was tho boun-
tiful disp ay of bunting The ahipping on the river
front, the public bulldings, the newspaper offices,
and the principal bolels were the most noticeable
in this respect. But the patriotismm und gratitude
of private aitizens was not deterred by the advance
of 60 and 100 por cent, in the prioe of flags from
Joining in this wanmiiesintion ol thoir joyous feclings,

Thus, anud the flultering of Laoners and the
crackling of firearms, the morming wore away
unul the hour lor the grand purnde approached,
The route over which the provession was to move
having been pubhwaned so frequently, there was |no
