—Major-General Willlam T. 8herman reached
this oity yesterday, and put up at the Conli-
nental Hotel. In the alternoon, in compan
with Major-Genera!: Meade and Mayor MeM
chael, he visited the iron-clads at Leneue Island,
and, after an mepecuon of them, returned 1o
the city by water, and wae landed ut the south
pier of the Navy Yaid. A company of marines
waa drawn up io line to snlute the distinguished
visitors, and they were recetved by the etiel
officer in command at the yard, amid the roar
of cannon on the recewving ship Prinoeton,
Neither Genernl Bbherman uwor General Meade
had unything spout them to denote their rank,
both being plainly atived 1 civizen's dross,
They retuined to the hotel at an early hour,

In the evening the General was entertnmed at
the Unlon League bouse, and at 11 o'clock he
was complimented with n serenade. A crowd,
fully the whole exteat ol Broad stree!, was as-
sembled to recelve the General, In response to
the calls General Sherman made his appearance
on the baleony, and witer the cheering submded
Mavor McMichael introdoced him to the people,

The cheering was continued for some time
witer the General commenced his remirks, and
his introductory sentences wers not heard by
the reporter, He was understood to sy that he
would not detain them long, on account of the
raim which was then talling, He then esntinued
ne ‘ollows:—

*“1 regret that 1 am compelledjtojmake a hasty
vistt to vour eity. 1 have lone desired to conmie
to Philadelpbia to spend some daws, but nave
bern unable to tind the time. Our country 12 &
large one, and [ cannot remain long 1n one spot
ir 1 wish to see much ol ir,. | am golng 0 Lhe
Rocky Mountnins, and 1 must not make aore
than o hasty visit until a mose fitting opportunity
occurs, In the menntime, [ thank vou (or coming
bere tonight, 1 would much rather yon would
see me in the day, and see me at your plensure,
instend of standing, ns you do toanght, in the
ruin, Bul as you have called upon me, I have
come forward, more sut or respect to you than
for any pleasure I feel in detmniog you. I know
periectly well that the State of Penosvlvania,
and the city of Philadelphia, have i a thousand
waye, not only in battle, but in earing tor tne
soldiers' famifies, and also in giving a hearty
welcome to the goldiers upon their return, done
their full share in restoring and muaking more

erfect that Union tormed in 1776, We must

attle for the Unton; we must do s 1 ita to ke
done, 1 do not understand how it is to be done,
but it becoracs purt ol our fuith to accomplish
it as sure as we accompliched the end of the
waur. That s the duty of my life, und it shall bhe
to the end ol my hite—to make the Unlon one
and euvire, 1 know It will be done as sure as
you arc asgembled bere to-night, Which of you
four vears ago would have said thut you would
have been hers to-night fn peace and guiet, and
with all the business of the country going on?
Noneor you would have dared to assort iL. No
maw could foresee how it was to be done, but
every man knew that it woald be done, and
that we wounld ight until 1t waa done, All the
other resulis will rollow just as certain,

“Gentlemen, I thank you for your kindness In
coming tomight, for I feel it was indeed a kind-
ness 10 come in thig rain-storm, and [ regret
that I cannot meet you where we counld get a
little more clozely together and be more
friendly. 1 hope this will satisiy vou, tor 1
mtend to give you entire satisiaction. Good
night."

Meade came forward and excused himeell for
not making a epeech, The people were then
admitted to the reading-room ol the League
House, where General Sherwan received thew,
aud gave to ail a bearty shake of the hand.
